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"The Murderous Night Clan, a unique race in the Qian Sky Dangerous Land, and they seem unaffected by 

it." 

 

"We cannot let them wait any longer. If we keep waiting, we’ll be increasingly hindered by the cold 

breath." 

 

"They’re waiting for us to become frozen stiff before making their move!" 

 

"Everyone, let’s strike together and eradicate these Murderous Night Clan members first." 

 

From among the cultivators, voices rang out, followed by spells gathering and blasting towards the 

direction of the Murderous Night Clan. 

 

At this moment, whether they were cultivators or demonic cultivators, they had but one identity, 

human. 

 

Yet, those from the Murderous Night Clan, upon seeing the humans make their move, did not directly 

strike out but quickly fled toward the distance. 

 

Even if the Hundred Peaks Sect and Eastern Wilderness Sect had a special relationship, even if the 

Hundred Peaks Sect had helped the Eastern Wilderness Sect numerous times, when it came to acquiring 

treasures, the rules remained the same. 

 

All divine thoughts were to belong to the Eastern Wilderness Sect, and out of the remaining treasures 

and resources, after selecting thirty items, it was only then that those from the Hundred Peaks Sect 

could choose treasures. 

 

Cao Zhen still remembered back when he and the others fought fiercely over a single treasure. Now, he 

barely reacted to treasures of the Yellow Grade. 

 



As for immortal herbs and immortal mines, the Eastern Wilderness Sect had Star Lord Hao Yue, who was 

a reincarnated great ability. How could he not know the value of certain immortal herbs and mines? 

 

The most valuable immortal herbs and mines had long been emptied out by that guy. 

 

Moreover, the Hundred Peaks Sect contributed many immortal herbs and mines, and as per previous 

discussions with the Eastern Wilderness Sect, he possessed the right to first select corresponding grade 

immortal herbs and mines. 

 

After casually selecting a Yellow Level Mid Grade treasure, Cao Zhen began choosing immortal mines 

and herbs. 

 

Although they were the same grade of immortal mines and herbs, their values varied, and this time, the 

Hundred Peaks Sect could still make a modest gain. 

 

For the current Hundred Peaks Sect, it was a modest gain, but for the former Hundred Peaks Sect, it was 

a huge resource acquisition. 

 

After completing the selection, he left with the others from the Hundred Peaks Sect. 

 

The Eastern Wilderness Sect surely had many matters to attend to, so there was no need for him to stay 

and disturb them. 

 

Although the Hundred Peaks Sect had ten experts in total, aiding the Eastern Wilderness Sect, no other 

forces took the initiative to cause trouble for the Hundred Peaks Sect. 

 

Upon returning to the sect, Cao Zhen took out a large amount of resources and began crafting formation 

maps. 

 

Previously, he had crafted a formation map for Ai Yunqi. At that time, he had only crafted that one 

formation map and six basic Supreme Unparalleled Formation Diagrams for him and his disciples, which 

almost exhausted the resources of the Immortal Soldier Workshop. 

 



But now, he needed to craft more formation maps, and they had to be stronger. 

 

Ai Yunqi was only at the Longevity Period back then, but now he and his disciples were at the 

Indestructible Period. 

 

"I can’t just craft formation maps for my disciples; Little Silver Dragon also needs one for insight, and Li 

Ke and Lie Yan should continue working with the formation maps. 

 

Also, Ru Wenlin, he’s acquired the righteous breath. 

 

After all, the stronger the disciples of the Hundred Peaks Sect, the better, since they all belong to the 

Hundred Peaks Sect, and if they grow stronger, my prosperity also improves. 

 

And Bi Yue, what Li Ke has, Bi Yue must have too. 

 

I also need to re-craft the Supreme Unparalleled Formation Diagram for Ling Xi. The Immortal Path 

Domain, that already possesses a domain. 

 

The Supreme Unparalleled Formation Diagram itself is somewhat like a domain. Actually, when it truly 

reaches the Immortal Path Domain, can the true power of the Supreme Unparalleled Formation Diagram 

be unleashed!" 

 

His disciples were very skilled in formations. 

