"Humans, release our clan leader." 

 



"Humans, since our Fox Monster Clan arrived in your miniature world, we have never actively provoked 

you; it’s always been you coming to provoke us. 

 

Now, you even abducted our clan leader; do you humans truly want to start an absolute war with our 

Fox Monster Clan, or even the Demon Clan?" 

 

"Humans, our clan leader doesn’t just represent our Fox Monster Clan; if something happens to her, the 

entire Demon Clan will not spare you." 

 

Cao Zhen listened to the threats from across, glanced at the Nine-tailed fox demon he had captured, and 

then looked innocently at the crowd of Demon Clan members, saying: "Who abducted your clan leader? 

I’m just having a chat with your clan leader. Didn’t your clan leader say you all yearn for our human life? 

Just right, I’m here to let her experience some of our human lifestyle." 

 

"Our clan leader doesn’t need you to bring her to experience human life!" 

 

"Since you didn’t abduct our clan leader, then let her go!"

You’re the 

fox spirit, let me repeat, I am a fox monster, a demon, not a beast, and definitely not some fox spirit!” 

 

“Understand your status, you’re my prisoner now!” Cao Zhen glanced around, his gaze finally landing on 

the members of the Ghostly Fire Demonic Sect. He remembered that earlier it was the Ghostly Fire 

Demonic Sect people who were questioning the Prison clan members. These Ghostly Fire Demonic Sect 

members were quite skilled at interrogation, maybe they should be the ones to interrogate the nine-

tailed fox demon? 

 

Upon hearing this, the nine-tailed fox demon coldly sneered: “However, I saved you people, if it weren’t 

for me speaking up earlier, if our Fox Monster Clan waged war upon you humans, how many of you here 

now could survive would be less than ten percent, I assure you. 

 



Moreover, even if you manage to survive, facing the Insect Clan next, how many more could continue 

surviving? By then, your region will be overrun. 

 

You probably don’t know enough about the Insect Clan yet.” 

 

Cao Zhen unexpectedly gave the nine-tailed fox demon a look, scoffing: “What? Judging by your words, 

you intend to betray the Insect Clan and tell us about them?” 

 

“Betray them? I am of the Demon clan, they are the Insect clan, how can betrayal be even mentioned?” 

at the words, the nine-tailed fox demon seemed to think of something, lifting her head to look at Cao 

Zhen, “I believe you may have misunderstood the current situation. The six major races are merely 

treating your human world as a battlefield, but we are not united. If we encounter each other, we would 

likewise engage in battle. 

 

Our internecine struggles might even be more intense than with you humans.” 

 

Cao Zhen’s eyes widened upon hearing this. 

 

And the nine-tailed fox demon continued, “Moreover, among us, many races also hold grudges against 

each other. We of the Demon clan and the Beast clan are archenemies; the Prison clan and the Evil clan 

are mortal foes, whereas the Insect clan… aside from the Sky clan, the other races would crush them 

whenever possible, because those Insect clans are downright disgusting.” 

 

The nine-tailed fox demon paused slightly then looked at Cao Zhen with a look of dissatisfaction on her 

face, “Are you just going to have me reveal secrets like this? I heard you humans have quite a bit of 

Fragrant Tea and fine wine…” 

 

“What? You a captive, yet want us to serve you with good wine and tea?” Cao Zhen quirked an eyebrow, 

but still left with the nine-tailed fox demon, finding another location. 

 

Previously, the words of the nine-tailed fox demon were audible to the cultivators gathered outside the 

small world of the Fox Monster Clan. But now, surrounding the nine-tailed fox demon was only Cao 

Zhen, along with the senior leaders of the three Great Teachings. 

 



The nine-tailed fox demon lightly sipped a cup of Chaye, and suddenly, her brows knit tightly, muttering 

to herself in a low voice, “Why is it so bitter? Is this the tea leaves you all enjoy? You like drinking this?” 

 

She shook her head full of incomprehension, then looked at the crowd, continuing, “As I was saying 

about the Insect Clan. You should already know, a batch of the Insect Clan is flying toward you, those 

Insect clan… how do I put it? The more there are, the more terrifying they become.” 
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“Isn’t what you’re saying nonsense?” Cao Zhen looked at the nine-tailed fox demon with disdain and 

said, “Don’t just talk about the Insect Clan; all cultivators, regardless of their race, naturally become 

stronger in greater numbers.” 

 

“You don’t understand. What I mean by ‘the more, the stronger’ is different from what you said.” The 

nine-tailed fox demon spoke as she picked up her teacup and took a light sip, revealing an unexpected 

expression on her face. “This tea is interesting. It’s somewhat bitter, but it leaves a lingering fragrance in 

the mouth, with a slightly sweet aftertaste.” 

 

She commented and then continued, “If the Insect Clan has fewer numbers, there’s no real danger. 

 

For example, in your human race, there might be some geniuses, like you, who reach the limit of the 

Immortal Path Domain, but there are no such geniuses in the Insect Clan. 

 

All members of the Insect Clan, when of the same race, their combat power is almost identical. The 

cultivation techniques they perform, and even their fighting style, are exactly the same. 

 

But when the number of the Insect Clan increases, according to our calculations, when the number 

reaches ten thousand, they naturally produce a poisonous energy when acting together, and as their 

numbers increase, this poisonous energy also becomes stronger. That’s why I say the more they are, the 

stronger they get.” 

