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Now, everyone is seeking his help, hoping that the people from Four Treasures Peak can go out and 

assist them during the Minor Era of Inversion of Heaven and Earth. 

 

The Minor Era of Inversion of Heaven and Earth is indeed fraught with danger, but there’s a saying in the 

realm of immortal cultivation, "The greater the opportunity, the greater the danger that often comes 

with it." 

 

This saying applies just as well in reverse. 

 

The Minor Era of Inversion of Heaven and Earth will be incredibly dangerous, but at the same time, 

there will also be significant opportunities. 

 

No one has experienced the Minor Era of Inversion of Heaven and Earth, but from various ancient texts, 

everyone understands that after its arrival, too many relics and chances will appear. 

 

Not everyone will stay within the gates of the mountain without going out. 

 

When the time comes to venture out treasure hunting, having an expert at the Ten Different 

Phenomena of Golden Elixir Great Perfection could greatly enhance safety and even increase the 

likelihood of obtaining treasures. 

 

Not to mention that the few from Four Treasures Peak are among the most top-notch existences within 

the Ten Different Phenomena of Golden Elixir Great Perfection. 

 

Clearly, Qiu Wuxing is the second ranking Peak Master of the Hundred Peaks Sect, but at this moment, 

not many people are talking to him, and even fewer than those trying to cozy up to Cao Zhen’s disciples. 

 

Cao Zhen was indeed not quite accustomed to this for a moment. 

 



Just as he was pondering over how to deal with everyone, a figure from afar swiftly flew down, speaking 

at the same time, "Everyone, the Vice Sect Master invites Peak Master Cao to the Conference Hall. All 

Peak Masters, please also head over. Additionally, Peak Master Cao, please bring your disciples along 

too."

"To prevent chaos from arising in our Hundred Peaks Sect after I and the various Elders have entered 

slumber, I have decided to convene a grand meeting today to select the Sect Leader, Vice Sect Master, 

all the Grand Elders, and the Peak Masters who have already reached the Earth Immortal Realm during 

the Minor Era of Inversion of Heaven and Earth, and to also announce in advance the successors each 

has chosen." 

 

Aside from the recently returned Cao Zhen, it seemed everyone present was aware of the reason Jing 

Zhengfa had convened the meeting, and no one was surprised. 

 

After Jing Zhengfa finished speaking, he directly turned to the just-returned Qiu Wuxing and said, "Flying 

Immortal Peak has already chosen its successor, and Nie Jie has been tentatively appointed as the Peak

But the problem is, as the Sect Leader, you have to be responsible for the entire Immortal Sect, and 

that’s just too exhausting. 

 

Cao Zhen himself was already overwhelmed by managing just Four Treasures Peak, constantly thinking 

about how to provide his disciples with resources, how to improve his disciples’ cultivation base, how to 

ensure their safety. 

 

Four Treasures Peak only had five disciples anyway. 

 

To replace Four Treasures Peak with Hundred Peaks Sect would definitely not be manageable. 

 

He certainly wouldn’t want the position of Sect Leader. 

 

Tu Zhuque felt the same, it would be much better to recommend her own disciples, why would she 

recommend herself?

She shouldn’t be... right?

were the top existences even among those with Ten Different Phenomena Golden Core Great 

Perfection. 

 

Even Yi Sheng, another disciple of Four Treasures Peak, was now a Nine Abnormal Phenomenon Golden 

Core, and it was only a matter of time before he became a Ten Different Phenomena Golden Core. 



 

There was also the more terrifying Cao Zhen. 

 

He possessed only six abnormal Golden Pills yet won the Immortal Martial Assembly championship. 

 

If he were to become a Ten Different Phenomena Golden Core, how terrifying would he be after Pill 

Fusion? 

 

With such strength, aside from Cao Zhen, who else could be chosen as Sect Leader of the Hundred Peaks 

Sect? 

 

If someone else were chosen, would the people of Four Treasures Peak be convinced? Would choosing 

another bring unity? 

 

So it was clear that other than Cao Zhen, there was no second candidate. 

 

Cao Zhen was convinced, so why pick me for no reason? Aren’t you supposed to be at odds with Tu

"Right, Peak Master Cao, being young is better, you have more drive. What our Hundred Peaks Sect 

needs right now is that drive!" 

