It seemed due to the influence of the Minor Era of Inversion of Heaven and Earth, the channel was 

likewise filled with anomalies, where the sun and moon coexisted.

The majority of these blood demons corresponded to the First, Second, or even Third Layer of the 

Golden Core, with those equivalent to the Sixth Layer of normal Golden Cores being rare. 

 

Although these blood demons were weak compared to the group, the continuous onslaught without a 

break meant they didn’t need to leave the channel and could just slay blood demons right there, in the 

channel connecting the Boundless Bloody Hell with the human world.

Those from Ten Thousand Horse City who left the Golden Core Stage probably saw us entering here, and 

they know we are not at the Hundred Peaks Sect. 

 

If they spread the word or even directly act against our Hundred Peaks Sect..." 



 

Within the crowd, Yi Sheng hesitated for a moment before speaking up, "Master, I always feel that the 

people from Ten Thousand Horse City might not be from the Great Lai Dynasty. 

 

If they truly were people from the Great Lai Dynasty, causing trouble near our Hundred Peaks Sect 

would lead us to easily suspect them. They shouldn’t be that foolish. I suspect that someone might be 

deliberately inciting conflict between us and the Great Lai Dynasty." 
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Great Lai Dynasty. 

 

Star Moon Mansion. 

 

The Great Lai Dynasty’s three major Immortal Sects comprised of the Eastern Sea Mirage Pavilion above 

the vast ocean, while the Void Breaking Sect and the Star Moon Mansion occupied the two highest 

mountains within the Great Lai Dynasty. 

 

Among them, the Void Breaking Sect was situated on the highest peak, and the Star Moon Mansion on 

the second highest. 

 

Although the three great Immortal Sects were closely matched in strength, there was still a discernible 

hierarchy among them. 

 

The Eastern Sea Mirage Pavilion was the strongest, while the Star Moon Mansion was the weakest. 

 

Every thousand years, the Great Lai Dynasty would select one Immortal Sect to govern the dynasty. 

 

Within a span of ten thousand years, the Eastern Sea Mirage Pavilion had controlled the Immortal Sect 

for almost half the time, while the Star Moon Mansion had only governed twice. 

 

Atop the Star Moon Mansion, on the highest point of Star Moon Peak, two men and a woman, the three 

acting heads of Star Moon Mansion and also its strongest three beings in the Golden Core Stage, were 

gathered together. Besides these three, there was a man shrouded in a black robe, his face obscured by 

a black mask, rendering his features indiscernible. 



 

Among the three from Star Moon Mansion, the sole woman turned to this mysterious figure in black and 

asked, "What now? The Eastern Sea Mirage Pavilion already knows everything. They’ve discovered that 

Elder Xue and Elder Yang are from our Star Moon Mansion and the Void Breaking Sect. 

 

"They must also suspect, among our two great Immortal Sects, that one wishes to assassinate them or 

even suspects we have joined forces. 

 

Now that the Minor Era of Inversion of Heaven and Earth has fully arrived, all masters above the Golden 

Core Stage are sleeping. The people from the Eastern Sea Mirage Pavilion have already messaged us, 

asking all three great Immortal Sects to join forces and head towards the Hundred Peaks Sect to 

eliminate them. 

 

However, if there was not another force already attacking the Hundred Peaks Sect, they surely would 

not have made their move. Once they do, they will grow even more suspicious of us, and with the 

people from the Eastern Sea Mirage Pavilion becoming more cautious, our plans will only become more 

difficult to accomplish." 

 

Elder Xue and Elder Yang were respectively from their Star Moon Mansion and the Void Breaking Sect, 

but in fact, both were from their Star Moon Mansion. 

 

Elder Yang, although he had attained the Earth Immortal Realm and had joined the Void Breaking Sect 

when he was a child, was now no longer the Elder Yang of the past, after becoming an Earth Immortal. 

 

It was none other than the mysterious person before them who had somehow used a special method to 

control Elder Yang. 

 

Then, he revealed his plan. 

 

Once successful, their Star Moon Mansion would become the only Immortal Sect in the Great Lai 

Dynasty! 

 

The Great Lai Dynasty did not need three Immortal Sects, one would suffice! 



 

The plans were all well and good, but who could have foreseen the appearance of the Sun and Moon 

Demon Sect? These people from the Sun and Moon Demon Sect also knew which day the Minor Era of 

Inversion of Heaven and Earth would arrive, and that within one day of its arrival, all masters above the 

Golden Core would fall into a deep sleep! 

