But the person before them was so terrifying at the sixth level of the Golden Core, they had no doubt 

that he could condense ten Abnormal Phenomenon Golden Pills.

Although, from their previous encounter, those present didn’t seem like excessively brutal people, the 

situation was different now; they hadn’t witnessed them in action, and the group had just acquired a 

map.
