"Separation Fire Mysterious Technique, 3,700 Merit Points." 

 

"Water and Fire Breathing, 5,000 Merit Points." 

 

"Eagle Strikes the Sky, 4,000 Merit Points." 



 

Yang Chen showed a smile, but now he wasn’t particularly interested in Dao Techniques, he was more 

interested in the comments he saw earlier outside! 

 

"Mysterious Body Scripture, it can be cultivated to the Realmless." Yang Chen muttered to himself and 

began to check out a cultivation method.

Merit Points needed: 31,000!

Yang Chen’s pupils contracted, and the rarity of this cultivation method was higher than the few Dao 

Techniques he just glanced at before. 

 

This meant that according to the Scripture Pavilion’s judgment, the value of those Dao Techniques was

Scripture. 



 

Earlier, he was too focused on Dao Intent Inscriptions, so the cultivation of ’Taiyuan True Scripture’ was 

left behind. Such a divine cultivation method was unexpectedly thrown aside by him. 

 

Now that he thought about it, the cultivation of Taiyuan True Scripture was extremely important. It 

recorded Hua Qingfeng’s secret methods of cultivating to the stage beyond the Realmless.

"When I was in the True God Realm, I only cultivated the Bright Cloud Immortal Scripture, a part of 

Taiyuan True Scripture, which allowed me to quickly increase my divine power and reach an 

extraordinary realm. Later, I reached the Enlightenment Stage, and it was just as smooth sailing. 

Entering the Nirvana Stage was almost inseparable from the Bright Cloud Immortal Scripture and 

Taiyuan True Scripture." 

 

"And I just forgot about Taiyuan True Scripture." 

 

Yang Chen felt both amused and annoyed. 

 

At first, he was worried about how to replenish his divine power, but now, with Taiyuan True Scripture, 

wouldn’t his divine power be replenished if he cultivated more?

the powerful Dao Intent Inscriptions and immediately find it hard to breathe, while more powerful ones 

will have their speed slowed and Dao Intent Inscriptions blocked. 

 

It does sound powerful. 

 

However, this Dao Technique was obviously not very popular. 

 

Why? 

 

Because it was easy to cultivate successfully, but achieving perfect results was too difficult. 

 

This domain could only be controlled by those with higher-level Dao Intent and a large number of Dao 

Intent Inscriptions. 

 

This was also the powerful aspect of this Dao Technique. 

 

Although it was called the Domain of Earth. 

 

However, as long as you have enough Dao Intent Inscriptions of other Dao Intents, you can also have an 

effect on the domain. 
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If a cultivator has neither high-ranking Dao Intent nor enough Dao Intent Inscriptions, then cultivating 

such Dao Techniques would be useless. 

 

Because the Domain’s effects cannot be exerted, the desired outcome will not be achieved. 

 

Consequently, very few people showed interest in this Dao Technique. 

 



However, he was different. 

 

Aside from having the foundation of Earth Dao Intent, he also possessed enough high-ranking Dao Intent 

and Dao Intent Inscriptions as a support, which made him fully capable of learning this technique. 

 

Moreover, he was quite satisfied with its effects. 

 

Once the Domain was activated, the weak retreated! 

 

Those who were not strong enough would be directly suppressed by him. 

 

The effect was simply too good to be true. 

 

With a surge of interest, Yang Chen glanced at the Merit Points required.

“120,000 Merit Points?”

After all, with the involvement of Extreme Yin Land, all parties would do their best to promote these 

things, so that the strength of all cultivators could be raised by a level to cope with the Netherworld 

Ghosts from the Extreme Yin Land. 

 

Yang Chen’s interest was piqued, and he took his time wandering around the vast Wind and Cloud 

Market. 

 

Admittedly, there were many strange and bizarre things in the Wind and Cloud Market. 

 

Pill Formulas and King Divine Tools could be found everywhere. 

 

However, Yang Chen’s requirements for King Divine Tools and Pill Formulas had become more 

discerning than before, especially for Pill Formulas. He would have to learn them well, and they would 

need to be useful to him. Learning formulas that were of little use to him wouldn’t make sense, 

especially when he had control over several Pill Formulas he could sell. 

 

Additionally, he was quite curious about some other peculiar items, but he eventually held back. 

 

Finally, one item caught Yang Chen’s curiosity.

Eighty thousand Merit Points is a bargain 

for you. This refined Demonic Qi, if controlled properly, can instantly drive a Realmless expert insane. If 

you don’t want it, you can leave!” 

 

Upon hearing this, Yang Chen’s mouth twitched. The white-bearded elder was a Mahayana stage expert, 

and there wasn’t much Yang Chen could say. 

 

On the battlefield, Mahayana stage experts were not as rare as Nirvana stage experts, but they were still 

uncommon. 



 

Moreover, since the items belonged to other people, Yang Chen also found it quite troublesome. 

 

He didn’t have enough Merit Points. 

 

However, he was genuinely captivated by this refined Demonic Qi.