 

But ever since entering the Earth Immortal Realm, his disciples kept consuming pills to rapidly enhance 

themselves; they also needed time to settle and cultivate. Besides, they fully realized their potential 

after consuming those pills, but they had not yet reached their limits; the disciples still needed to 

cultivate further, Bei Yan included. Thus, he didn’t ask Bei Yan for help but crafted the formation maps 

himself. 

 

While crafting formation maps, he also notified Bi Yue to prepare to come to the Hundred Peaks Sect, to 

comprehend the formation maps once crafted, and once the Immortal Path Domain arrived. 

 



However, Bi Yue was not at the Dragon Chant Sect but had entered the Fourth Dangerous Terrain along 

with experts from the Dragon Chant Sect. 

 

Days passed by, and the formation maps crafted by Cao Zhen began to gradually take shape. 

 

In the blink of an eye, another year had passed, and above the Four Treasures Peak, clouds of tribulation 

gathered. 

 

"Tribulation clouds?" 

 

"Tribulation clouds have appeared in the direction of Four Treasures Peak. Has the Sect Master crafted 

something again?" 

 

"Whether the Sect Master crafted a treasure or a pill is unknown." 

 

Everyone looked up toward the direction of Four Treasures Peak. 

 

At Four Treasures Peak, Cao Zhen had already gathered all of his disciples.

Cao Zhen looked at the people who had taken action, a look of satisfaction flowing in his eyes, feeling 

that all his hard work in helping these fellows enhance their power had not been in vain. 

 

Look at it now, not only can I effortlessly win with my own cultivation base, but I can even just lay back 

and do nothing. 

 

The current limit of power allowed by the Heavenly Dao is the limit of the Indestructible Period, yet the 

power of the heavenly tribulation that descended didn’t even reach the limit of the Indestructible 

Period. 

 

With everyone’s efforts, the heavenly tribulations were soon dealt with, and as the tribulation clouds 

disappeared, the formation maps that had already been refined appeared before everyone’s eyes. 

 

"Alright, since you’re all here, you can all take these formation maps. These were refined by me based 

on your cultivation techniques and spells. 

 

However, there’s no need to look at them now. You should first continue to cultivate and accumulate. 

After the Immortal Path Domain arrives, then you can look at these formation maps, which can help you 

enter the Immortal Path Domain more quickly, and allow you to gain deeper insight into your own 

domain within the Immortal Path Domain." 

 

"What?" 

 

"Enter the Immortal Path Domain more quickly and even continue to gain insight within it?" 

 

The people around, hearing Cao Zhen’s words, each showed a look of amazement on their faces, as the 

Immortal Path Domain and the Indestructible Period are different. 

 

Transitioning from the Longevity Period to the Indestructible Period is not difficult; generally, once one’s 

cultivation base reaches a certain level, one can break through. 

 



Even those with average talent, who can’t break through immediately, can slowly cultivate. After all, the 

lifespan of the Longevity Period is long enough, and they can eventually break through into the 

Indestructible Period. 

 

However, after entering the Indestructible Period, breaking through to enter the Immortal Path Domain 

becomes much harder, and many cultivators find themselves trapped in the Indestructible Period, 

ultimately exhausting their lifespan and dying. 

 

In the name Immortal Path Domain, the word ’domain’ suggests that one must, based on the immortal 

body formed from one’s Golden Core, cultivation techniques, and spells, condense a domain. 

 

There hasn’t been any notion of condensing a domain during the Golden Core Stage, Longevity Period, 

or Indestructible Period. 

 

Suddenly having to condense a domain, even with the guidance from mentors, how is one expected to 

condense it right away? 

 

Moreover, one must comprehend! 

 

They have now connected with the Eastern Province and have heard many stories and rumors from 

there. 

 

It is said that many geniuses in the Eastern Province, after entering the Indestructible Period, have been 

unable to break through. 

 

There’s even one who was considered invincible in the Golden Core Stage and regarded as invincible in 

both the Longevity and Indestructible Periods. 

 

After entering the Indestructible Period, he was never able to condense a domain, and in the end, he 

exhausted his lifespan and died. 