 

Before Cao Zhen could speak, an elder nearby exclaimed, “Isn’t this just like the locusts in the mortal 

world? 

 



Only a few locusts have no poison, but when these locusts reach a certain number, their collective flight 

can produce a toxin.” 

 

“I don’t know what locusts you’re talking about, but that’s the meaning. Additionally, the reproductive 

ability of these races is terrifying. Wherever they go, they ravage resources uncontrollably. 

 

Immortal herbs, immortal mines, and immortal stones are great supplements for them. Even the food 

that ordinary mortals eat, those ordinary trees, flowers, and plants, are all considered tonics by them. 

 

Besides, the larger tonic is you humans, us demon clans, the blood and corpses of all the races. 

 

They transport all our corpses and blood back to their small thousand worlds to feed their queen 

insect.” 

 

The nine-tailed fox demon, seeming to remember something, added, “You probably don’t know what a 

queen insect is. 

 

The Insect Clan, unlike the other major races, apart from the Insect Clan, we five major races including 

you humans all undergo cultivation, constantly growing stronger, breaking through layer by layer. 

 

Moreover, our offspring require us to mate with each other to reproduce. But the Insect Clan is 

different. The offspring of the Insect Clan are also produced through mating, but in any one small 

thousand world of the Insect Clan, all the insects are the offspring of one queen insect. 

 

Whether in the Golden Core Stage or the Earth Immortal Realm, all of them are born by the queen 

insect herself. 

 

The strength or weakness of these Insect Clan members after birth depends on how much energy the 

queen insect bestows. 

 

Of course, they have various ways to train those insects. Some insects break through by constantly 

fighting and devouring each other. 

 



Naturally, devouring us demon clans or your human cultivators can also lead to breakthroughs. 

 

However, in most cases, they treat us as resources to be offered to their queen insect, allowing her to 

produce more insects. 

 

As long as there are enough resources. 

 

A queen insect can produce insects equivalent to the size of one of our clans in just a day or two. 

 

Their reproductive ability is strong, the more their numbers, the stronger they become, and by 

consuming various corpses and resources they continue to grow stronger. 

 

This is why all of our major clans despise the Insect Clan so much; their speed of growth is terrifying. 

 

The only exception may be the Sky Clan, because they are strong on their own, so they do not fear those 

insects, and those insects do not dare to provoke the Sky Clan lightly. 

 

They can devour the corpses of any clan, but if they see the body of a Sky Clan member, unless there are 

no witnesses, they dare to devour it, otherwise, with others present, they absolutely dare not attack the 

Sky Clan. 

 

You should know that before we entered your human Great Thousand World, the battlefield of our six 

major clans was the Sky Clan. 

 

The reason we chose the battlefield to be in the Great Thousand World of the Sky Clan is because the 

Sky Clan is too strong, and we wanted to weaken them. 

 

Yet even so, the Sky Clan remains the strongest clan among the six clans, even after being weakened. 

 

Aside from the Sky Clan, the most terrifying clan is indeed the Insect Clan.” 

 



“Is that so?” Cao Zhen looked at the nine-tailed fox demon with disbelief and said, “But I’ve heard from 

the Prison Clan that your Demon Clan is not inferior to the Insect Clan at all. 

 

This monstrous Insect Clan cannot completely suppress your Demon Clan; your Demon Clan is quite 

terrifying too.” 

 

“The Prison Clan’s statement isn’t accurate.” The nine-tailed fox demon gently shook her head and said, 

“What they meant was under normal circumstances, when the power of the Heavenly Dao no longer 

suppresses the forces in the world, and all the masters wake up, our Demon Clan naturally does not fear 

the Insect Clan. 

 

Because our Demon Clan has the longest lifespan among the six major races, our number of masters is 

second only to the Sky Clan. But now, our masters are all asleep, and indeed, we are no match for the 

Insect Clan.” 

 

The nine-tailed fox demon continued, pointing to herself with a finger, “Moreover, no matter how 

strong our Demon Clan is, it does no harm to you humans. 
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You should have seen that we bear only malice towards you, and we merely captured a portion of 

humans and brought them into our small world. 

 

However, Cao Zhen, you have entered our small world, and you know that we did not harm those 

humans. We..." 

 

The nine-tailed fox demon’s words were interrupted by Cao Zhen, "You didn’t act because you believe 

they are still useful, and you want to use those mortals for experiments, right? 

 

If you truly mean no harm, why not release them?" 

 

"Release them? If we release them, they will die. For example, in two days when the Insect Clan invades 

this region, how will you resist them? Can you guarantee to block all the insects? 

 



As long as even one rushes in, all those humans will die. Bringing them into our small world is actually 

helping them." 

 

Seeing Cao Zhen about to retort, the nine-tailed fox demon quickly stopped him, "I’ve told you many 

times, and I don’t want to keep explaining. We truly have no intention of harming your humans. 

 

Now, let’s discuss the issue of the Insect Clan. The way those insects propagate is terrifying, and we 

absolutely cannot give them the chance to continue. 

 

Moreover, you yourselves probably cannot eradicate those insects. 

 

Now, I am offering you a chance. Let’s work together to annihilate those insects, shall we?" 

 

Cao Zhen knew that these six alien races were not a monolithic entity, but he did not expect their 

relations to be so strained. 

 

However, he didn’t immediately agree with the nine-tailed fox demon. Instead, he asked, "And then?