 

"Peak Master Cao, there’s no need to be modest." 

 

Cao Zhen was left speechless. Where was I being modest? When did I become so popular? Didn’t you all 

point out my flaws before?

He knew well that many had lost a significant amount of money because of him, their anger itching for 

vengeance. Now, by admitting the truth, he didn’t believe they would continue to pick him for Sect 

Leader. 

 

Around him, the crowd fell silent, stunned. Indeed, they had suspected that Cao Zhen had deliberately 

thrown the competition.

"No wonder, when we went to find the Sect Leader, he turned us away. It must have been because he 

knew all this and understood Peak Master Cao’s sacrifices!" 

 

"Peak Master Cao, you should have spoken up earlier; whatever resources you need, we would have 

contributed them!" 

 

"Yes, the True Person Sect Leader should have told us directly!" 

 

"There’s nobody more suitable than Peak Master Cao!" 

 

"Vice Sect Master, let’s decide now!" 



 

Cao Zhen was helpless; no matter what he said, everyone had unanimously decided to choose him as 

the Sect Leader for the period of the Minor Era of Inversion of Heaven and Earth, and moreover, to start 

serving immediately.

"If it weren’t for the Hundred Peaks Sect, Four Treasures Peak would definitely have been one of the 

Upper Fifty Peaks by now with its strength!"

Peak?" 

 

"Peak Master Cao, any date you choose for the ceremony will be fine!" 

 

"Peak Master Cao, I will definitely attend the Dao Companion ceremony!" 

 

"We shouldn’t call you Peak Master anymore, it will be Sect Leader Cao by then." 

 

"Peak Master Cao and Immortal Li Ke, one as the Substitute Sect Leader and the other the prospective 

Grand Elder, joint helped our Hundred Peaks Sect through the darkest moments of the Minor Era of 

Inversion of Heaven and Earth. When word of this spreads, it will be a rare and admirable tale indeed." 

 

"Indeed it is!" 

 

The crowd not only helped secure the Dao Companion ceremony for Cao Zhen but even ensured Li Ke’s 

appointment as the Grand Elder.

Nie Jie was sufficiently capable, and also a cultivator at the Ten Different Phenomena of Golden Elixir 

Great Perfection, with no further advancement possible in his cultivation base, so there was nothing to 

ponder over—it had to be Nie Jie for the Vice Sect Master. 

 

"Me?" Nie Jie himself was taken aback for a moment. He didn’t really have much deep interaction with 

Peak Master Cao and had never expected Peak Master Cao to be the first to recommend him. 

 

But the truth was, he didn’t want to be the Vice Sect Master—or rather, he didn’t even want to continue 

being the current Peak Master of Flying Immortal Peak. 

 

Being a Peak Master was such a hassle, and as for being the Vice Sect Master, wouldn’t that be even 

more troublesome?

Jie to be the Vice Sect Master. They began to voice their opinions. 

 

"Nie Jie, you are indeed most suitable." 

 

"Indeed, the Reversal Mini Epoch Period is special, and exceptional circumstances require exceptional 

measures. Holding two positions is nothing strange." 

 

Hearing the crowd’s chorus of agreement, Cao Zhen spoke up again, "Previously, Peak Master Chen also 

mentioned that I am the State Preceptor, and Ling Xi and the others are among the ten great Immortal 

Generals. 

 

The Vice Sect Master is there to assist the Sect Leader. If there were a special circumstance where all of 

us had to leave Hundred Peaks Sect, then our sect would really be without a leader. 

 

Therefore, I believe that none of us should take on the role of Vice Sect Master. And, the person who

"So that’s what Peak Master Cao was planning." 

 

"Peak Master Cao truly understands the bigger picture!" 

 

"Yes, Peak Master Cao has not yet officially become the Sect Leader, and he’s already considering the 

future of our Hundred Peaks Sect." 

 

"Choosing Peak Master Cao was indeed the wisest choice!" 

 



"Apart from Peak Master Cao and the ten Immortal Generals, Nie Jie is the strongest person in our 

Hundred Peaks Sect." 

 

"Moreover, Nie Jie is also the Peak Master of the first peak, Flying Immortal Peak!" 