 

Even more, these people from the Sun and Moon Demon Sect knew that Cao Zhen, Ling Xi, Xiang Ziyu, 

and others were not in the Hundred Peaks Sect! They wanted to join forces with the people from the 

three great Immortal Sects of the Great Lai Dynasty to attack the Hundred Peaks Sect, completely 

disrupting all their plans! 

 

With his face masked, there was no telling what expression the man in black was making, yet through 

his exposed eyes, it was clear there was no change in his gaze. 

 

He let out a strange, sardonic laugh and said, "Attacking the Hundred Peaks Sect was originally part of 

our plan, just that our initial plan was far greater and more complex. This time, the Sun and Moon 

Demon Sect has actually helped us, accelerating the progress of our plan! 

 

So, why should we not send people to attack the Hundred Peaks Sect? And who told you that no other 

forces would attack the Hundred Peaks Sect before us? 

 

Do not worry, the Red Refinery Demonic Sect has already set out. They will attack the Hundred Peaks 

Sect before us." 

 

"The Red Refinery Demonic Sect?" One of the men, who looked handsome and remarkably young, 

immediately showed a look of surprise on his face and exclaimed, "Why would the Red Refinery 

Demonic Sect attack the Hundred Peaks Sect? They shouldn’t know that Cao Zhen, Ling Xi, Xiang Ziyu, 

and the others are not there. Have they gone mad to assault the Hundred Peaks Sect directly? 

 

Wait, the Hundred Peaks Sect is still one of the ten Immortal Sects of the Guardian Immortal Imperial 

Dynasty. Even without Cao Zhen and the others, the foundation of the Hundred Peaks Sect remains. 

 

If the Red Refinery Demon Sect clashes head-on with the people from the Hundred Peaks Sect, they 

would suffer heavy losses even if they take it down. Why would they do such a thing?" 



 

"Why can’t they do it? The Red Refinery Demonic Sect has a grudge against the State Preceptor, but 

they also harbor resentment against the ten Immortal Sects. 

 

Originally, the Red Refinery Demonic Sect and the Sun and Moon Demon Sect approached the ten major 

Immortal Sects hoping for a united front against the Grand Preceptor. This included the current ten 

major Immortal Sects. 

 

They believed that with the combined strength of the various Immortal Sects, it was plausible to 

severely injure or even slay the Grand Preceptor. Yet, all the Immortal Sects refused. 

 

The reason for the refusal was that, as Sects of the Righteous Path, they would not join forces with those 

of the Demonic Path against the Grand Preceptor. 

 

Because of the incident back then, the Red Refinery Demonic Sect and the Sun and Moon Demon Sect 

harbored a deep grudge against all the major Immortal Sects. Thus, it’s not surprising that they would 

seek revenge against the ten Immortal Sects. 

 

And the Hundred Peaks Sect... currently, the National State Preceptor of the Town Immortal Dynasty 

resides there. If they were to choose, they would naturally target the Hundred Peaks Sect first for 

revenge. 

 

In short, the people from the Red Refinery Demonic Sect will certainly attack the Hundred Peaks Sect. 

When the time comes, you and the people from the Sun and Moon Demon Sect will enter the Hundred 

Peaks Sect together." 
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The man in black finished speaking and quickly disappeared into the darkness. 

 

And the three people just stood there. 

 

After a long while, among the three, the one who had not spoken until now, who appeared incredibly 

young—indeed, the youngest of them all. 

 



Yet, the only thing that could be felt emanating from him was a sense of steadiness. 

 

He looked into the distance and said in a low voice, "Even if the Red Refinery Demonic Sect hates the 

Hundred Peaks Sect greatly, they would not possibly mobilize their entire force to attack the Hundred 

Peaks Sect. There must be reasons unknown to us. 

 

Moreover..." 

 

He paused slightly and continued, "There’s another possibility that the Red Refinery Demonic Sect has 

already allied with the Sun and Moon Demon Sect. The ones who went to the East Sea Mirage Tower 

were from the Sun and Moon Demon Sect, while the person here is from the Red Refinery Demonic

Among the three, the woman reacted immediately, exclaiming, "He is from the Red Refinery Demonic 

Sect? How is that possible? They are supposed to be the ones to first attack the Hundred Peaks Sect.

This is only beneficial for our Great Lai Dynasty and Star Moon Mansion, and not at all detrimental. 

Besides, we have already cooperated with them and cannot break it off now. 

 

If we do break it off, and the plan fails, when the Minor Era of Inversion of Heaven and Earth ends, that 

will be the day our Star Moon Mansion perishes. 