 

It can be said that before the Immortal Path Domain, good cultivation talent naturally meant a good 

chance to push through to the peak of the Indestructible Period. 



 

But starting from the Immortal Path Domain, true talent is not just about cultivation talent; it also 

greatly depends on one’s comprehension ability. 

 

Comprehension ability is something that’s hard to quantify. 

 

Some disciples who seem ordinary might suddenly become enlightened, soaring to great heights. 

 

There are also examples of this in the Eastern Province. 

 

Even within the Dragon Chant Sect, which has good relations with them, there is such a person. 

 

This person in the Dragon Chant Sect was considered very ordinary, never seen as exceptionally talented 

nor strong within their cultivation realm. 

 

He even took fifteen thousand years to reach the peak of the Indestructible Period. 

 

By no means could he be considered a genius. 

 

However, after breaking through into the Immortal Path Domain, he soared to great heights and, within 

merely a hundred years, broke through to the Immortality Regainment Realm. 

 

Previously, they heard many rumors that said their Sect Master could use pills to help disciples enter the 

Immortal Path Domain. 

 

But the Immortal Path Domain is different; the Sect Master absolutely cannot refine pills to help Bai 

Feng Sect’s people break through. 

 

Indeed, their Sect Master did not refine pills, but instead, the Sect Master refined formation maps. 

 



And from what the Sect Master said, after using the formation maps, it could assure that they would 

enter the Immortal Path Domain, and even make rapid breakthroughs within it. 

 

The Sect Master’s methods are just too marvelous. 

 

"We also have?" Shen Lid looked a bit surprised at the Sect Master. Previously, the Sect Master had 

refined pills for them twice: once because they needed to pass a Sect Tribulation, and the second time 

to face retaliation from the Weeping Blood Demon Sect and the Soul Breaking Demonic Sect. Both times 

required a large number of experts. 

 

But now, they neither need to undergo a Sect Tribulation nor have any enemies, so there is no need for 

the Sect Master to refine formation maps for them. 

 

Yet now, the Sect Master still gave them formation maps, and they are not people from the Four 

Treasures Peak. 

 

If they were in the Sect Master’s shoes, they believe they wouldn’t be able to achieve this level. 

 

Although there are few disciples in Four Treasures Peak, the Sect Master could surely recruit more 

disciples and give all these resources to his own disciples without anyone saying anything. 

 

But the Sect Master did not do this; instead, he continues to help them. 

 

After Cao Zhen handed out the formation maps to everyone, he gave a newly refined Unparalleled 

Formation Diagram to Ling Xi, allowing everyone to disperse. 

 

Actually, even after the end of the Minor Era of Inversion of Heaven and Earth, the remaining periods 

were still special periods, but they were not counted as part of the Minor Era of Inversion of Heaven and 

Earth because these periods were very short.

Immortal Realm? 

 

So many at the Earth Immortal Realm? 

 

Back when he fell asleep, even combined, the ten major sects of the Guardian Immortal Imperial 

Dynasty did not have so many at the Earth Immortal Realm, right? 

 

And it’s only been over a hundred years, yet the Hundred Peaks Sect has so many at the Earth Immortal 

Realm? 

 

Moreover, among these Earth Immortal beings, their aura obviously isn’t the Longevity Period, but the 

Indestructible Period, with quite a few even at the peak of the Indestructible Period, their aura 

surpassing even that of Tu Zhuque, Qiu Wuxing, and others! 

 

What’s even more terrifying is that these people’s life energy is extremely vigorous. 

 

These people aren’t even three hundred years old, some even much younger. 

 

Being at the peak of the Indestructible Period before three hundred years old? 

 

What kind of talent is this? Before, in the Hundred Peaks Sect, only one person had such talent, and that 

was their sect leader Bai Fengzi. 

 

What’s happening? How does the Hundred Peaks Sect have so many geniuses? 

 

Bai Fengzi looked at the crowd around, also full of surprise. 

 

Before she could speak to inquire, the last living tomb left also exploded, and an elderly figure, slightly 

hunched, appeared in everyone’s sight.