 

"For a long time, Nie Jie was the strongest disciple of our Hundred Peaks Sect, and his prestige is also 

sufficient!" 

 

"The choice of Peak Master Cao couldn’t be better." 

 

Although everyone was choosing the Vice Sect Master and the elected person was Nie Jie, the praises 

were still all for Cao Zhen. 

 

Usually, the positions within Hundred Peaks Sect during the Reversal Mini Epoch Period are determined 

by everyone’s votes, and on the surface, being the Peak Master of the first peak and the Hundredth 

Peak doesn’t seem any different because you all have one vote. 

 

But in reality, unless everyone really starts voting and doesn’t know what they’re voting for, as long as 

candidates are proposed like this before the voting, the Peak Masters with stronger Cultivation Bases 

and higher rankings would undoubtedly influence others. 

 

Especially in special cases like Cao Zhen’s, throughout the Reversal Mini Epoch Period of the entire 

Hundred Peaks Sect, the strongest force, aside from Liè Yàn who has no connection with him, is either 

himself or his partner. Once he opened his mouth to recommend someone, the result was already 

settled. 

 

Nie Jie successfully became the Vice Sect Master. 

 

And following that... 

 

"Next, let us select our Transmission Elder. I wonder if any of you have any recommendations?" Jing 

Zhengfa said while also glancing in the direction of Qiu Wuxing. 

 



Actually, in Hundred Peaks Sect, the Grand Elder usually comes from Flying Immortal Peak, and most 

Transmission Elders come from Five Elements Peak. 

 

It’s not that Flying Immortal Peak and Five Elements Peak monopolize these positions; after all, Flying 

Immortal Peak is genuinely strong, so the Grand Elder naturally needs to be strong enough. 

 

And for the Transmission Elder, to transmit skills, one naturally needs to know various Divine Skills and 

even cultivate some of them. 

 

Five Elements Peak, cultivating the Five Elements, is indeed suitable for cultivating most Divine Skills, so 

Transmission Elders typically come from Five Elements Peak. 

 

However... 

 

Jing Zhengfa was slightly troubled; normally, the Transmission Elder would also continue to be a disciple 

of Five Elements Peak, but this time the disciples of Five Elements Peak were not so outstanding. 

 

If Wu Xiang were to become the Transmission Elder... 

 

As he was feeling troubled, Qiu Wuxing had already stood up. Although Nie Jie was now the Peak Master 

of Flying Immortal Peak, he was only a disciple after all, and his aura was far from comparable to that of 

Qiu Wuxing. 

 

Just a simple standing gesture from Qiu Wuxing drew everyone’s eyes in the hall. They even felt an 

illusion that Qiu Wuxing might be the real Peak Master of the first peak. 

 

Qiu Wuxing’s gaze, however, fell directly on Four Treasures Peak as he slowly spoke, "I recommend Yan 

Yourong from Four Treasures Peak to be the Transmission Elder." 

 

"What?" 

 

"Yan Yourong?" 



 

Upon hearing this, everyone was stunned. Wasn’t Qiu Peak Master supposed to recommend a disciple 

from Five Elements Peak? Why was he recommending a disciple of Peak Master Cao? 

 

It didn’t seem like Peak Master Cao and Qiu Peak Master had any deep relationship, and besides, why 

Yan Yourong? 

 

Seemingly aware of the crowd’s confusion, Qiu Wuxing took the initiative to explain, "Yan Yourong 

possesses the Ancient Immortal Body, and it’s even a Five Elements Immortal Body. She is more suitable 

for cultivating various Divine Skills and Cultivation Techniques, making her more fitting to be the 

Transmission Elder." 

 

Upon hearing his explanation, everyone understood. 

 

"I see!" 

 

"Elder Qiu profoundly understands the bigger picture!" 

 

"Since Elder Qiu has said so, I naturally agree with Yan Yourong being the Transmission Elder." 

 

"Yan Yourong’s Cultivation Base is also high enough!" 

 

There was really nothing to consider at the moment. With the second peak’s, Five Elements Peak’s Peak 

Master personally speaking, and his recommendation being Yan Yourong, a disciple of Four Treasures 

Peak, everyone naturally agreed with both hands. The position of Transmission Elder was hers without