 

However, we must be careful when we get to the Hundred Peaks Sect. If the people from the Red 

Refinery Demonic Sect do not fight intensely enough with the Hundred Peaks Sect’s people, and the Sun 

and Moon Sect tries to lure us into taking action, we must absolutely not take the bait!" 

 

Having said this, he sighed deeply. At the beginning, when they from Star Moon Mansion elected him as 

Mansion Master for the Minor Era of Inversion of Heaven and Earth and informed him of everything, he 

sighed in his heart. 

 

He had not expected the old Mansion Master to choose to cooperate with such a mysterious 

organization. 

 

He knew that the old Mansion Master wanted to change everything, to alter the current situation of the 

Great Lai Dynasty, and to make their Star Moon Mansion the sole ruler of the Great Lai Dynasty. 

 

He also knew that not only their Star Moon Mansion but the other two Immortal Sects were plotting 

against the East Sea Mirage Tower and the Void Breaking Sect. 

 

All three great Immortal Sects know that the reason why the Great Lai Dynasty had always maintained 

these three Immortal Sects was that they had formed a delicate balance among themselves. 

 

None of the Immortal Sects had the power to obliterate the other two. 

 

And there are disparities in strength among these three Immortal Sects. 

 

The Void Breaking Sect had once approached their Star Moon Mansion wanting to join forces to 

eliminate the strongest East Sea Mirage Tower. 

 



But the then Mansion Master of their Star Moon Mansion had refused, as the strength of the Void 

Breaking Sect was above that of their Star Moon Mansion. Once the strongest East Sea Mirage Tower 

was eliminated, the next one in line would be their Star Moon Mansion. 

 

The Star Moon Mansion had also once sought an alliance with the Void Breaking Sect to first eliminate 

the weakest Star Moon Mansion, but the people from the Void Breaking Sect had also rejected the 

proposal, for if the Star Moon Mansion fell, it wouldn’t be long before the Void Breaking Sect perished, 

too. 

 

It’s precisely because of this subtle relationship that, over the tens of thousands of years, the Great Lai 

Dynasty had maintained a delicate balance, always having three great Immortal Sects. 

 

However, any balance is bound to be broken one day, and the most anxious to do so is their Star Moon 

Mansion, as they are the weakest. 

 

The world of cultivation has always seen the strong remain strong. The East Sea Mirage Tower has been 

in control of the Great Lai Dynasty for the longest time, accumulating strength increasingly fast. 

 

Therefore, their Star Moon Mansion and the Void Breaking Sect certainly do not wish to see the East Sea 

Mirage Tower grow stronger and stronger, so there will come a day when they will unite to strike first 

against the East Sea Mirage Tower. 

 

But their strength is less than that of the Void Breaking Sect! 

 

Even if they manage to eliminate the East Sea Mirage Tower, due to their Star Moon Mansion’s 

Mountain Protection Array, the Void Breaking Sect would not be able to annihilate them. 

 

Yet, with greater strength, the Void Breaking Sect could suppress them in various ways and continuously 

weaken their power over time. 

 

Over a thousand years, ten thousand years, or even a hundred thousand years, once the Void Breaking 

Sect’s strength completely crushes them, their Star Moon Mansion will likewise fall. 

 



Therefore, he could understand why the old Mansion Master sought external forces, wishing to 

annihilate the other two sects. 

 

But why would the old Mansion Master seek such a mysterious force? 

 

The old Mansion Master didn’t even know the true nature of the other party before agreeing to 

cooperate with them.

The woman’s voice 

rose in alarm, "Grand Elder Huang is already amidst the Wind Fire Tribulation and should not move. And 

you, as the Mansion Master, should not move either. Let me lead the team this time." 

 

"No, I must lead the team this time. It’s likely not as simple as we thought. Vice Mansion Master Liu, you 

can be too impulsive sometimes, and absolutely must not lead the team on this occasion. 

 

Remember, as soon as I leave with the team, seal the mountain immediately, forbidding any disciple 

from leaving." 
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The relationship between the three great Immortal Sects of the Great Lai Dynasty was extremely 

complex. Each of the sects wanted to annihilate the other to reign supreme alone, yet they had to unite 

against a common external threat. That’s because, oftentimes, their interests aligned. 

 

For example, none of the three wanted a powerful Immortal Sect appearing near their own nation.

They would certainly bring along masters at the Golden Core Stage. 

 

As for the others at the Core Formation Stage... 

 

This time, after all, they were going to attack another Immortal Sect. Bringing Core Formation Stage 

disciples wouldn’t be very meaningful. 

 

After all, the gap between Core Formation Stage cultivators was simply too wide. 

 

Moreover, the people of the three great sects hadn’t mobilized all their Golden Core Stage members. 

 

They couldn’t possibly abandon their own sect and its foundation en masse. 

 

At the foot of Void Breaking Sect’s mountain, a man dressed in dark water-green silk robes, hair like 

clouds, and a handsome appearance with clear and bright eyes, stood leisurely. He first looked in the 

direction of Star Moon Mansion, his gaze landing on the eminently steady-looking man leading the 

group, and a hint of surprise crossed his face as he said in astonishment, "Older Brother Su, no, I should 

address you as Sovereign Su. I thought Sister Liu would lead the team this time, I didn’t expect it to be 

you." 

 

Star Moon Mansion had only two Ten Different Phenomena of Golden Elixir Great Perfection experts, 

one of whom was the current Mansion Master and the other was the deputy. 

 

An Immortal Sect wouldn’t let their leader descend the mountain lightly. 

 

Unexpectedly, it was the Mansion Master whom Star Moon Mansion sent this time! 

 

Sovereign Su gave a salute and said, "I haven’t descended the mountain in a long while. Hearing that Yan 

Yourong from Hundred Peaks Sect, as well as Liè Yàn, are among the Guardian Immortal Imperial 

Dynasty’s top ten Immortal Generals, especially Yan Yourong, who entered the top four of the imperial 

competition, I wanted to see for myself the pinnacle of the Golden Core Stage within the True Immortal 

Dynasty. Thus, I volunteered to come down." 

 



He paused for a moment and then looked at the man opposite him, asking, "Deputy Sect Leader Xu, you 

are now the Vice Sect Master of Void Breaking Sect. It seems this time Deputy Sect Leader Xu is leading 

the team." 

 

Vice Sect Master Xu of Void Breaking Sect responded with a salute, "Just like Older Brother Su, I too wish 

to visit Hundred Peaks Sect to witness the highest existence of the Golden Core Stage within True 

Immortal Dynasty." 

 

As he spoke, a sneer flickered in his heart. If someone else had given that reason, he might have 

believed it, but Su Fangrong was known across the entire cultivation world of the Great Lai Dynasty for 

his prudence, not to mention after becoming the Mansion Master of Star Moon Mansion, he surely grew 

even more cautious.

Demon of the Sun Moon Demon Sect.

cold aura like a thousand-year Frost, chilly and detached. 

 

Xu Wenxuan gave a salute with a smile towards the two, "Older Brother Wen and Older Sister Tang, you 

are always together. The other must be the Eclipse Demon of the Sun Moon Demon Sect." 

 



Both Void Breaking Sect and Star Moon Mansion had only two Ten Different Phenomena of Golden Elixir 

Great Perfection individuals, whereas East Sea Mirage boasted three. Among them, Wen Zhanyan and 

Tang Yushuang, a pair of Dao companions. 

 

The two were admitted into East Sea Mirage in the same year; they even shared the same master, lived 

together since childhood, and later developed mutual affection, becoming Dao companions. 

 

Their relationship was solid with perfect synergy, and they excelled in Combined Attack Technique. 

 

Xu Wenxuan felt that in a one-on-one fight, whether against Wen Zhanyan or Tang Yushuang, he didn’t 

believe he would necessarily lose. 
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However, if he teamed up with Su Fangrong, who was not weaker than himself, and possibly even 

slightly stronger, to face Wen Zhanyan and Tang Yushuang, it was certain that the two of them would be 

defeated. 

 

Within the Great Lai Dynasty, there had always been competition among the three major Immortal

Demon Sect, Sun Erosion Demon." 

 

"Oh?" Xu Wenxuan looked at Sun Erosion Demon and asked, "This time, it is the Sun Moon Demon Sect 

who has come to us, but I do not know, where are the people of the Sun Moon Demon Sect?" 

 

The number of disciples from the Mirage of the East Sea this time surpassed that of any single Immortal 

Sect from the Void Breaking Sect and Star Moon Mansion, yet he did not see any from the Sun Moon 

Demon Sect. 

 

The disciples of the Demon Sect were very easy to recognize. 

 

Just like the disciples of the Zen Sect, one can easily feel the Buddha Power emanating from them, and 

as for the disciples of the Demon Sect, the Demonic Qi simply cannot be hidden.
