After about fifteen minutes of teleporting with the Seven Luminaries Ring, Shi Feng 
finally arrived in the Icefire Mountain Range. 

Even from the range's entrance, Shi Feng could feel the bitingly cold wind against his 
face. If not for his high Ice Resistance, he would've frozen into an ice sculpture and 
died. 

Although the Icefire Mountain Range wasn't a forbidden land, it wasn't an easy place for 
ordinary players to visit, either. 

The mountain range was one-fifth the size of an ordinary kingdom, and either fire or ice 
enveloped the mountain's outer region. This map only had two entrances, one within the 
icy tundra, and the other within the flaming inferno. Both entry points led to the 
mysterious Thunder Axe City. 

Fortunately, the ice zone wasn't as demanding on players as the fire zone. The ice 
zone's monsters ranged between Level 70 and 85, and they onl challenge was the 



area's high Ice Resistance requirement. If players wanted to survive in this cold, they'd 
need at least 100 points in their Ice Resistance. Any fewer and players would lose HP 
constantly, and the low temperature would reduce their mobility. If players wanted to 
fight at their peak here, they'd need at least 120 points of Ice Resistance. 

The fire zone's monsters ranged between Level 80 and 90, and players would be fine 
with 80 Fire Resistance; 100 if they wanted to fight unaffected. 

Shi Feng didn't linger around the entrance, summoning his Mount and venturing into the 
mountain range. 

All Teleportation Skills and tools were prohibited within the Icefire Mountain Range. 
Players had to rely on their own feet or Mounts to explore the map. 

Although there weren't a lot of monsters in the ice zone's outer region, the mountain 
range was a natural maze. The paths through the range were complicated and often 
crossed each other. There were also plenty of hidden magic traps. Depending on a 
trap's strength, one could die on the spot or be stuck in place for several hours. 

Even though Shi Feng was somewhat familiar with the Icefire Mountain Range, he didn't 
dare to proceed carelessly. 

Since Shi Feng was the first player to explore this map, he was able to claim several 
Treasure Chests as he explored the mountain range. 

After over eight hours of maneuvering through the ice zone's outer region, Shi Feng had 
obtained a total of five Treasure Chests, four of which were Bronze Rank and one was 
Mysterious-Iron rank.

It's no wonder why ordinary experts had refused to enter this 
cave in the past.Even Shi Feng felt slightly uncomfortable as the pressure washed over 
him. 

Despite this, however, Shi Feng didn't hesitate in the slightest as he entered the cave. 

Once he stepped inside, a new magic array sealed the cave entrance once more, 
entrapping the pressure within.

Although these Gargoyles were not particularly strong, they moved in groups of three to 
five. Moreover, there wasn't much distance between each group. If players weren't 
careful, they might attract two or more groups of monsters at once. While this might not 
be a challenge for a group of Tier 2 players, players had to face the Exploration Quest 
alone. Meanwhile, individual Tier 2 players would struggle to defeat the Great Lord 



ranked Gargoyle Warriors. It was only natural that so many peak experts in the past had 
failed to reach Thunder Axe City, even after reaching Level 75. 

Following which, Shi Feng threw Howling Thunder at an Enraged Gargoyle. 

Xiu! 

An arc of blue lightning streaked toward one of the wandering Enraged Gargoyles, but 
just as Howling Thunder was about to find its mark, the Gargoyle's eyes glowed with a 
red light. The monster then swept its stone axe in a horizontal arc. 

Dang! 

A crisp, metallic clang echoed throughout the cavern. 

What fast reaction speed!Shi Feng was astonished. 

Although his attack was relaxed, his aim had been perfect. The targeted Enraged 
Gargoyle's back had been turned towards him, as well. Normally, the attack would've 
even struck elite players, yet this monster had reacted in time to block it… 

Before Shi Feng could launch another attack, the Enraged Gargoyle and three of its 
companions charged toward him with even higher Movement Speed than a Tier 2 
Assassin expert. 

"What about this, then?" Shi Feng threw Howling Thunder again. 

Tier 1 Throwing Skill, Phantom Thorns! 

Suddenly, Howling Thunder split into over a dozen copies as it flew toward the four 
Enraged Gargoyles, accurately aimed for the Gargoyle's blind spots. 

Dang… Dang… Dang… 

A series of metallic clangs echoed throughout the cavern as the Enraged Gargoyles 
blocked most of the incoming attacks, but one phantom slipped past and struck a 
Gargoyle's rocky form. The attack forced the Enraged Gargoyle to stumble one step 
back and lose over 10,000 HP. 

Their combat standards are so high? Shi Feng was actually surprised to see the 
Enraged Gargoyle stumble backward. 

Shi Feng learned through this clash that these Enraged Gargoyles' combat standards 
were on par with the Trial Tower's fourth-floor. They weren't far behind expert players in 
terms of combat standards. 



If an ordinary Tier 2 expert encountered four Lord ranked monsters with such high 
combat standards, their death would be guaranteed. Only Refinement Realm experts 
and stronger players would have any hope against them. 

Now, Shi Feng, more or less, understood why the past's Level 75 peak experts hadn't 
been able to activate Thunder Axe City. If the monsters at the beginning of the quest 
were so tough, it was easy to imagine how challenging the monsters would be further 
down the tunnel. 

Although these four Enraged Gargoyles were impressively strong, against Shi Feng, 
who had the Attributes of a Level 70 Great Lord, they were a joke. Shi Feng took less 
than ten minutes to eliminate all four Gargoyles. 

When the Enraged Gargoyles died and dropped their loot, one shining item, in 
particular, caught Shi Feng's attention. 

 

Chapter 2005 – Treasure Trove of Materials 

These Enraged Gargoyles actually have a chance of dropping this? Shi Feng could not 
help but become a little excited as he stared at the glowing, golden pebble on the 
ground. 

This pebble was known as the Earth’s Spirit 

This was an extremely rare material that only dropped from special earth-type 
Elemental Creatures; ordinary earth-type Elemental had no chance of dropping it.

Furthermore, one could synthesize an Earth Essence from 100 Earth’s Spirits. 

Like Sun Essence, Earth Essence could be used when crafting power sources for 
mechanical tools. It could also strengthen the power cores, infusing the core with 
Attributed Mana. 

Shi Feng had actually obtained an Earth’s Spirit after killing four Enraged Gargoyles. 
Why wouldn’t he be excited? 

Even now, Zero Wing had only collected a few Sun Essences. They were simply too 
difficult to procure, and Earth Essence was just as rare. 

When Shi Feng turned to look at the rest of the wandering Enraged Gargoyles, he 
realized that this cavern was a true treasure trove. He then retrieved the Bible of 
Darkness and Fire Spirit, summoning a Level 85, Tier 3 Demon and the Level 80 Flame 
Dragon to annihilate the Enraged Gargoyles. 



He had no intention of slowly grinding these monsters. Instead, he directed his Demon 
to lure and gather multiple groups of these Enraged Gargoyles and Gargoyle Warriors. 
The Enraged Gargoyles were only Lords, and both types of Gargoyles were melee 
monsters. The Level 85, Tier 3 Demon could easily maneuver around most of their 
attacks. 

The Demon had gathered every monster within the cavern and a few from the distant 
tunnel. There were easily over a hundred Gargoyles chasing the Demon. So many 
monsters could annihilate a 1,000-man elite team without effort, and not even the Level 
85, Tier 3 Demon would last long against the group. In fact, the Demon had already lost 
more than a quarter of its HP by luring these monsters. If the Demon hadn’t had such a 
level advantage, these Gargoyles, all of which possessed incredible combat standards, 
would’ve long since devoured it. 

“Excellent! Attack!” Shi Feng ordered the Fire Spirit to join the fray as the Tier 3 Demon 
ran back from the distant tunnel. 

When the Fire Spirit had become a Level 80, Tier 3 Archaic Species, it had gained 
plenty of Tier 3 Curses. The Flame Dragon alone could make up for the DPS of several 
Tier 3 Great Mages. 

Shortly after the Demon left the tunnel, a sea of fire engulfed the area behind it. The dirt 
floor under the inferno melted, transforming into a field of molten lava. The moment the 
Gargoyles entered the lava field, their Movement Speeds decreased by 90% as if they 
had stepped into a muddy swamp. They also lost over 400,000 HP per second. 

Joining the attack, Shi Feng used Flame Domain, and a towering fire pillar enveloped 
the tunnel’s entrance, catching every Gargoyle within. Although his Flame Domain only 
dealt a little more than -200,000 damage each second, which couldn’t compare to the 
Fire Spirit’s DPS, it was still an impressive amount of damage. 

As the Gargoyles tried to flee the lava field, the Flame Dragon cast another Tier 3 
Curse. 

A vortex of raging flames manifested in the center of the Gargoyle army, pulling the 
monsters into the fire and preventing them from escaping the lava field.

By the time the Gargoyles escaped the lava field, only two dozen or so monsters 
remained of the 100-plus group. Aside from five Gargoyle Warriors, the surviving 
monsters were Enraged Gargoyles with only a strand of HP remaining. 

Shi Feng immediately instructed his Tier 3 Demon and Flame Dragon to destroy the 
Gargoyle Warriors while he took care of the low-HP Enraged Gargoyles. 

After another ten minutes or so, every lured Gargoyle was dead, leaving a spread of 
items behind. 

Although the dropped items were only materials, Shi Feng was delighted by the 
outcome. He had gained 16 Earth’s Spirits from this wave, as well as various rare ores. 
He had even acquired Titan Ore, a metal that was exceptionally rare in the outside 
world.

It's over…Shi Feng could only watch as the Ancient Earth Serpent's massive jaws 
descended on him. With no other choice, he activated Absolute Domain, but even he 
doubted that the Invulnerability Skill would be useful against the Earth Serpent… 

The Ancient Earth Serpent was an apex monster, even among Ferocious Beasts. It had 
been capable of slaughtering Gods in ancient times, and its Life Rating was now weaker 
than a Dragon's. 

According to legend, the strongest Ancient Earth Serpent had even devoured Gods. 
Since the Ancient Earth Serpent's stomach was a gate to another dimension, the 
swallowed Gods had been trapped until death had come to claim them. 

Although the Ancient Earth Serpent before him was only a Level 80 Mythic monster, it 
was a bona fide Ferocious Beast. He couldn't avoid being eaten even if he activated an 
Invulnerability Skill. 

Sure enough, the Ancient Earth Serpent swallowed Shi Feng whole. After devouring Shi 
Feng, the Ancient Earth Serpent began to attack the Tier 3 Demons and Flame Dragon, 
which had just recovered from the previous attack. 

Meanwhile, Shi Feng found himself surrounded by darkness. Although he hadn't 
received any damage, a powerful suction prevented him from moving. He could only 
allow the force to drag him towards the small dot in the Ancient Earth Serpent's 
stomach. 

Although the dot seemed small, it grew as Shi Feng approached. 

Have I failed?Shi Feng watched the black dot grow in frustration. 

Although he had not challenged the Thunder Axe City's Exploration Quest personally 
before, he had learned about it in the past. Based on what he had heard, the Guardian 
Boss should've been an ordinary Mythic monster.

Moreover, as a Ferocious Beast, the Ancient Earth Serpent possessed an extraordinary 
life force. Unlike other monsters, the serpent recovered 2% of its HP per second and 
wielded heaven-defying Innate Skills. 

A Level 150 Mythic Ancient Earth Spirit had appeared in God's Domain in the past. To 
raid it, a superpower had formed a 100-man expert team of 95 Tier 4 players and five 
Tier 5 players. The team had been the best any superpower could muster, but it had still 
been annihilated in the end… 

The Level 150 Ancient Earth Serpent had only been slain after players had reached Tier 
6. 

Although the Ancient Earth Serpent he currently faced was only a Level 80 Mythic 
monster, not even a 100-man team of Level 100, Tier 3 players had any hope of 
defeating it. 

A short moment later, the mysterious force within the serpent pulled Shi Feng into the 
black dot. He immediately felt time and space warp around him. When he opened his 
eyes, he was stupefied by the scene before him. 

Where is this?Shi Feng observed his surroundings in a daze. 

He stood on an altar that floated in an endless void. A magic barrier, which prevented 
this world's boundless power from crushing the altar, enveloped it. In addition, a 
colossal serpent of immeasurable length had wrapped itself around the city-sized altar.

Only twelve 
light pillars were located in the altar's center, in addition to an eye-catching Treasure 
Chest made of Seven Luminaries Crystals at the core. 

Seven Luminaries Crystal was intensely rare and valuable in God's Domain. One could 
sell a fist-sized crystal and earn enough money to live the rest of their life without 
worrying about food or shelter.

Screw it!Realizing that he couldn't get through this trial in his current state, Shi Feng 
steeled his heart and activated Blade Awakening, the second Legacy Berserk Skill he 
had learned. His Basic Attributes and Physique skyrocketed, significantly improving his 
reactions. Following which, he activated Blade Dance, a Legacy Skill he was not adept 
at using. 

He then retrieved Netherworld Brilliance, the weapon he had ignored in his bag for so 
long, and used it, Killing Ray, and the Abyssal Blade to block the incoming beam 
attacks. 

As he executed Sword's Transmigration with three swords, the technique's defensive 
capabilities rose considerably. 

In no time at all, Shi Feng arrived before the Seven Luminaries Treasure Chest. 

 

Chapter 2007 – Ring of Gospel Upgraded 

The moment Shi Feng entered the circle of the twelve light pillars, the attacks stopped. 
Seeing this, he breathed out a sigh of relief. 

At this moment, he had less than 10% of his HP remaining. He would’ve definitely died 
had he suffered a few more rounds of attacks. 

Fortunately, he possessed the Skill Blade Dance. Otherwise, he wouldn’t have been 
able to cross the final 20 yards. 

Not only did Blade Dance allow him to control additional swords_up to a maximum of 
five_that could exhibit 80% of his Basic Attributes, but the additional swords would also 
exhibit their own Attributes. This was the reason why Netherworld Brilliance could 
deflect the beam attacks, which carried Strength at the Tier 4 standard. The extra 
swords would be much more powerful than the Abyssal Blade phantoms summoned 
using Nine Dragons Slash. Since Shi Feng had Twofold Berserk activated, Netherworld 
Brilliance displayed Strength close to rivaling ordinary Mythic monsters of the same 
level. 

If not for Blade Dance and Netherworld Brilliance, he definitely wouldn’t have gotten a 
single step past the 20-yard mark, doomed to be whittled to death by the beam attacks. 

I wonder what is inside this Treasure Chest to warrant such a test? Even a Domain 
Realm expert would’ve died to those beam attacks without any achievements in the 



Realms of Truth. Even now, when Shi Feng looked at the twelve light pillars hovering 
above him, he still shuddered involuntarily in fear. 

The difficulty of this quest definitely surpassed that of the Epic rank. Shi Feng found it 
hard to believe that a player below Level 80 had managed to complete the quest After 
all, even he, someone who had reached the second stage in the Realms of Truth, had 
to rely on three swords to defend himself—and just barely passed. 

After resting for a while, he carefully approached the Treasure Chest made entirely of 
Seven Luminaries Crystals. He then tapped his finger on the chest and chose to 
activate it 

Immediately, a loading bar appeared before his eyes. 

The instant the loading bar filled up and the Treasure Chest opened, the twelve light 
pillars hovering overhead transformed into twelve streaks of light that flowed into the 
Treasure Chest, which then released a colorful glow. Shortly afterward, Shi Feng felt a 
horrific pressure coming from the Treasure Chest 

This pressure spread out like a boundless ocean. Shi Feng could not move his body at 
all, not until after the pressure started lightening up. 

Meanwhile, once the colorful glow disappeared, the items inside the Treasure Chest 
came into view. 

The Treasure Chest held a total of three items. One was a Rubik’s Cube made of Seven 
Luminaries Crystal, one was an orb that gave off a fiery glow, and one was a crystal that 
gave off a dazzling purple glow. 

No wonder the test was so difficult! The reward is so generous! Realization immediately 
dawned upon Shi Feng as he took in these three items. He could not help but grow 
ecstatic, his eyes nearly popping out of their sockets. This was especially true when he 
looked at the fiery orb and the dazzling crystal. 

The Rubik’s Cube made of Seven Luminaries Crystal was none other than the key to 
activate Thunder Axe City—and the item he needed to complete his Exploration Quest. 
As for the fiery orb, it was an item that even superpowers would fight desperately to 
obtain. 

The reason for this was the Tier 3 Mysterious Flame Fallen Earthfire contained within 
this orb. It was a treasure that could significantly increase the production success rate of 
forgers and alchemists. 

To Shi Feng, it was crucial for controlling his Soul Fire. 



Tier 3 Mysterious Flames were exceedingly rare in God’s Domain; there might not even 
be one Tier 3 Mysterious Flame in an entire kingdom. Its value was not the slightest bit 
lower than that of a Fragmented Legendary item. 

Previously, he had obtained the Purple Thunder Flame, a Tier 3 Mysterious Flame, due 
to luck. The Purple Thunder Flame had allowed him to increase his control over the 
Soul Fire by a significant margin and greatly reduce the corrosion rate of the Soul 
Chain. If he could absorb another Tier 3 Mysterious Flame, he might be able to gain full 
control over the Soul Fire; then, he would not have to worry about the corrosion of the 
Soul Chain. 

Of course, he could also feed the Tier 3 Mysterious Flame to the Fire Spirit. However, a 
Tier 3 Mysterious Flame was not enough to allow the current Fire Spirit to undergo a 
qualitative transformation, because the gap between Tier 3 and Tier 4 was massive. Shi 
Feng estimated that he would need at least two Tier 3 Mysterious Flames to upgrade 
the Fire Spirit to Tier 4. Either that, ortons of Tier 1 and Tier 2 Mysterious Flames. 

Hence, rather than provide the Fire Spirit with a slight boost in combat power, using the 
Fallen Earthfire to remove the reaper’s scythe hovering above his head would be more 
advantageous. 

The last item inside the Treasure Chest was also the most valuable among the three. 

Sacred Source Crystal! 

The value of this item easily surpassed the combined value of two Fragmented 
Legendary items. 

The Sacred Source Crystal was so valuable because it was guaranteed to upgrade one 
item to the Fragmented Legendary rank—even if it was a Bronze item. 

The Sacred Source Crystal was something every expert player dreamed of obtaining. 

After all, every weapon and equipment had different compatibility with players. If players 
were not compatible with a particular weapon or equipment, even if said weapon or 
equipment was at the Fragmented Legendary rank, they would not be able to exhibit the 
Fragmented Legendary item’s full potential. 

However, how precious were Fragmented Legendary items? 

Even apex experts might not necessarily own one in their lifetimes. One would be 
fortunate to obtain a Fragmented Legendary item, let alone be picky about one’s 
compatibility with it 

Hence, the scarcity of Fragmented Legendary items allowed the Sacred Source Crystal 
to shine. 



There were millions and billions of weapons and equipment available in God’s Domain. 
While Fragmented Legendary items might be extremely rare, items between the Bronze 
and Dark-Gold rank were everywhere. With the Sacred Source Crystal, players could 
simply find an item that was compatible with them and upgrade it to the Fragmented 
Legendary rank. The aid the Sacred Source Crystal provided to players was simply 
massive. 

Take weapons for example. With a compatible weapon, their combat power would 
increase by at least 20%. 

In the past, when the Sacred Source Crystal made its initial appearance in an Auction 
House, the various superpowers had hotly contested over it. In the end, one 
superpower had used three Fragmented Legendary items to trade for the Sacred 
Source Crystal. Back then, many had found the trade preposterous. As a result, many 
had ridiculed the buyer for making a loss. 

However, after obtaining the Sacred Source Crystal, the superpower that purchased it 
had managed to allow one of its Tier 5 experts to get promoted to the Tier 6 God rank. 

This achievement had stupefied the various superpowers. They had never considered 
that a Fragmented Legendary item with high compatibility would provide so much help. 
Normally, even several Fragmented Legendary items would not necessarily be enough 
to help a player reach the Tier 6 standard. 

As for the superpower that sold the Sacred Source Crystal, it had nearly died of regret 
after finding out about this matter. After all, a Tier 6 God-ranked expert was worth far 
more than just three measly Fragmented Legendary items. 

Hence, now that a Sacred Source Crystal had appeared before Shi Feng, how could he 
not be ecstatic? 

Which item should I upgrade? Shi Feng’s mind started turning rapidly as he gazed at 
the Sacred Source Crystal. 

The weapons and equipment he had on him right now were all top-tier at this stage of 
the game. Weapons were no doubt what could increase a player’s combat power the 
most However, both the Abyssal Blade and Killing Ray were top-tier Epic Weapons that 
were extremely close to the Fragmented Legendary standard. 

If he chose to upgrade either of these two weapons, he would simply be wasting the 
Sacred Source Crystal. After all, the Abyssal Blade and Killing Ray both had a chance 
to reach the Fragmented Legendary rank—especially Killing Ray. So long as he 
collected the remaining fragments of Solomon’s Sword, he would be able to synthesize 
a true Legendary Weapon. 



As for upgrading a piece of equipment, to a Swordsman like himself, this was even 
more wasteful than upgrading his swords. 

After giving the matter some thought, Shi Feng retrieved the Ring of Gospel from his 
bag. 

Let’s have you upgraded. Immediately, Shi Feng tapped the Sacred Source Crystal and 
chose the Epic ranked Ring of Gospel as the target of evolution. 

 

Chapter 2008 – Miniature World 

After Shi Feng selected the target of evolution, countless streams of light suddenly 
flowed from the Sacred Source Crystal into the Ring of Gospel. Due to the Sacred 
Source Crystal’s power, the incomplete divine runes and magic arrays engraved on the 
Ring of Gospel started completing themselves. 

A few seconds later, a purple-gold ring exuding a frightening aura that even froze the 
surrounding space appeared before Shi Feng. 

What powerful pressure! At this moment, the pressure from the Ring of Gospel 
surpassed even the aura of an ordinary Mythic monster. Even Shi Feng felt slightly 
uncomfortable when subjected to it. 

The Ring of Gospel was one of the extremely few domain items in God’s Domain. It was 
exceedingly useful to both individual players and Guilds. However, as an Epic item, it 
had a major flaw—it needed to be fed 20,000 Magic Crystals every seven days, a price 
no ordinary Guild could afford. As for Zero Wing, this was still a significant expenditure 
even after obtaining the Manatite vein. 

Hence, Shi Feng had decided to upgrade the Ring of Gospel in order to rid himself of 
this troublesome flaw. 

Shortly after, the Ring of Gospel released the surrounding space. Only then could Shi 
Feng finally move his body again. As for the Ring of Gospel itself, it returned to his 
hand. At this moment, though, the ring gave off a completely different feeling than 
before. 

The ring felt extremely heavy. However, this weight did not originate from the ring itself 
but was a pressure coming from the surrounding space. Meanwhile, this pressure had 
reduced his combat power by a minimum of 50%, a phenomenon he had never 
experienced before when using the Ring of Gospel previously. 

Could a deviation have occurred during the upgrade? Shi Feng could not help worrying. 
Hurriedly, he inspected the ring’s Attribute Panel. 



When an item’s quality increased, normally, its effects would grow stronger. However, 
some items would encounter an error during the upgrade process and develop different 
effects. Some items would even have their nature altered completely. Although such 
occurrences were extremely rare, the chances were not zero. It was also the outcome 
that players dreaded seeing the most 

[Ring of Gospel] (Fragmented Legendary Rank Item) 

Crafted by the Dark Shaman King after gathering the world’s energy, this ring contains a 
miniature world. The ring’s inner space was further perfected using a Sacred Source 
Stone. The ring can suppress an area’s space, granting the wielder absolute dominance 
over the space. 

Additional Skill 1- 

Miniature World: Freezes the space within a radius of 5,000 yards. All enemies within 
the area cannot use teleportation tools or teleportation-type Skills, and communication 
with the outside world is severed. Weakens enemies’ physiques by 30% and decreases 
Basic Attributes by 30%, Movement Speed by 50%, and reaction speed by 30%. 
Maintaining Miniature World costs 5,000 Magic Crystals every 10 minutes. No 
Cooldown. (Cannot be used before binding.) 

Additional Skill 2- 

Ring of Brilliance: Improves all allies’ physiques by 20% and increases Basic Attributes 
by 20% within a 2,000-yard radius. Increases an area’s Mana density by 100%. 
Maintaining Ring of Brilliance costs 2,000 Magic Crystals every 30 minutes. No 
Cooldown. (Cannot be used before binding.) 

As the Ring of Gospel contains an inner world, it is strongly rejected by the outside 
world. Existences below Tier 4 will be greatly suppressed by the external world’s power 
when using this ring. The higher tiered the user is, the weaker the suppression will be. 

It didn’t deviate? Shi Feng breathed out a sigh of relief when he saw the Ring of 
Gospel’s Attributes. 

Although the upgrade had increased the usage requirement, the Ring of Gospel’s Skills 
had also received significant improvements. Previously, the Ring of Gospel simply 
placed a seal on the affected space. Now, the ring directly froze it. 

One could say that the Ring of Gospel’s strength had improved from its original 
Intermediate Magic Array standard to the Advanced Magic Array standard. Moreover, 
Miniature World was even more powerful than the average Advanced Field Magic Array, 
as it was a combination of a Field Magic Array and a Barrier Magic Array. Only, the 
number of Magic Crystals required to operate it remained horrifying. Fortunately, he no 
longer needed to feed the ring 20,000 Magic Crystals every week. 



With this improvement, the Ring of Gospel would be useful in both raiding bosses and 
large-scale combat out in the fields. 

After upgrading the Ring of Gospel, Shi Feng stored it and walked to the teleportation 
array engraved at the altar’s center. His body then transformed into a streak of light and 
disappeared from the altar. After he left, the altar crumbled rapidly and vanished into the 
void. 

By the time Shi Feng opened his eyes again, he had appeared inside a grand 
Teleportation Hall. 

This place is…Thunder Axe City? Shi Feng was surprised to see the four-meter-tall 
Level 200 NPC soldiers inside the hall. He had expected to get teleported to outside the 
Icefire Mountain Range, not directly to Thunder Axe City. 

Normally, after Thunder Axe City was activated, players had to enter the city via the 
teleportation array in the Icefire Mountain Range’s outer area. Meanwhile, activating the 
outer area’s teleportation array required one to use the Rubik’s Cube obtained through 
the Exploration Quest on the teleportation array. Only after arriving inside Thunder Axe 
City and handing the Rubik’s Cube over to the Thunder Axe Giants’ Great Elder would 
players be able to fully activate Thunder Axe City. 

Now that he had directly teleported to Thunder Axe City, he could save up on a lot of 
travel time. 

Just as Shi Feng was about to exit the Teleportation Hall, he suddenly noticed a bunch 
of new messages from Aqua Rose and Blackie. 

Why are there so many messages? Did something happen? Shi Feng eyed the 
messages with some confusion. 

His communication with the outside world had been severed when he entered the cave. 
However, when he was doing his quest inside the cave, he had logged off to rest every 
day. During these break periods, he would contact Aqua Rose and Blackie to get an 
update on the latest developments in Zero Wing and God’s Domain. Before he logged 
into the game this evening, Aqua Rose and Blackie hadn’t reported any problems. Now, 
after just a few hours, the two of them had sent him more than ten messages in total. 

Shi Feng immediately contacted Aqua Rose. 

“Guild Leader, are you done with your quest?” Aqua Rose asked. 

“Mhm, it’s mostly finished,” Shi Feng replied, nodding. “I received quite a few messages 
from both you and Blackie. Did something happen outside?” 



The fact that he was challenging a high-ranking quest and unable to make contact with 
the outside world was something the Guild upper echelons knew. Hence, they wouldn’t 
contact him unless there was something extremely important. After all, his quest was 
very dangerous, and even the slightest mistake could result in failure. He could not 
afford any disturbance whatsoever. 

“Originally, today was just like any normal day. Although our Guild members have 
continuously clashed with the various large Guilds at the Witch’s Hill, there were no 
large-scale battles involving more than a thousand players. However, just three hours 
ago, players capable of transforming into monsters appeared among the enemy. These 
players are extremely strong, and every one of them could rival High Lords of the same 
level in terms of Basic Attributes. Some of these players even have Attributes of a Great 
Lord. Moreover, these players are all experts, so they could slaughter even our Tier 2 
experts with ease. 

“Our Guild members are no match for these people. Currently, several thousand 
members have already been killed. Due to these monster players, our members can’t 
grind at the Witch’s Hill at all,” Aqua Rose said, frustrated. 

Although their side had killed a few of these monster players, the difference in the 
casualties the two sides suffered was massive. Until now, they hadn’t even killed 500 of 
these monster players, yet their side had already suffered more than 5,000 casualties. 
Moreover, the only reason why they managed to kill these monster players was mainly 
the Magicbreaking Crossbows and Basic Combat Devices. However, there were simply 
too few of these tools available, so contending against these monster players was 
simply impossible. 

Players transforming into monsters? Shi Feng frowned upon hearing Aqua Rose’s 
words. How willing of them. 

He knew a little about matters regarding players transforming into monsters. It was 
indeed possible to accomplish this feat by utilizing special Legacies or tools. The Evil 
God’s Temple’s Legacy was one such example. Only, the Evil Dragonification process 
was the ability of one of the Evil God’s Temple’s Peak Legacies. Moreover, transforming 
a player into an Evil Dragon required the sacrifice of a large number of players. Going 
through such a transformation process simply wasn’t worthwhile for regular Guilds. 

Shi Feng had Aqua Rose notify all Guild members operating in Zero Wing City to stop 
grinding in the Witch’s Hill and shift to other locations instead. After all, it wouldn’t be 
wise to continue clashing with these monster players without proper countermeasures. 

As for Shi Feng himself, he hastened his steps and headed straight for the Great Elder’s 
mansion. 

 



Chapter 2009 – Thunder Axe City Activated 

When Shi Feng walked out of the Teleportation Hall, he was greeted by the sight of a 
very wide street with NPC Giants walking along it. If players were to visit this city, they 
would definitely feel very out of place. 

The buildings in the city were also extremely large. Even the carriages used to travel 
around the city were much larger than the carriages found in other NPC cities. 
Moreover, the carriages here were pulled by the much larger and stronger herbivorous 
Earth Dragons, instead of horses. Aside from Giants, NPCs belonging to other neutral 
races also lived here, including the extremely rare Elves. 

Although Elves looked very similar to Half-elf players, the Life Ratings of the two were 
as different as heaven and earth. 

During the ancient era, Elves could be said to have been the messengers of Gods. 
They were the beloved children of magical elements, and they could cast Spells above 
their tier effortlessly. However, as the Gods in God’s Domain fell, the Elven race also 
went into decline, the race’s population continuously decreasing as the years went by. 

Players visiting Thunder Axe City for the first time would definitely be very shocked by 
this scene. Shi Feng, however, had long since grown accustomed to it. He immediately 
hailed an Earth Dragon carriage and made his way to the city center. 

As a super-large-scale neutral city, Thunder Axe City was extremely large. Even the 
Black Dragon Empire’s capital was only half the size of Thunder Axe City. Hence, 
traveling through the city took a lot of time. To make matters worse, Thunder Axe City’s 
Teleportation Hall was located on the outskirts of the city. Players were also prohibited 
from using their own Mounts, Teleportation Skills, and teleportation tools inside the city. 
Players could only rely on the carriages pulled by the house-sized Earth Dragons if they 
wished to travel through the city quickly. 

Of course, if players managed to reach the Viscount rank in Thunder Axe City, they 
would be allowed to ride their own Mounts. However, becoming a Viscount in a neutral 
city like Thunder Axe City was exceedingly difficult. As far as Shi Feng knew, even after 
many players had reached Level 200 in his previous life, nobody had succeeded in 
becoming a Viscount of Thunder Axe City. 

Meanwhile, while Shi Feng was traveling toward Thunder Axe City’s central district, a 
commotion erupted in the Witch’s Hill. 

“Did I hear it right? Zero Wing is actually having its members give up on grinding in the 
Witch’s Hill?!” 

“Zero Wing must not want to continue the pointless fighting. Haven’t you seen how 
powerful those monster players are? Taking care of Tier 2 experts is like child’s play for 



them. Just one monster player can easily annihilate a six-man party of Tier 2 experts. 
Not to mention, these monster players generally move around in groups.” 

“Didn’t Zero Wing manage to repel Miracle’s attack in the Black Dragon Empire before? 
What’s it doing now? It’s already giving up after fighting for just a short while?” 

“I never thought that the day would come when Zero Wing would fall into such a state. 
Previously, Zero Wing was slaughtering its enemies left and right. Now, it’s forced to 
give up on a precious land like the Witch’s Hill. With this, Zero Wing’s development in 
Star-Moon Kingdom will definitely lag behind the other large Guilds by a significant 
margin. If this situation persists, Zero Wing might not even remain Star-Moon Kingdom’s 
number one Guild in the future.” 

“That’s right! This is a good opportunity for small Guilds to rise up using the Witch’s Hill.” 

The players operating in the Witch’s Hill all found Zero Wing’s decision to pull back its 
forces to be very surprising. They had never imagined that the Guild would give up on 
the Witch’s Hill so decisively. Zero Wing was clearly capable of fighting a war of attrition 
with the monster players, thanks to Zero Wing City, yet it did not do so. 

Meanwhile, due to Zero Wing’s decision to retreat, many of the small Guilds that had 
been maintaining a low profile in Star- Moon Kingdom started trying to join the Starlight 
Alliance formed by the Guilds operating the two Guild Towns in the Witch’s Hill. After all, 
the current situation in the Witch’s Hill was already clear for all to see: the Starlight 
Alliance, which was capable of transforming players into monsters, had the advantage 
in field battles. As long as Zero Wing’s members dared exit Zero Wing City, they would 
definitely die. 

Meanwhile, shortly after Shi Feng gave out the command to retreat, the upper echelons 
of the Starlight Alliance’s member Guilds gathered at Wildhammer Town, a short 
distance away from the Million Forest, for a meeting. 

The Guilds responsible for leading this meeting was the Purple Thorns Kingdom’s Sin 
Realm and the two Guilds that established the two Guild Towns in the Witch’s Hill, 
Knight’s Judgment and Warring Empire. Although Knight’s Judgment and Warring 
Empire were only second-rate Guilds, the investments of multiple corporations boosted 
the strength of the two Guilds, which could now rival ordinary first-rate Guilds. 

“Zero Wing has truly been frightened by our monster army this time. Now, not only are 
Zero Wing’s members not coming out of Zero Wing City, but they’re not even operating 
within its vicinity anymore. I’m sure everyone present knows about the defensive 
capabilities of Zero Wing City. Currently, we still can’t break through the city’s defenses. 
However, we also can’t let Zero Wing continue developing the city. Do any of you here 
have a good suggestion for dealing with this problem?” Knight’s Judgment’s Guild 
Leader, Shadowlight Axe, asked as he glanced at the dozen or so Guild representatives 
present 



In reality, they were all caught off guard by Zero Wing’s decisiveness. This was not the 
outcome they wished to see at all. 

From an outsider’s point of view, the monster legion their alliance created might seem 
very powerful, but the public did not know that a large number of lives were necessary 
to sustain these players’ monster forms. Moreover, these lives needed to be willingly 
offered by players that were Level 50 or above. Hence, the Guilds could not allow their 
fight with Zero Wing to drag out. 

“Since Zero Wing is so decisive in abandoning the Witch’s Hill, let’s think of a way to 
prevent Zero Wing from giving it up. We’ll force Zero Wing to fight us.” 

“That’s right. We’ll make Zero Wing fight even if it doesn’t want to. Since Zero Wing is 
relying on Zero Wing City for its development, we’ll make it so that it can’t rely on the 
city at all. We can set up a teleportation seal on Zero Wing City and announce that, so 
long as Zero Wing refuses to fight us out in the fields, we’ll kill every player that comes 
out of Zero Wing City. We’ll kill these players until Zero Wing is willing to come out and 
do battle. If Zero Wing still refuses to fight us then, nobody will dare to visit Zero Wing 
City. At that time, let’s see how Zero Wing develops using Zero Wing City!” 

“This is a good idea. Zero Wing’s main source of income right now is Zero Wing City. If 
Zero Wing City fails, Zero Wing won’t get off scot-free, either. If Zero Wing doesn’t want 
to see its city fail, it’ll definitely have to fight us.” 

“That’s right! If Zero Wing really refuses to fight, it’ll become the laughing stock of the 
kingdom! I want to see how Zero Wing plans on developing in Star-Moon Kingdom 
then!” 

Everyone present nodded in agreement upon hearing this plan. They were all adamant 
about forcing Zero Wing into a fight. 

Meanwhile, as the Starlight Alliance was planning all of this, Shi Feng had finally arrived 
at Thunder Axe City’s central district. 

There was a lot of traffic in the city’s central district. Despite there being no players 
here, the street was still crowded. NPC merchants of neutral races could be seen doing 
business all around, selling all kinds of items and materials, the quality of their products 
not the slightest bit inferior to those sold by player Shops. 

However, Shi Feng did not waste time sightseeing. Instead, he walked straight to a 
mansion located near the main street. Twenty Giant soldiers stood guard outside the 
mansion, every one of them a Level 180, Tier 2 soldier. The captain leading these 
soldiers was even a Level 180, Tier 3 Giant. 

This mansion was none other than the residence of the Giant race’s Great Elder. 



Upon arriving at the mansion’s entrance, Shi Feng immediately told the guards there his 
purpose for visiting. After the guards relayed his words and received a reply, they led 
him into the gigantic mansion. Very quickly, Shi Feng arrived in an elegant study where 
a white-robed elder sat. 

Giants were natural-born warriors and were not adept at magic, yet the Great Elder was 
actually a Level 200, Tier 5 Grand Wizard. He would be considered an overlord-level 
existence even in an empire. 

“It’s been a long time since a human adventurer has visited this city. I heard that you 
have the power to activate the ancient teleportation array outside Thunder Axe City. 
May I know if this is true?” the Giant Elder asked softly as he observed Shi Feng. 

“That is correct. Here is the ancient cube I found. It is capable of activating the ancient 
teleportation array,” Shi Feng replied, handing the Rubik’s Cube he obtained from the 
Seven Luminaries Treasure Chest over to the Giant Elder. 

“Sure enough, this is the teleportation array’s teleportation core,” the Giant Elder said, 
his eyes glowing after he inspected the cube. In a somewhat excited tone, he added, 
“Thank you, human adventurer. This item is indeed what our Giant race has been 
searching for all this time. With this item, our Giant race will finally be free of the 
defensive seal that has been in place since ancient times! Since you have provided 
such a great help to our race, we Giants definitely won’t mistreat you. Take this precious 
Giant’s Holy Stone as a token of our race’s gratitude.” 

After the Giant Elder was done speaking and Shi Feng accepted the Giant’s Holy Stone, 
a series of system notifications entered his ears. 

 

Chapter 2010 – Titan Bloodline 

System: Congratulations! You have completed the Exploration Quest, “Giant’s Hideout.” 
Rewarding one Giant’s Holy Stone, Adventurer’s Association Reputation +20, and 
Adventurer’s Association Contribution +1,000. 

System: Congratulations! You have activated the neutral city Thunder Axe City. 
Rewarding one Thunder Axe Crystal, Thunder Axe City Reputation +100, and Thunder 
Axe City Contribution Points +2,000. 

The two notifications echoed in Shi Feng’s head three times, leaving him dazed. 

The rewards for pioneering Thunder Axe City sure are abundant. Not only did I get 
2,000 Contribution Points, but I also earned a Thunder Axe Crystal? Shi Feng looked at 
the glowing, dark-gold crystal that had appeared in his hand in astonishment. 



Thunder Axe City was hidden deep within the Icefire Mountain Range. Normally, players 
could only reach the city through a teleportation array within the range’s outer region 
once it had been activated. Teleporting to Thunder Axe City from another NPC city was 
impossible, making it inconvenient for players to visit frequently. However, as a trade 
city, Thunder Axe City overflowed with opportunities and resources. Even if the journey 
were tough and inconvenient, players would force themselves to visit. 

Fortunately, there was more than one method of entering Thunder Axe City. One could 
also do so through the city’s special tools. 

The city had two special tools that allowed players to visit with ease: the Thunder Axe 
Insignia and the Thunder Axe Crystal. The Insignia only allowed the holder to teleport to 
Thunder Axe City, whereas the crystal allowed the user to open a teleportation gate, 
allowing a large group of players to pass through, saving plenty of travel time. 

However, these tools were particularly difficult to acquire. Players had to become an 
ordinary noble in Thunder Axe City before they could trade the city’s Contribution Points 
for the Insignia. As for the Thunder Axe Crystal, one could only purchase the crystal 
with Contribution Points after becoming a Viscount. 

The Contribution Points were already exceedingly difficult to acquire, not to mention 
gaining status in Thunder Axe City. 

Thunder Axe City was massive, with countless quests and opportunities to offer, but 
there were very few quests that awarded CPs. Moreover, players would only earn a 
small number of CPs from the quests that awarded them. Only high- ranking quests 
rewarded a higher number, but those were incredibly difficult to come by. 

Even the most hardworking player would fail to collect 2,000 CPs after a full year of 
work. Meanwhile, purchasing the Thunder Axe Crystal required 5,000 CPs… 

While the Thunder Axe Crystal had limited uses to individual players, it was extremely 
useful to Guilds. With the crystal, Guild members wouldn’t have to waste time traveling 
to the city. With the time they saved, they could do far more in Thunder Axe City. 

Following which, Shi Feng stored the Thunder Axe Crystal and turned his gaze toward 
the Giant’s Holy Stone he had received from the Great Elder. 

Based on what he had learned in the past, the Exploration Quest’s reward included the 
Epic ranked Giant’s Crystal. One could use it to convert 1,000 Level 50-plus players into 
Giants, bypassing the Conversion Quest. 

Unfortunately, players under Level 50 would have to visit Thunder Axe City and 
complete the Conversion Quest normally to convert into a Giant. The Conversion 
Quest’s application fee was 20 Gold per person. 



In other words, by completing this Exploration Quest, one could forgo the 20,000 Gold 
in application fees while allowing selected players to skip the troublesome Conversion 
Quest and become members of the Giant Race. 

However, what the Great Elder had just given Shi Feng wasn’t the Giant’s Crystal, but 
the Giant’s Holy Stone… 

Huh?! Fragmented Legendary rank?! When Shi Feng called up the Giant’s Holy Stone’s 
Attribute Panel, he was shocked. Isn’t this quest reward a little too generous?! 

[Giant’s Holy Stone] (Fragmented Legendary Rank) 

A holy stone created after condensing the Ancient Titin race’s Bloodline. 

Effect 1- 

Converts up to 1,000 players to the Giant race. Targeted players must be Level 50 or 
above. No Cooldown. Effect 2- 

Grants up to three Giant players a strand of the Titan Bloodline. No Cooldown. 

Shi Feng had no particular feelings regarding the Holy Stone’s ability to convert 1,000 
players into Giants. The Giant’s Stone he had expected to receive could do the same, 
but the Holy Stone’s ability to grant players the Titan Bloodline was just too powerful. 

Among God’s Domain’s numerous races, the Titan’s Life Rating was the closest to that 
of the Gods’. Despite not being Gods, Titans were born with a portion of a God’s 
abilities. When a Titan became a Tier 6 God, they became incomparably formidable. 
However, the closer one’s Life Rating was to that of a God, the more difficult it would 
become to cross the final threshold to the Tier 6 standard. According to Shi Feng’s 
memories, only the King among Titans had reached Tier 6. Not even the ten saints of 
Titan City had been Tier 6 Gods. In Shi Feng’s opinion, they were only Demigods. Even 
so, they had the power to rival Tier 6 Gods. 

Tier 6 God-ranked players couldn’t compare to Tier 6 NPC Gods. Any random Tier 6 
God could beat the living daylights out of a Tier 6 player; only multiple Tier 6 players 
had a chance against a Tier 6 God if they worked together. It was easy to imagine how 
frightening Titan Demigods were. 

Meanwhile, the Giant’s Holy Stone before him was capable of granting Giant players the 
Titan Bloodline, which was far more powerful than the Dark Iron Bloodline he had 
obtained.

These Titan Bloodlines were even more valuable than three Fragmented Legendary 
items. 



The Giant race offered exceptional racial traits; if this Bloodline were included in the 
equation…

become. Titans were nearly perfect beings, unlike Giants, who had obvious flaws. 

With this, the players that convert into Giants have hit the jackpot. Shi Feng could not 
help but feel slightly envious as he gazed at the Giant’s Holy Stone. 

Giant players would face far more difficulties when challenging their Promotion Quests 
than human players, but with the Titan Bloodline, that difficulty wouldn’t be as high. With 
this Bloodline, the Promotion Quests shouldn’t be more difficult than that of ordinary 
humans. This meant that the experts who became Giants could reach far greater 
heights. 

Giant players would become terrifying after reaching Tier 5, not to mention Tier 6. 

In the past, one Giant expert had reached Tier 5 thanks to a ton of resources from his 
Guild. Whether or not he had been strong enough to contend with Tier 6 God-ranked 
experts, he had ranked among the top 20 Tier 5 players in God’s Domain. Those top 20 
Tier 5 experts had all worn top-tier equipment, held at least one Legendary item, and 
wielded special Legacies. Their combat standards had been at the absolute apex of 
God’s Domain. 

Yet, this Tier 5 Giant expert had forced himself into the top 20 ranks despite carrying 
zero Legendary items. It was easy to imagine how powerful the Giant race was. 

If possible, Shi Feng would convert into a Giant, obtaining the Titan Bloodline, as well, 
but he was a Guild Leader.

The Giant race had lived in Thunder Axe City since ancient times, so they had 
accumulated countless treasures. As long as players had the ability and resources, 
purchasing a Legendary item wouldn’t be a problem. 

This was also why so many players and powers had been adamant in visiting Thunder 
Axe City in the past. 

A few superpowers’ experts had purchased Legendary items from the Giants back then, 
while far more had purchased Fragmented Legendary items. 



Of course, some superpowers had tried to rob Thunder Axe City’s City Hall, but less 
than a handful had succeeded. Moreover, all of those players had been Tier 6 God-
ranked experts. When these God-ranked players had attempted the heist, their Guilds 
had invested a ton of resources and manpower to assist them. Even so, they had only 
claimed one or two Fragmented Legendary items before fleeing for their lives. In doing 
so, however, these superpowers had earned the city’s ire and had been banned from 
entering Thunder Axe City ever again. The cost of the endeavor simply hadn’t been 
worth the superpowers’ investments. 

The NPC solder had Shi Feng’s aura recorded in the system after a short moment, 
allowing him to enter the City Hall. 

NPCs of various races filled the castle’s first-floor hall as they conducted their business 
with the Giants.

Normally, only the ordinary administrators received visiting players in the City Hall, so 
he had been caught off guard when this senior administrator welcomed him. 

Although this Elven beauty was only a Level 200, Tier 3 senior administrator, Shi Feng 
could feel the intense pressure radiating from her. The pressure she gave off was no 
weaker than Weissman’s, who was both White River City’s Magistrate and a Tier 4 
Great Wizard. This was why Elves were so frightening. Even at Tier 3, they could easily 
cast Tier 4 Spells. 

“Alright, please follow me.” The Elven administrator nodded and led Shi Feng to a 
reception room on the third floor. 

Once inside the reception room, the senior administrator handed Shi Feng two lists. 
One list contained the city’s available plots of Land, while the other contained Thunder 
Axe City’s available Advanced Shops.

The various major powers had avoided renting Thunder Axe City’s Advanced Shops 
because the only type of income they could earn in doing so was Coins; it was not 
possible to conduct business with forms of currency. Hence, the various major powers 
and merchant players in the past had resorted to purchasing the Advanced Shops, even 
if those in the city’s outskirts had cost 20,000 Gold… 

No matter how many times I visit Thunder Axe City’s City Hall, I always feel like a poor 
bastard here. Shi Feng sighed and shook his head as he looked at the prices on the list. 



The cheapest Advanced Shop cost more than 20,000 Gold. There was also an 
Advanced Grocery Store that cost 40,000 Gold, and a Smithy for 53,000 Gold. Although 
both Shops were in the city’s inner area, both were merely 1-star Shops. According to 
Shi Feng’s knowledge, the cheapest 2-star Shop in Thunder Axe City cost 70,000 Gold, 
while those in the city’s inner area cost more than 100,000 Gold.

After giving the matter some thought, 
he realized that this must be a reward for being the first player to purchase an 
Advanced Shop. 

The difference between a 1-star and a 2-star Shop was practically negligible for players 
in other super-large-scale neutral cities, but it was a different story in Thunder Axe City. 
Here, the difference between a 1-star Shop and 2-star Shop was like the difference 
between a town and a city. 

Two-star Shops were more attractive to NPCs than their 1-star counterparts. NPCs 
typically viewed 2-star Shops as more valuable and reliable, so they favored Shops with 
higher-star ranks. 

Two-star Shops also operated on a different scale than 1-star Shops, but this was 
beyond just the physical size of the Shop. More importantly, higher-ranked Shops could 
handle larger transactions with NPCs. 

Each transaction with NPCs in 1-star Shops could only reach a maximum value of 50 
Gold, whereas 2-star Shops’ transactions could reach a maximum of 300 Gold, a sixfold 
increase. After factoring in NPCs increased interest in conducting business with 2-star 
Shops, the difference between ranks was clear. 



Hence, Thunder Axe City’s 2-star Advanced Shops were extremely valuable. Countless 
Guilds had dreamed of purchasing their own, but very few had actually succeeded. 
Most powers had been limited to 1-star Shops, slowly upgrading them to 2- star status. 

However, in God’s Domain, once one fell behind, making a recovery became intensely 
challenging. 

Meanwhile, the various large Guilds dreamed of purchasing 2-star Shops to ensure the 
upgrade to 3-stat status. NPC cities could only have a limited number of 3-star 
Advanced Shops at a time. Once this limit had been reached, the 2-star Shops that met 
the requirements for an upgrade could only become 3-star Shops after surpassing 
another 3-star Shop’s transaction volume. Unfortunately, surpassing a 3-star Shop’s

When a 2-star Shop completed its promotion to 3-star status, it would undergo a 
qualitative transformation, increasing its maximum transaction value to 1,000 Gold. 
Although the increase ratio wasn’t as great as that between a 1-star and 2-star Shop, it 
was a major turning point. 

Once a Shop reached this maximum transaction value, Thunder Axe City’s nobles 
would visit to conduct business. The items these nobles possessed was far beyond that 
of ordinary NPCs. A noble’s every item was valuable and precious. 

Upgrading a 1-star Shop to 2-star status in Thunder Axe City cost a lot of time and 
resources. By the time one completed the upgrade, those who had purchased 2-star 
Shops would’ve already upgraded to 3-star status. Trying to contest for the limited 3-
star Shop slots would become atrociously difficult at that point. 

This was also why Shadow had only possessed a 2-star Shop in Thunder Axe City 
during Shi Feng’s previous life. As far as he could remember, only superpowers and a 
few first-rate Guilds had secured 3-star Shops in the city, and ordinary first- rate Guilds 
had no hope of competing for a slot. 

Why wouldn’t Shi Feng be surprised to find that he could purchase a 2-star Shop right 
off the bat? 

Moreover, the 2-star Shop in question was an Advanced Smithy. Naturally, smithies 
were the most valuable to God’s Domain’s Guilds among the various Advanced Shops. 

This was the case due to the specialized transactions each type of Shop conducted with 
NPCs. NPCs that visited smithies were generally there to order custom weapons and 
equipment. Moreover, these NPCs would prepare their own materials, including rare 
forging materials that players could obtain by operating a smithy. In addition, ordinary 
NPCs and NPC merchants frequently sold their ores to smithies, making these 
Advanced Shops the perfect place to obtain materials.

“If nothing here 
interests you, you may return next week. We should have others who want to sell their 
properties at that time.” 

“No, I’m very satisfied with what I’ve seen. I’ll take these five plots of Land and these 
two Shops,” Shi Feng said as he pointed to the inner area Lands and outer area Shops. 

Since he was only a Baron, he could only purchase Lands and Shops in the city’s inner 
and outer areas. Moreover, very few Lands in the inner area were available to him, and 
they weren’t in optimal locations. As for Advanced Shops, a Baron was only allowed to 
purchase those in the city’s outer area. Only Viscounts and above had access to 
Advanced Shops in the inner area.

“Benefits?” Shi Feng muttered skeptically as he gazed at the blue fire enveloping his 
body. He didn’t understand how the Soul Fire’s present state could benefit him in any 
way. 

His entire body stung with pain. Any ordinary player would wail like a ghost if they were 
in his position, but even though he could endure the pain, it made concentrating difficult. 
At this moment, he’d likely even fail to execute the simplest combat technique. 

“Learn to appreciate what you have. The Soul Fire is currently cleansing your soul,” 
Sharlyn explained as she rolled her eyes at Shi Feng. 

This is Soul Cleansing?! Sharlyn’s words astonished Shi Feng. So, this is the Soul 
Fire’s advanced ability? 

He had heard about Soul Cleansing during his previous life. It was one of the few 
methods to improve players’ Concentration Attribute. If ranked by importance, one could 
argue that Concentration stood above Stamina. 

When players fought in God’s Domain, they used two Hidden Attributes: Stamina and 
Concentration. In the event of Stamina exhaustion, players would lose the ability to 
move. In the case of Concentration depletion, players would pass out. 



God’s Domain provided far fewer methods of increasing one’s Concentration than those 
available for improving Stamina, which was one of the reasons that the former was 
more important. Generally, players’ Concentration only improved when they increased 
their Basic Attributes and tiers. 

Concentration’s ability to affect a player’s mental state was another reason. Players had 
only discovered this quite some time after God’s Domain had launched. 

This effect was similar to the experience players had when in areas with high Mana 
density. In truth, players felt more comfortable around denser Mana due to the Mana 
elevating their Concentration.

Both his physical control and mental clarity 
had improved drastically.

“I’ve heard that Commander Eight made a killing yesterday. He even managed to obtain 
a piece of Level 55 Secret-Silver Equipment and over 20 Primordial Crystal Fragments.” 

“I heard the same! The players on duty also earned two or three fragments each! 
They’re so lucky! With a few more fragments, they can synthesize them into a full 
crystal and upgrade their Guild Mounts to Bronze rank! The Bronze Guild Mounts’ 
speed and appearances are to die for! I wonder when I’ll get to synthesize my own 
crystal?” 

“There’s no need to be in such a hurry. Zero Wing has decided to fight the Starlight 
Alliance. Once it’s defeated, the Witch’s Hill’s resources will be ours for the taking. 
Obtaining a Primordial Crystal will be a piece of cake.” 

“I guess you’re right. But isn’t Zero Wing full of itself? Just because it is Star-Moon 
Kingdom’s number one Guild, it is taking us lightly. Doesn’t the Guild realize that we’ve 
entered a new era? Tier 2 players have already become commonplace. With how few 
Tier 2 experts Zero Wing has, how could it suppress the dozen or so Guilds in the 
Starlight Alliance?” 

When the plays atop the Defense Turret spoke about Zero Wing, they could not help but 
laugh at and ridicule the Guild’s ignorance. Even now, it tried to cling to its past 
achievements. 

However, as these players began to discuss where they should go to grind for 
Primordial Crystal Fragments, a spatial tear suddenly opened near the town’s main 
entrance, adding a bizarre effect to the reddening sky.

“Since the Starlight Alliance has declared war on Zero Wing, we are here to issue our 
response and wipe the Starlight Alliance from Star-Moon Kingdom’s map!” Shi Feng 
responded, his tone casual.

“Of course! After seeing all the cards Zero Wing has revealed thus far, in addition to 
hearing Black Flame’s calm tone, who would dare make an enemy out of Zero Wing 
now?” 

“As expected of Zero Wing’s Guild Leader. With his charisma and intelligence, the 
Starlight Alliance will definitely have their hands full dealing with Zero Wing. With this, 
the Starlight Alliance will most likely have a difficult time getting the players inside the 
town to help out.” 

When the upper echelon of the various Guilds that were not part of the Starlight Alliance 
saw this scene, they felt great admiration for Shi Feng. At the same time, their wariness 
of Zero Wing also further increased. 

At this moment, Eight Feathers, who had reached the battlefield, waved his hand. 
Immediately, several players hidden along the street took out Tier 3 large-scale 
destruction Magic Scrolls and aimed the scrolls at Shi Feng. In the next moment, 
gigantic magic arrays bloomed above the main street, one after another. 



“Black Flame! Pay for your arrogance!” Eight Feathers shouted as he glared at Shi Feng 
and the other members of Zero Wing. “Attack!”

However, even after seeing that the nine Tier 3 large-scale destruction Spells were 
about to activate, Shi Feng still showed no intention of dodging. Instead, he merely 
waved his hand casually.

A gray ripple spread out from Shi Feng and shattered the magic arrays in the sky, 
allowing the rampaging Mana to calm down. Following which, the nine large-scale 
destruction Spells vanished without accomplishing anything.

“Now that you’re done attacking, it’s my turn now. Hopefully, this Spell will be to your 
satisfaction!”

Flame Domain! 

Immediately after, Eight Feathers saw a massive, crimson magic array appear 
overhead, covering nearly half of the entire main street. 

“Not good!” 

At this moment, the magic array encompassed every Starlight Alliance member on the 
main street Before Eight Feathers could order a retreat, however, a column of flames 
descended from the magic array, the flames visible to all the players in Wildhammer 
Town. The ground within the AOE of Flame Domain instantly turned into lava.

A part of the reason why capturing a town or city was considered difficult was the 
external defenses. Enemies would have a difficult time breaking into the town or city. 
However, unlike cities, towns did not have defensive magic arrays to prevent enemies 
from teleporting directly into the town via a Skill or tool. 

In a situation where the Defense Turrets and Arrow Towers were ineffective, the only 
trouble they would face was the Tier 2 players and NPC soldiers garrisoning the town. 
Previously, the Starlight Alliance’s Tier 2 players and NPC soldiers had a considerable 
numerical advantage. However, after the blast from Flame Domain, that advantage had 
diminished. Moreover, Miniature World was also suppressing the surviving players and 
NPCs. Hence, Shi Feng was no longer worried about facing any problems and 
commanded his team to head straight for their target. 

After Shi Feng gave the command, the 1,000 Giant players promptly charged toward 
Knight’s Judgment’s Guild Residence. The Tier 2 Giant Berserkers in front easily tore 
through the Starlight Alliance’s defensive lines. The Starlight Alliance’s members could 



not even slow Zero Wing’s advance. Only the Tier 2 experts that had activated their 
Berserk Skills could contend against the Giants. 

However, Zero Wing’s Giant players also possessed Berserk Skills. Like rampaging wild 
beasts, the several Tier 2 Giant Berserkers who had activated Power of Darkness were 
capable of killing over a dozen players with a single attack. Even the Level 80, Tier 2 
NPCs received a one-sided beating when going up against them. 

Presented with this scene, the spectating independent players did not dare to leave 
their current positions, deeply afraid of attracting the attention of these violent Giant 
players. As for the adventurer teams and members of small Guilds that were previously 
planning to take advantage of the situation to attack Zero Wing, they had given up 
entirely on their thoughts.

Before the players inside Wildhammer Town could recover from their shock, Zero 
Wing’s Giant players had already charged into Knight’s Judgment’s heavily fortified 
Residence, destroyed the Guild Flag located on the first underground floor, and 
obtained Wildhammer Town’s Town Order. With this, the Starlight Alliance had lost all 
control over Wildhammer Town.

Due to indications that Zero Wing would take action, many of the Starlight Alliance’s 
members had gathered a short distance away from Zero Wing City and were grinding 
there, thoroughly sealing off the paths leading from the city, while quietly awaiting Zero 
Wing’s next move. 

However, standing atop a hill a short distance away from Zero Wing City, Shadowlight 
Axe, the Guild Leader of Knight’s Judgment, was currently confused and agitated. Just 
a short while ago, he had suddenly received news that Knight’s Judgment had lost 
control over Wildhammer Town. Moreover, this was directly announced into the ears of 
every Guild member of Knight’s Judgment. 

Guild System: Zero Wing has captured Wildhammer Town’s Town Order. Wildhammer 
Town will no longer be under Knight’s Judgment’s jurisdiction. Guild Popularity reduced 
by 2,000. 

Although Shi Feng’s Miniature World sealed off the communications of players caught 
within the Skill’s AOE, it could not prevent the release of the notification of the Guild 
Town’s capture. As long as one was a member of Knight’s Judgment, they would 
immediately receive news of Wildhammer Town’s capture. This could be considered a 
morale punishment toward a Guild that failed to defend its town.

Wildhammer 
Town was a town their Guild had fortified heavily. Just the players garrisoning the town 
numbered over 20,000. There were also more than two dozen static defenses built in 
the town, as well as thousands of NPC soldiers. 

Most importantly, Knight’s Judgment had invested a lot of money into building a sturdy 
wall, which encompassed the entire town and prevented players from vaulting over it. 
The only way to get into the town was by destroying the wall. However, doing so would 
be extremely difficult. Even 100 Tier 2 players targeting a single section of the wall 
would need to launch numerous attacks to reduce the wall’s durability by just one point. 
Even if Zero Wing’s members had war weapons like cannons, they should still take 
quite some time to breach the wall. 

Hence, Knight’s Judgment’s members found it truly hard to imagine that such a we 11-
fortified town could actually be captured—and within only a short time. 

At this moment, confusion plagued the entire Knight’s Judgment. Even Shadowlight 
Axe, who had experienced countless trials and tribulations, wore an ashen complexion, 
a cold glint flashing across his eyes. 

“Guild Leader, let’s rush back to Wildhammer Town now! We can’t let Zero Wing get 
away with this so easily!” a Level 59, Tier 2 male Cleric urged anxiously. 

Even if a Guild Town’s Town Order were snatched, the town would not immediately 
switch owners. The ruling Guild would simply lose control of the town. If the ruling Guild 
could snatch the Town Order back within an hour, the town would promptly return to the 
ruling Guild’s control. 

“No, we’re out of time for that,” Shadowlight Axe said as he shook his head in 
frustration. “What we need to do now is head immediately to Warring Empire’s Golden 
Flow Town. Also, look into how Zero Wing managed to capture Wildhammer Town. 
Afterward, we’ll discuss with the rest of the alliance how we should proceed.” 

Nowadays, Wildhammer Town was Knight’s Judgment’s main support. It was precisely 
because of Wildhammer Town’s existence that Knight’s Judgment received a large 
amount of funding, gaining an advantage over the other major powers. Without 
Wildhammer Town, Knight’s Judgment’s position would plummet into oblivion. 

If it were possible to take back Wildhammer Town’s Town Order, he, too, wished to do 
so.

If worse came to worst, the Palace had a collection of war 
weapons, Tier 3 Summoning Scrolls, and Tier 3 large-scale destruction Magic Scrolls 
stored in the town. 

Yet, despite having such defenses, East Valley Town had fallen without any of them 
receiving word of an attack… 

Why wouldn’t they worry when such a heavily fortified town had been captured so 
easily?

The system announcement drove God’s Domain’s players into an uproar. They all 
wanted to learn more about this Auction Arena System, and the various major powers 
promptly launched investigations into the matter. 

To these players, a new game function meant a new opportunity. 

The power behind this new function was even more important. It was no exaggeration to 
say that this event could overturn the current status quo in God’s Domain. Naturally, the 
various major powers would place great importance on this Auction Arena System. 

It’s activating already? Shi Feng could not help but frown when he saw the system 
announcement. 

He knew that the Auction Arena System’s activation wouldn’t be far off after White River 
City had been promoted, but he hadn’t expected it this soon. 

Although the Auction Arena System wouldn’t bring about as much of a change as a 
system update, its influence was staggering. The system was related to management 



rights in NPC cities, which would finally give players a substantial level of control in NPC 
cities and allow them to manipulate the city’s economy. 

With control of an NPC city’s economy, rival powers would have a far more difficult time 
spreading their influence throughout the city. Moreover, one could secure an 
extraordinary amount of income from the Auction House after securing control of it The 
higher a city’s player population was, the more profits one could earn from the Auction 
House they controlled. 

Hence, the Auction Arena’s activation would shake God’s Domain to its very core, 
signaling a new era. This would also intensify the competition between the various 
major powers in the game. 

This competition between the game’s powers would reach new heights. Not only would 
the dark forces participate in the struggle, but the various adventurer teams would join 
as well. A power did not need to be a Guild to take control of a city’s Auction House, 
and the Auction House’s manager didn’t need to protect anything. Even a solo player 
could manage the Auction House and earn a massive amount of profits. With such a 
tempting treasure trove before them, who wouldn’t jump at the opportunity? 

Before today, the various major powers had controlled themselves when competing to 
protect their foundations from harm, but the Auction Arena would push them to 
desperation. Some large Guilds, which had been afraid of provoking superpowers, 
would jump into the competition with these giants without hesitation. 

The true struggle for dominance in God’s Domain was about to begin! 

After Shi Feng settled the management rights transfer for the Hundred Flowers Palace’s 
Shops, he teleported back to White River City using a Return Scroll. He did not bother 
to waste any more time in Silver Pine City. 

Star-Moon Kingdom, White River City: 

As Shi Feng stepped out of the magic array, he noticed even more players in White 
River City than before. Despite the Teleportation Hall’s several new floors, the building 
was still crowded. The number of merchant and Lifestyle players, in particular, had 
significantly increased. 

However, Guild players still made up the majority of White River City’s visitors. 

Sure enough, they’ve come to investigate, Shi Feng thought to himself as he watched 
the cloaked players move about the hall. With the help of Omniscient Eyes, he clearly 
saw the Guild Emblems these players hid under their Black Cloaks. Many of these 
players were from Guilds outside of Star-Moon Kingdom. There were even some 
players from superpowers and Dark Guilds in the Teleportation Hall. 



So far, only 100 NPC cities had been promoted and activated the Auction Arena 
System. On average, not even every kingdom and empire had an NPC city with an 
active Auction Arena. 

Fortunately, White River City was one of the 100 NPC cities, which had attracted many 
major powers, all of them wanting to learn more about the Auction Arena. 

Shi Feng walked to one of the Advanced Restaurants in the Teleportation Hall. 
Melancholic Smile and 30-plus merchant players already waited for him in one of the 
restaurant’s VIP rooms. 

“Guild Leader, I’ve brought all of the 2-star Merchant members you requested,” 
Melancholic Smile quietly reported as Shi Feng entered the room. 

“Good. From now on, I want them to memorize the materials on this list. I also want you 
to use this Thunder Axe Crystal to teleport them to Thunder Axe City. Have everyone 
purchase the materials from the NPC merchants there. Buy as much as you can,” Shi 
Feng said as he passed a list of materials and the Thunder Axe Crystal to Melancholic 
Smile. 

The Auction Arena’s competition tested more than players’ combat standards. It also 
tested players’ resources. Players were allowed to use their resources to increase their 
strength in the competition. Unlocking equipment was a basic example of this. 

In the Auction Arena, players had limited choices when it came to their equipment. 
Equipment past Fine-Gold rank would be temporarily frozen at Fine-Gold rank. To 
remove the seal and improve one’s equipment rank, players had to pay resources. This 
was why one’s victory hinged on the resources they possessed. 

A power would only be able to secure control over more NPC cities with enough 
resources and experts. 

However, the Auction Arena didn’t accept just any resources; it only accepted Epic 
materials, which was why the various major powers had such an advantage in the 
Auction Arena. 

Normally, one only had a chance of acquiring Epic materials when raiding 50-man Hard 
Mode Dungeons or greater, but they were guaranteed to drop in 100- and 200-man 
Team Dungeons. 

Ordinary large Guilds could easily raid 50-man Team Dungeons, but 100-man Hard 
Mode Team Dungeons was more of a challenge. Only their main force would likely 
succeed. In comparison, the various major powers had multiple teams that could raid 
100-man Hard Mode Team Dungeons. Superpowers easily surpassed ordinary large 
Guilds when collecting resources. 



There was no doubt that Zero Wing’s combat power in the fields was extraordinary, but 
when it came to raiding 100-man Team Dungeons, it was no match for superpowers. 

However, Zero Wing wasn’t exactly doomed. After all, there was more than one way to 
acquire Epic materials. 

Trading with special NPC merchants was another method, although doing so required a 
lot of time. Moreover, players had to become 2-star Merchants to trade with these 
NPCs. Fortunately, these special NPC merchants were common in a super- large-scale 
neutral city like Thunder Axe City. It was one of the best places to collect Epic materials 
through trade. 

Initially, Shi Feng had planned to accumulate Epic materials from Thunder Axe City’s 
NPCs slowly through his 2-star Smithy. Collecting Epic materials through the Smithy 
would be far easier than sending merchant players to trade with NPC merchants, but 
now that the Auction Arena System had activated sooner than he had expected, he had 
no choice but to use every available method to acquire the necessary resources.

He hadn’t bothered to use the Ancient God’s Secret Key because he hadn’t spent time 
raising his combat power past his current limit. If he used the key recklessly, he’d only 
waste a golden opportunity. Not even God’s Domain’s various superpowers would get 
many of these chances. However, he had increased his strength as much as possible, 
and there wasn’t a lot of time left before the Secret Key expired. 

Shi Feng tapped on the key made of Red Luminaries Stone, and a silver magic array 
manifested under his feet. Mana surged toward the magic array, and space seemed to 
freeze due to the influx. After a short moment, Shi Feng transformed into a streak of 
black light and vanished from the room.

After Shi Feng activated the Ancient God’s Secret Key, he found himself moving 
through a tunnel of time and space. Various images, visions of God’s Domain’s history, 



zipped past him. Some images showed the rise of a kingdom, others depicted a war 
between empires, and some showed heroes as they triumphed. 

After quite some time, a massive black hole appeared before Shi Feng. Countless arcs 
of pitch-black electricity snaked in and out of this black hole. Even though Shi Feng was 
still far from the black hole, he could sense how powerful the arcs of electricity were. He 
suspected that these black electric arcs would even turn a Tier 5 being to ash in an 
instant. 

As Shi Feng fell into the black hole and encounter the black electricity, the magic barrier 
around his body protected him from harm. In the end, he entered the black hole in one 
piece. 

By the time Shi Feng recovered from his daze, he stood inside an ancient, dilapidated 
palace. 

System: You have discovered the Ancient God’s Maze. 

System: While inside the Ancient God’s Maze, communication with the outside world is 
prohibited. Time flows within the Maze as it does in the real world. You will automatically 
be transported out of the Ancient God’s Maze in the event of your death. 

So, this is the trial ground? 

The system notification didn’t particularly surprise Shi Feng; after all, he currently stood 
in a place the Ancient Gods had left behind. Severed communication and the altered 
flow of time were normal. He was far more interested in the Maze’s environment. 

Aside from the tightly shut stone doors, there were no paths leading further into. 
However, this palace’s Mana density was incredibly high. Even Zero Wing City’s paled 
in comparison. 

The environment was a godsend to Shi Feng. 

Not only could players exhibit greater strength while in a high-Mana environment, but 
they would also recover their Stamina and Concentration much faster. Players could 
continue to fight without worrying about running out of the resources. 

Following which, Shi Feng approached the tightly shut doors. 

Many divine runes had been carved into the doors, which were made entirely of Black 
Luminaries Stone. The closer Shi Feng got to the doors, the more pressure he felt from 
them. He felt that the doors’ aura was no weaker than that of a Tier 5 NPC. 



System: You have discovered the Ancient God’s Gate. You may choose one of four 
difficulties – Normal, Hard, Hell, and Asura. No changes will be allowed once you have 
made your selection. Please choose carefully. 

There are four difficulties? Shi Feng was stunned when he heard the system 
notification. 

He remembered that after using the Ancient God’s Secret Key, one should only have 
three difficulties to choose from: Normal, Hard, and Hell. The Secret Key’s trial had the 
same difficulty modes as Dungeons in the outside world. As a result, many players who 
had challenged the Ancient God’s Secret Key’s trial had taken the difficulty selection too 
lightly, wasting their golden opportunity. 

Ordinary experts had no trouble raiding Normal Mode Dungeons; in fact, they usually 
raided Hard Mode. However, peak experts accepted nothing less than Hell Mode 
Dungeons. Most peak experts considered weaker Modes an insult to their strength. 

In the end, however, ordinary experts proved incapable of even clearing the Normal 
Mode trial. Peak experts had even been rendered powerless when challenging the Hard 
Mode trial… 

This was why many players who had obtained an Ancient God’s Secret Key had wasted 
their opportunities in the past. 

One would have a high chance of earning an Epic item if they could complete the 
Normal Mode Trial. Completing the Hard Mode trial could award players several Epic 
items, with a small chance of obtaining a Fragmented Legendary item. Finally, 
completing Hell Mode gave players a high chance of acquiring a Fragmented 
Legendary item. 

However, Shi Feng had never heard of an Asura Mode. Why wouldn’t it surprise him? 

This turn of events left Shi Feng unsure of which difficulty he should choose. 

The Ancient God’s Secret Key’s trial scaled to the challenger’s level. As such, it was far 
more important for the player to improve their combat and equipment standards, rather 
than increase their level. 

Shi Feng had intended to challenge Hell Mode and pray for a Fragmented Legendary 
item, and he had been relatively confident in succeeding. The discovery of an Asura 
Mode, however, put him in a bind. 

The difficulty of the Secret Key’s trial increased substantially with each difficulty mode. 
Of course, if one succeeded, they’d be handsomely rewarded. He was almost certain of 
completing Hell Mode, but he’d likely have a hard time if he chose Asura Mode. 



Nothing ventured, nothing gained! Let’s go with Asura Mode! After giving the matter 
some thought, Shi Feng chose Asura Mode. 

Although he knew he’d have a high chance of earning a Fragmented Legendary item if 
he cleared Hell Mode, it wasn’t a guaranteed drop. Based on the trial’s setting, however, 
he should be guaranteed a Fragmented Legendary item if he cleared Asura Mode. 
Rather than gamble on Hell Mode, he might as well take the risk and challenge Asura 
Mode. 

Two Epic items would be of little help to him or Zero Wing. Only Fragmented Legendary 
items could bring about significant changes. 

As players reached higher levels and improved their combat standards, Epic items 
would become more common in God’s Domain. Zero Wing could still rely on its 
numerous Epic items to contend with superpowers’ peak experts, but as time passed, 
the low quantity and quality of Zero Wing’s peak experts would begin to show. 

As luck would have it, nurturing a peak expert took a lot of time, even with players that 
had ample resources and heaven- defying talent. 

The only way Zero Wing could keep up with God’s Domain’s rapidly developing world 
was to rely on Fragmented Legendary items. 

Moreover, Epic items’ help would be limited after reaching Tier 2. Tier 3 had been a 
massive turning point in God’s Domain in the past Countless powers had risen to 
prominence or fallen into the pits of hell when the Tier 3 era had begun. 

Fragmented Legendary items and above would be players’ last hope for a significant 
power boost after reaching Tier 3. These items could even help experts with lacking 
combat standards reach Tier 3 and Tier 4. This was why Guilds with Fragmented 
Legendary items had had more Tier 3 and 4 experts than Guilds that did not 

Every additional Fragmented Legendary item Zero Wing gained would ensure one more 
Tier 3 or 4 experts to support it in the future. 

Since the Asura Mode could guarantee a Fragmented Legendary item, he had no 
choice but to choose the difficulty. 

Once Shi Feng made his decision, the Ancient God’s Gate released a golden light. The 
doors slowly parted to reveal a dark corridor. 

Sure enough, this trial won’t be that simple. Shi Feng’s expression tensed slightly as he 
stared down the dark corridor, his instincts screaming that danger awaited him. 

He could already see multiple skeletons strewn along the corridor’s sides from its 
entrance. The skeletons all wore excellent equipment, every piece radiating with the 



glow unique to Epic Equipment. The skeletons’ armor was clearly damaged beyond 
repair. It was easy to imagine how difficult the Asura Mode trial was. 

Those unfamiliar with God’s Domain would most likely treat these skeletal corpses as 
mere decorations. 

But Shi Feng, who had experienced more than a decade in God’s Domain, knew that 
wasn’t the case. Rather, they were a warning. 

Epic items were extraordinary, and they weren’t easy to damage. This held true for both 
players’ items and NPCs’. 

Taking a deep breath, Shi Feng summoned the Fire Spirit and instructed it to lead the 
way.

The reduction in physique and speed was only secondary. The crucial point was the 
inability to receive buffs. This meant that even Berserk Skills were useless. Having 
Berserk Skills sealed was potentially fatal to expert players_especially when surviving 
out in the fields. Berserk Skills could be used during crucial moments to save one’s life 
or deal with a problem that could not be dealt with normally. Berserk Skills could even 
be used to achieve reversals. Without the ability to use Berserk Skills, all these 
possibilities would be gone. If one came across unexpected danger, they would 
undoubtedly die. 



Not daring to be careless, Shi Feng immediately used the Bible of Darkness to summon 
a Level 85, Tier 3 Demon. 

Although the Demon was also suppressed by Dragon’s Might and its overall combat 
power was inferior to the Fire Spirit’s, having the Demon was still better than not having 
it. During crucial moments, he could use it as a meatshield. 

Following which, Shi Feng had the Tier 3 Tomahawk Demon lead the way, with the Fire 
Spirit following closely behind it. As for himself, he maintained a 50-yard distance from 
the Fire Spirit.

Among these Elemental Giants, one held a staff. Mana belonging to the four major 
elements gathered passively around this Giant All of the ambient Mana responded to 
every single action this Giant made as if this Giant was the Elemental Overlord of this 
entire hall. 

[Elemental Prayer (Realm Lord)] (Elemental Creature, Grand Lord) Level 73 

HP 65,000,000/65,000,000 

As these Elemental Creatures appeared, a translucent pillar made out of Magic Crystal 
rose from the center of the hall. 



Sealed inside this translucent pillar was a dazzling, crystalline bottle that radiated a 
shudder-inducing aura. 

A Bloodline?! A trace of surprise flashed across Shi Feng’s eyes when he saw the 
crystal bottle inside the Magic Crystal pillar. 

Although he had been confident that the Asura Mode trial’s reward would be something 
excellent, he never imagined that it would be this excellent. 

At his standard, Epic items no longer posed a temptation. Only top-tier Epic items could 
move him now. 

However, a Bloodline was far more valuable than any Epic item. The value of even the 
most ordinary Bloodline rivaled that of a Fragmented Legendary item. A Bloodline might 
provide expert players more help than a Fragmented Legendary item. 

Despite that, the first item he came across in the Asura Mode Ancient God’s Maze was 
already a Bloodline. How could he not be surprised by this situation? 

However, Shi Feng calmed himself very quickly. 

The Bloodline was indeed valuable, but it would mean something only if he actually 
obtained it. The monsters standing before him were extraordinary. Moreover, since 
summoned creatures could not be used inside this hall, he would have to rely entirely 
on himself to deal with these monsters. 

However, with just a rough glance, he already spotted more than 200 Great Lord ranked 
Elemental Guards. The Elemental Prayer standing at the center of the hall was even a 
Realm Lord, an existence whose combat power far surpassed that of monsters of the 
same rank and level. Against such a force, even a Level 70, 100-man expert team 
would not be a match. 

In a situation where Berserk Skills and summoned creatures could not be used, even 
Shi Feng would have no choice but to turn tail and run when coming across the 
Elemental Prayer. It wasn’t because his combat power was inadequate. After all, his 
current weapons and equipment were already beyond extraordinary. He could easily 
contend against a Grand Lord of the same level.

However, it would be such a pity to simply abandon the Bloodline and search the other 
locations. After all, not every location would contain treasures rivaling Fragmented 
Legendary items. Other locations in this Asura Mode trial might contain only Epic items.

Guards over, one after another. He planned to clear out the Elemental Guards first 
before dealing with the Elemental Prayer. If he tried fighting the Elemental Prayer and 
the Elemental Guards together, he would definitely die a very swift death. 

Faced with the four-meter-tall Elemental Guards, an ordinary Tier 2 expert would’ve 
long since run away. However, the Elemental Guards posed no trouble for Shi Feng, as 
his Strength already rivaled that of Great Lords of the same level. 

The Elemental Guard that discovered Shi Feng charged at him without hesitation, the 
greatsword in its hands transforming into numerous phantoms as the blade slashed 
down on Shi Feng’s head.

Even after he started using Skills, he still 
took close to eight minutes to finish off the Elemental Guard.

Since an Epic Armor Kit 
could transform Dark-Gold Equipment into Epic Equipment, one could easily imagine 
how valuable an Epic Armor Kit was—especially when players used it on Dark-Gold 
Equipment that they had high compatibility with. 

Of course, the level of Epic Equipment upgraded using the Epic Armor Kit was fixed. If 
the base equipment was Level 50, then it would only have the Attributes of Level 50 
Epic Equipment. The upgraded equipment’s level would not scale with players to a 
maximum limit. 

Even so, an Epic Armor Kit was still something countless players fervently sought to 
obtain. 



Meanwhile, as long as Shi Feng collected 100 Epic Armor Kit Fragments, he could 
synthesize one Epic Armor Kit. 

Normally, Epic Armor Kit Fragments only dropped in Level 60-plus, 100-man Hell Mode 
Team Dungeons or 200-man Hard Mode Team Dungeons. Mythic Field Bosses also 
had a chance of dropping the fragments, but the drop-rate was much lower than in 
Team Dungeons. 

Shi Feng never thought that the Elemental Guards would actually drop the fragments as 
well. 

His view of the Elemental Guards immediately changed. Now, they were no longer 
detestable monsters but walking Epic Armor Kits instead. 

Moreover, the Elemental Guard had dropped Elemental Cores, in addition to the Epic 
Armor Kit Fragment. An alchemist could use ten cores to synthesize an Elemental 
Crystal. 

As an energy source, the Elemental Crystal was superior to the Magic Crystal. When 
used instead of Magic Crystals in the production of Magic Scrolls, the resulting Magic 
Scrolls were more powerful. 

At the same time, an Elemental Crystal could also be used as the core of a magic array. 
Magic arrays powered by Elemental Crystals were at least 30% more effective. As an 
example, a defensive magic array that originally could block only ordinary Tier 3 attacks 
would be capable of blocking peak Tier 3 attacks if powered by Elemental Crystals. 
Overall, the Elemental Crystal was a strategic resource with a very wide range of uses. 

On the market, one Elemental Crystal was worth more than 100 Magic Crystals. 

Now, after killing just one Elemental Guard, Shi Feng had already obtained three 
Elemental Cores. 

Following which, he proceeded to kill Elemental Guards with great enthusiasm. Despite 
having to fight arduously for roughly eight minutes just to kill each Elemental Guard, 
when he thought about the Great Lord’s loot, the suffering he had to endure was of no 
consequence whatsoever.

Players’ Stamina largely restricted their activity 
in the fields. Hence, items that could increase one’s Stamina or Stamina regeneration 
were immensely valuable in God’s Domain. 

Players could bind Stamina Gemstones to their equipment to improve their recovery 
rate. Each gemstone increased Stamina recovery rate by 7%, and the more of these 
gemstones one equipped, the faster they’d regain their Stamina. 

Stamina Gemstones were one of the few items in God’s Domain that would never lose 
their value. No matter what level players reached, they still needed Stamina to move, 
and recovery took a long time. 

However, players couldn’t obtain Stamina Gemstones from killing monsters; only 4-star 
Wandering Merchants sold the items. Moreover, each Wandering Merchant demanded 
a different price for the gemstones. The Wandering Merchants in the Sea of Illusion, a 
secret land in God’s Domain, required Elemental Cores for their Stamina Gemstones. 

Several players had discovered the secret land early and made a fortune from it in the 
past. They had ventured across God’s Domain, purchasing Elemental Cores, and 
traded them for Stamina Gemstones in the Sea of Illusion. When the public eventually 
learned of this secret, the Elemental Cores’ prices had skyrocketed. 

Now that Shi Feng could collect a large number of Elemental Cores from these 
Elemental Guards, he could use this opportunity to make a fortune by selling Stamina 
Gemstones. After all, no one had visited the Sea of Illusion, a Level 100 map, yet.

As Shi Feng repeated executed Sword’s Transmigration, he became more familiar with 
the technique. As a result, he could divert and use more of his enemy’s attacks. 

Initially, he had only been able to take advantage of three enemy attacks at once, but 
after some practice, he could use four, then five attacks to his advantage. Moreover, the 
technique’s power increased substantially. 

The closer he got to the central pillar, the closer the Elemental Guards clustered. If he 
weren’t careful, he would lure two Guards at a time, significantly increasing the time he 
needed to kill each. At first, he had spent nearly 30 minutes trying to kill the Elemental 
Guards that approached him in pairs, with more than 20 of those minutes focused on 
the first Elemental Guard. However, as he mastered Sword’s Transmigration, he 
eventually lowered that time to 20 minutes per pair. 

Finally, after nearly two days of fighting, Shi Feng had eliminated all of the Elemental 
Guards in the hall. 

During that time, Shi Feng had slain over 200 Elemental Guards, obtaining 727 
Elemental Cores and 213 Epic Armor Kit Fragments. He now had enough to synthesize 
two complete Epic Armor Kits. 

Even Shi Feng was stupefied by his harvest He had to admit that the Asura Mode trial 
was wondrous. He hadn’t even ventured past the Maze’s first hall, and he had yet to 
face the Guardian Boss, yet he had acquired enough of a bounty to make superpowers 
envious. 

After organizing his loot, Shi Feng shifted his gaze toward the five-meter-tall, four-armed 
Elemental Prayer a short distance away. The Guardian Boss wore white robes and held 
a staff and a golden longsword. 

Shi Feng hadn’t been particularly confident of defeating the Elemental Prayer earlier, 
but after improving his skill with Sword’s Transmigration, he was more than eager to 
fight the Guardian Boss. 

As long as he won, he would obtain a Bloodline. 

Stealthily, Shi Feng approached the Elemental Prayer from behind. Unsheathing his 
swords and activating Wind Blade, he transformed into a blur as he thrust his blades 
toward the Realm Lord’s back. 

 

Chapter 2058 – Fighting the Realm Lord 

Although Shi Feng’s Movement Speed was very high, the Elemental Prayer was a 
Realm Lord. Not only would it have increased combat power within its territory, but it 



could also suppress enemies. These two effects made the Realm Lord far more 
powerful than ordinary monsters of the same rank and level. 

The instant Shi Feng moved within 50 yards of the Elemental Prayer, he felt his body 
grow heavier. His speed significantly decreased, as well. 

The gravity around it is so powerful? Shi Feng could not help but frown. 

Realm Lords had different methods of controlling their territory. Some manipulated 
physical objects to attack players, while others suppressed players’ Basic Attributes. 
The most troublesome Realm Lords were those that could control their environment. 

Realm Lords with environmental control could transform the area around them into a 
sea of fire or an icy hell. There were also some Realm Lords like the Elemental Prayer 
that could increase the gravitational force around them. 

For players, increased gravitational force was far more frightening than Movement 
Speed reduction. More gravitational pull would slow every movement they made. 

The Elemental Prayer discovered Shi Feng the moment he entered its domain, and it 
began to chant a Spell and wave its staff. 

Suddenly, over 20 wind blades flew at Shi Feng. At the same time, rocky spikes began 
to emerge from the ground under his feet The Guardian Boss had needed no time at all 
to complete its double-cast. 

Shi Feng had no choice but to jump up to dodge the rock spikes. Unfortunately, while he 
was airborne, he wasn’t able to dodge the wind blades that had arrived a moment later. 

Without being able to dodge the wind blades, Shi Feng’s only option was to receive the 
magical attack with his sword. Sword’s Orbit! 

Boom! Boom! Boom! 

The instant Shi Feng’s swords collided with the wind blades, he felt as if he had batted 
away a cannonball. His arm felt slightly numb from the impact of a single collision. 
Moreover, the numbness lingered for longer periods with each subsequent deflection. 
With the increased gravitational force slowing his reactions, Shi Feng began to struggle 
to keep up with the wind blades’ attacks after a few clashes. 

Seeing so many wind blades left, Shi Feng activated Defensive Blade to block the 
remainder of the Elemental Prayer’s first round of attacks. 

So strong! When Shi Feng landed and noticed the Elemental Prayer double-casting 
again, he could only stare at the Realm Lord for a moment in astonishment. 



Against so many powerful attacks and the increased gravitational force, even a Level 70 
expert would likely die in an instant 

However, before Shi Feng’s arms could regain feeling, the Elemental Prayer finished 
chanting its Spells. Like its first round, the Guardian Boss attacked with rock spikes and 
wind blades. 

“Break!” 

This time, Shi Feng didn’t try to dodge the rising rock spikes, using Purgatory 
Pentaslash to shatter them, instead. He then spun around and dashed toward a nearby 
stone pillar. With his current Basic Attributes and the battlefield’s gravitational force, 
dodging all 20-plus wind blades would be impossible. His death would be guaranteed if 
he tried to take those attacks head-on. Hence, he had to rely on the stone pillars around 
him to block the wind blades. 

Using the stone pillars to reduce his blind spots, Shi Feng found it easier to dodge and 
block the incoming wind blades. In the end, he survived the Elemental Prayer’s second 
offensive unscathed. 

Sure enough, these stone pillars are here for a reason. Shi Feng breathed a sigh of 
relief when, after taking a few hits from the wind blades, he saw that the stone pillar 
remained intact. 

If the wind blades, which had peak Tier 3 power, had shattered the stone pillars, this 
battle was as good as over for him. 

Although he could rely on the stone pillars to block the Realm Lord’s attacks, 
approaching the Elemental Prayer was still extraordinarily difficult. After multiple 
attempts, Shi Feng discovered that the Realm Lord used a greater variety of Spells the 
closer he got to it. 

Sometimes, the Elemental Prayer fired a beam of roaring flames. Other times, it called 
down a column of water from above. Of course, the Guardian Boss still used the 
occasional rock spikes and wind blades. The Boss’s coordination with the four types of 
attacks made approaching the Elemental Prayer practically impossible. 

As expected of a Realm Lord. This Boss could likely even annihilate a 100-man team of 
the same level. Trying to fight it alone is asking too much. Shi Feng could not help his 
bitter smile as he watched the Elemental Prayer cast one Spell after another. 

Magical-class monsters were most afraid enemies getting close. After all, they were 
vulnerable in close-range combat, but Shi Feng couldn’t even get within 40 yards of the 
Realm Lord, much less melee range. He felt as if he were surrounded by a party of Tier 
3 magical class players as Tier 3 Spells continued to bombard him. He could only rely 



on the surrounding stone pillars to evade the Spells. If any other peak expert were in his 
shoes, they’d have likely died a long time ago. 

Shi Feng had to admit that the Asura Mode Guardian Boss was astounding. Trying to 
acquire an item that rivaled a Fragmented Legendary item wasn’t going to be easy. 

Shi Feng retrieved the Ring of Gospel from his bag and spent 7,000 Magic Crystals to 
activate Miniature World and Ring of Brilliance. 

Miniature World instantly reduced the gravitational force that affected Shi Feng. At the 
same time, the Elemental Prayer’s Basic Attributes decreased fell by a significant 
chunk. Although Miniature World’s suppression didn’t hinder the Realm Lor drastically, it 
still reduced its Basic Attributes by 20%, which considerably reduced the power of its 
Spells. 

Meanwhile, Ring of Brilliance improved Shi Feng’s physique and Basic Attributes by 
20%. 

Now, Shi Feng could intercept the Elemental Prayer’s wind blades with his swords 
without relying on the stone pillars. 

Moreover, Shi Feng could exhibit his full strength now that the Elemental Prayer’s 
Gravity Domain had been weakened. He could dodge the Boss’s attacks with ease and 
soon reached the Realm Lord. 

Killing Ray tore through the air, sending a streak of blue light slicing at the Elemental 
Prayer. 

Although the Guardian Boss wielded a golden longsword, its melee prowess paled in 
comparison to its magical power. Shi Feng easily maneuvered his attack past the 
Elemental Prayer’s defenses and landed a direct, critical hit, dealing over -40,000 
damage. 

“Despicable intruder! Suffer God’s fury!” 

The Elemental Prayer bellowed after taking the hit The golden longsword in its hand 
disintegrated, and eight smaller versions appeared around the Realm Lord, each 
wrapped in golden flames. Under the Elemental Prayer’s control, golden longswords 
flew toward Shi Feng. 

Shi Feng hurriedly moved and executed Sword’s Transmigration to block the attacks. 

The power within these golden longswords was immense. They clearly harbored more 
Strength than Shi Feng currently possessed. Instead of receiving the attacks head-on, 
Shi Feng expertly used his movement techniques to evade some of the flaming 



weapons, while deflecting the rest. By doing so, he managed to fend off the Guardian 
Boss’s attacks without taking damage. 

After knocking away the golden swords, Shi Feng used the opportunity to bombard the 
Elemental Prayer with one Skill after another. 

Thundering Flash! 

Thunder Flame Explosion! 

Flame Burst! 

Shadow Blade! 

Damages in exceeding -100,000 began to appear above the Elemental Prayer’s head, 
with some in the hundreds of thousands. The Guardian Boss’s HP began to fall at a 
visible rate. 

Once that round of attacks had ended, the Elemental Prayer continued to manipulate 
the golden swords, pressing its attack. However, Shi Feng managed to block every 
incoming strike. Although the Elemental Prayer occasionally cast Spells, Shi Feng could 
heal himself with the Seven Luminaries Ring’s Life Domain. 

Overall, although Shi Feng had the advantage, the Elemental Prayer had too much HP. 
Although its maximum HP had been reduced to 52,000,000, its battle recovery restored 
520,000 HP every five seconds. This slowed Shi Feng’s progress in the fight 

Even after more than five minutes, the Elemental Prayer still had 95% of its HP 
remaining… 

Unfortunately, Miniature World only had a 10-minute duration, and without it, Shi Feng 
wouldn’t be a match for the Realm Lord. Furthermore, Shi Feng had to spend 5,000 
Magic Crystals each time he activated the Skill, and he had only brought a little over 
20,000 with him. 

Should I give up? 

Shi Feng had fought for nearly ten minutes, yet the Elemental Prayer still had 92% of its 
HP. If he couldn’t increase his DPS, the Guardian Boss would eventually wear him 
down and kill him. 

However, when Shi Feng saw the eight golden longswords flying toward him once 
more, his eyes lit up with inspiration as he considered a way to increase his damage. 
He simply needed to use the Elemental Prayer’s strength against it. 



This time, Shi Feng didn’t dodge the eight golden longswords. Instead, he met all of 
them in battle. 

Sword’s Transmigration! 

 

Chapter 2059 – Bronze Combat Technique’s True Ability 

The Elemental Prayer’s attacks were quite cunning. Since the start of the battle, it had 
used the eight golden longswords to attack Shi Feng from all directions. Moreover, the 
flaming weapons were far more nimble than the wind blades and could even alter their 
attack trajectories during their attacks. Even a Shield Warrior or Guardian Knight skilled 
with the shield would take a direct hit if they weren’t careful. 

As soon as Shi Feng began to execute Sword’s Transmigration, he deflected five 
longswords, sending them in different directions. Two of them slammed into two 
longswords Shi Feng hadn’t deflected, nullifying the attacks. 

Due to Shi Feng’s limited Strength, he couldn’t fully utilize the remaining three deflected 
longswords. He wasn’t able to send them toward the Elemental Prayer. Moreover, he 
wasn’t able to deflect or nullify the last longsword, and it cut through Shi Feng’s right 
shoulder. 

-83,167! 

Sure enough, I’m really pushing my limits. Shi Feng breathed a sigh of relief when he 
saw his HP. 

Just one of these golden longswords could deal enough damage to kill a Level 60 
magical class player; even a Level 60 MT would likely be in danger. Fortunately, Shi 
Feng’s Defense far surpassed that of a Level 60 MT. 

Amassing 80,000 HP alone was difficult for current players, but Shi Feng had already 
reached Level 70, had a Bloodline, and possessed multiple Fragmented Legendary 
items. Including the Ring of Brilliance’s effects, he had as much as 260,000 HP. He was 
even sturdier than a Level 70, Tier 2 MT. 

This was what made monsters fearsome. Despite the fact that their combat standards 
were no match for players’, their extraordinarily high HPs rendered players helpless. 
Unless players’ combat power far surpassed the monsters they fought, they’d have no 
choice but to flee. 

HP was one of the weaknesses solo players faced. Even if a solo player were stronger 
than a Boss, they’d never defeat the monster unless they had the help of certain tools. 



However, after blocking the latest attacks, Shi Feng finally saw a ray of hope. 

There was no doubt that his Strength was no match for the golden longswords, so his 
ability to deflect and direct the weapons was limited. However, sending the flaming 
weapons toward the Elemental Prayer wasn’t impossible. Only, his grasp of positioning 
and timing had to be perfect. This was also the first time he had to deflect five attacks 
with so much Strength, so he severely lacked the proper experience. 

After taking a brief moment to consider his next move, Shi Feng began to attack the 
Realm Lord again. 

Like before, the eight golden longswords flew toward him from multiple directions. This 
time, however, Shi Feng immediately activated Void Shield, the translucent barrier 
enveloping his body. 

Sword’s Transmigration! 

Boom! Boom! 

Two golden longswords struck the Void Shield, and the five blades Shi Feng deflected 
landed near the Elemental Prayer’s feet, missing the Boss by a few inches. 

Did I attack too soon? Seeing the flaming longswords land at the Elemental Prayer’s 
feet, Shi Feng knew he had been too hasty, resulting in an undesirable outcome. He 
needed to make some minor adjustments. 

Despite seeing the Elemental Prayer launch another round of attacks, Shi Feng 
deliberately maintained his speed. 

Boom! 

Three golden longswords flew into the Void Shield simultaneously. Fortunately, Shi 
Feng had sent one of the five longswords he had deflected into the Elemental Prayer’s 
foot. 

A damage of over -300,000 appeared above the Realm Lord’s head, far exceeding what 
Shi Feng’s normal Skills were capable of. 

This excited Shi Feng. 

The outcome was almost as he had imagined. The system calculated the damage 
monsters dealt to each other differently than the damage they dealt to players. Although 
the flaming weapon had lost a fraction of its power after Shi Feng had deflected it, it still 
dealt far more damage than what he could manage. 



Now, Shi Feng, more or less, understood why the various superpowers in the past had 
kept such a tight lid on their Bronze Combat Techniques. 

Mastering a Bronze Combat Technique like Sword’s Transmigration was far more 
powerful than obtaining a Curse or Taboo Skill. Even without external tools, players 
would have the potential to solo high-ranked Bosses with such a technique. 

The successful experience gave Shi Feng a far better grasp of his timing. 

Following which, Shi Feng returned another dozen attacks to the Elemental Prayer. 
Moreover, his deflections became more accurate with each successful attempt. Initially, 
he had only been able to hit the Guardian Boss with one of the golden longswords, but 
eventually, he returned two flaming weapons, doubling his DPS and devouring the 
Realm Lord’s HP. 

95%… 85%… 80%… 

Although he wasn’t able to return the other three golden longswords he deflected, as he 
became more familiar with the process, he was able to nullify the remaining attacks. He 
no longer allowed any of the golden longswords to hit him. 

Time quickly passed. When the Elemental Prayer’s HP fell to 30%, the Realm Lord went 
berserk and called down lighting to strike around it. This forced Shi Feng to activate 
Absolute Domain to survive. 

“Foolish mortal! Burn to ash!” 

The Elemental Prayer’s eyes lit with a scorching glow as it glared down at Shi Feng. 
Suddenly, the surrounding Mana began to surge toward the Guardian Boss, and the 
Mana storm that ensued prevented Shi Feng from approaching. The Elemental Prayer 
then raised its staff, manifesting a threefold magic array above its head that covered a 
100-yard radius. 

Raging Thunder! 

Suddenly, arcs of golden electricity shot up from the ground. 

A large-scale destruction Spell? Surprised, Shi Feng activated the Seven Luminaries 
Ring’s Fantasy Domain, which made him immune to all magic damage. 

Magical-class Bosses generally possessed a few large-scale destruction Spells, but 
they didn’t normally cast the Spells when players were within melee range since such 
Spells didn’t differentiate between friend and foe. It was very easy to get caught within 
one’s own Spell if cast at close range. This was also why Shi Feng hadn’t bothered to 
use any of his own large-scale destruction Spells. 



Yet, the Elemental Prayer before him cast its Spell without hesitation. The Guardian 
Boss intended to perish along with its enemy… 

After Shi Feng activated Fantasy Domain, a sea of electricity enveloped everything 
within a 100-yard radius, with the Elemental Prayer in its center. Even the Guardian 
Boss suffered damage, his HP continuing to decrease. The golden arcs only began to 
dissipate after six seconds, having destroyed a significant portion of the hall. After its 
large-scale destruction Spell, the Realm Lord had only lost 5% of its HP. 

What a powerful Spell. Was that a Tier 3 Curse? Shi Feng stared at the rising smoke on 
the Elemental Prayer’s body in astonishment. 

If not for his Magic Immunity Skill, that attack would’ve killed Shi Feng. He barely had 
any Lightning Resistance, and his Magic Resistance alone wouldn’t have been enough. 
Clearly, the Elemental Prayer didn’t have that problem. As an Elemental Creature, its 
Magic Resistance was immensely high. Even after taking damage from its own Tier 3 
Curse, it had only lost 5% of its HP, roughly 3,000,000 in total. If it were any other Boss, 
it would’ve lost at least 6,000,000 HP. 

However, it was clear that the Elemental Prayer was slightly weaker after casting the 
Tier 3 Curse. Taking advantage of this opportunity, Shi Feng fervently hacked and 
slashed at the Realm Lord. Fortunately, the eight golden longswords no longer had 
more Strength than Shi Feng, and as a result, he easily deflected the flaming weapons 
back at the Guardian Boss, taking more HP from it than before. 

When the Elemental Prayer’s HP fell to 1%, Shi Feng activated Divine Providence and 
finished it off with Instant Strike. With a short cry, the Elemental Prayer collapsed, 
transforming into countless particles of light. 

 

Chapter 2060 – Elemental Prayer’s Loot 

The Mana density within the Hall rose sharply after the Elemental Prayer’s death. It 
went berserk as it gathered around the Realm Lord’s dissipating corpse, gathering the 
particles of light into a dazzling ball. 

Slowly, the ball of light rose into the air, growing larger as it absorbed more Mana. The 
light illuminated the hall as if a miniature sun had risen. After several seconds, the 
gigantic light ball burst, and two dazzling streams of light flowed toward the ground. 

Two items? Shi Feng watched the two beams shine before him in utter astonishment. 

According to his understanding, every Guardian Boss players killed in the Ancient God’s 
Secret Key’s trial only yielded one item, but that item would undoubtedly be top-tier 
quality. 



However, the Elemental Prayer had dropped two items, the equivalent of killing two 
Guardian Bosses. Shi Feng had definitely hit the jackpot. 

When Shi Feng stepped forward and touched the two beams of light, the light faded and 
revealed two translucent globes, each containing one item. 

When these two items revealed themselves, the sound of a system notification reached 
Shi Feng’s ears. 

System: Congratulations! You have slain the Elemental Prayer within 30 minutes. You 
may choose one of the two items before you as your reward. 

She Feng was speechless. 

He had hoped that Divine Providence had doubled his loot, but in the end, he’d still walk 
away with a single item. This choice was simply a result of killing the Elemental Prayer 
within half an hour… 

However, after giving the matter some more thought, Shi Feng found the situation 
reasonable. All of the items these Guardian Bosses dropped were the best of the best. 
Being able to double one’s loot with higher Luck would be absurd. 

Let’s have a look at these two, then. After containing his excitement, Shi Feng tapped 
on the two items and inspected their Attribute Panels. 

After a brief look, Shi Feng’s heart began to pound with elation once more. 

Although he knew that these items would be top-tier, he couldn’t help his gasp after 
inspecting them. Both items were amazing; not even a Mythic Field Boss’s loot could 
compare to either item’s value. 

One of the two items was an emerald bead named Elemental Protector. It was a bona 
fide Epic item that could summon four Elemental Beasts of the same tier as the user 
and five levels higher at no cost. Each of these four Elemental Beasts could use Skills 
and Spells that correlated with their element: earth, water, wind, and fire. However, this 
item could only summon up to Tier 4 Elemental Beasts, and it had a 12-hour duration 

and a 2-natura卜day Cooldown. 

As long as a player reached Tier 4, they could use the Elemental Protector to summon 
four Tier 4 beasts to fight alongside them. It was an astounding ability. Tier 4 Magic 
Scrolls were even rarer than Epic items in God’s Domain, and Shi Feng had only heard 
of Tier 4 Summoning Scrolls, never actually seen one. 

Regardless of the era, a Tier 4 summoned creature would be an immensely powerful 
ally, even after ten years in God’s Domain. Tier 4 and above combatants were 
extremely rare; first-rate Guilds would be incredibly lucky if they had a single Tier 5 



player. Any first-rate Guild with a Tier 6 God-ranked expert would be considered a top-
ranked Guild, no matter how weak the rest of its members were. 

Without a doubt, the Elemental Protector was one of the best Epic items available in the 
game. It would easily fetch an astronomical price regardless of when it sold. 

The other time the Elemental Prayer had dropped was called the Twilight Blade. It was 
the same weapon the Realm Lord had used against Shi Feng, and although it wasn’t a 
Famed Sword, it was a Replica of the Legendary Weapon, Afterglow. 

Every Legendary Weapon had once been famous throughout God’s Domain. Some had 
even been treated as kingdoms’ heirlooms. Even a Legendary Weapon Replica was far 
beyond any Epic Weapon. 

Most Replicas were the crafter’s failed copies when trying to produce the real deal. 
Some Replicas had even been crafted with the same materials as the true Legendary 
Weapon, and some included even better materials. 

Meanwhile, the Twilight Blade before him was somewhat special. It was actually a 
prototype of Afterglow. However, the crafter hadn’t used high enough quality materials 
in its creation, so it hadn’t become a Legendary Weapon; this Replica hadn’t been a 
result of a flawed production process. 

[Twilight Blade (Replica)] (One-handed Sword, Epic Rank) Level 60 – Level 120 
Equipment Requirement: Strength 2,000 Attributes adjust according to user’s level. 

Attack Power +2,360 (Level 60) 

Strength +205, Agility +130, Endurance +157 

Attack Speed +18 

Ignore 40% of the target’s Defense. 

When equipped: 

Strength increased by 25%; 

Agility increased by 10%; 

All Sword Skills+1 Levels; 

Ignore Levels +15; 

All Skill Completion Rate increased by 2%. 



Attacks have a 40% chance to trigger the Floating Light effect, splitting the weapon into 
three copies. The two duplicates cannot be blocked and deal 100% damage. 

Additional Passive SkiH- 

Twilight Glow: Twilight Power will corrode any targets the Twilight Blade strikes, 
decreasing their reaction speed by 15%. Additional Active Skill 1- 

Twilight’s Shadow: Transforms the Twilight Blade into eight copies, each carrying 80% 
of the original’s Strength. 

Duration: 5 minutes Cooldown: 3 hours Additional Active Skill 2- 

Twilight of the Gods: Transform a radius of 100 yards into a Twilight Domain. While 
within the Twilight Domain, user’s Basic Attributes decrease by 25% and is split into 
eight physical doppelgangers. If the doppelgangers wield the blades Twilight Shadow 
summons, they will have 85% of the user’s Basic Attributes. 

Duration: 3 minutes 

Cooldown: 6 hours 

The Famed Smith, Flock Bayer created this sword as a prototype for Afterglow. It is a 
masterpiece that was formed by combining all of Flock Bayer’s forging techniques. 

In Shi Feng’s opinion, if not for Afterglow’s existence, the Twilight Blade would have 
been one of God’s Domain’s 36 Famed Swords. It could almost rival the Sacred Sword, 
Killing Ray. If he only compared the weapons Attack Power and Strength, it was even 
more powerful than Killing Ray. 

Killing Ray had been crafted with a fragment from one of God’s Domain’s Ten Great 
Legendary Weapons, yet the Twilight Blade could rival its power. 

Although the Elemental Protector allowed players to summon Elemental Beasts, 
boosting their combat power, the Twilight Blade was a top-tier Epic Weapon with 
amazing Additional Skills. If one combined the Twilight Blade’s two Active Skills, their 
combat power would skyrocket for a short time. God’s Domain’s experts would go crazy 
for either of these items. 

“Let’s go with you.” After giving the matter some thought, Shi Feng chose the Twilight 
Blade. 

The Elemental Protector might be the better choice from a Guild’s perspective, but it 
would only be useful if the Guild had a Tier 4 player. Tier 4 was still a long time away for 
Shi Feng and Zero Wing. Moreover, he had the Bible of Darkness, which was even 
more powerful than the Elemental Protector. On the other hand, the Twilight Blade 



could increase his combat power now. His Abyssal Blade’s level was too low at the 
moment; its evolution speed couldn’t keep up with his leveling speed. If he wanted to 
explore more of the Ancient God’s Maze and acquire its treasures, he had to prioritize 
his own combat power. 

Following which, Shi Feng replaced the Abyssal Blade with the Twilight Blade. Although 
most players would struggle to fulfill the 2,000-Strength equipment requirement, it 
wasn’t a problem for Shi Feng. Once he equipped the Twilight Blade, Shi Feng felt his 
overall strength increase substantially. His Attack Power, in particular, rose by a 
whopping 15%. 

Shi Feng then shifted his focus to the crystalline pillar in the center of the hall. After all, it 
was the most valuable item in the area. 
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Chapter 2061 – Advanced Bloodline 

A magic array surrounded the crystal pillar in the center of the hall, preventing players 
from approaching. 

Although the seal seemed quite simple, not even a Tier 4 being could force their way 
through it. 

When Shi Feng stepped up to the barrier and lightly tapped it, a system window opened 
before him, introducing the magic array. 

Truly amazing. If I hadn’t already grasped the technique to decipher Advanced Magic 
Arrays, I wouldn’t have been able to do anything but stare at this barrier. Shi Feng 
couldn’t help his surprise after gaining a general understanding of the array. 

There were two types of magic arrays that protected system-generated treasure in 
God’s Domain. 

The first type disappeared once the Guardian Boss protecting the treasure died. 

The second type required players to unravel the magic array through their own abilities. 
This type didn’t care for players’ combat power, but their ability to understand magic 
arrays. 

The first type was the easiest to remove, but as players leveled up, they’d begin to 
encounter more of the second type. Hence, it had been very important for players to 
take on the Magician subclass and develop it during Shi Feng’s previous life. Many 



expert players had to study magic arrays seriously even though they hated learning 
about them, especially magical class players. 

Due to how common the second type of magic arrays had become at later levels, God’s 
Domain’s various Guilds had also turned more focus to the Magician subclass. During 
the game’s later stages, a Master Magician’s status wasn’t any lower than that of a 
Master Forger or Master Alchemist. 

Meanwhile, to remove the magic array protecting the crystal pillar before Shi Feng, one 
had to be a master at deciphering Advanced Magic Arrays at the very least 

Normally, players only encountered Basic ranked sealing magic arrays after Level 70. It 
was very rare to find an Intermediate Magic Array protecting items of this level, yet the 
array before him required an Advanced Magician to untangle. 

Although the various superpowers had tasked many of their players to learn about 
magic arrays, there were very few Intermediate Magicians at this stage of the game, 
much less Advanced Magicians. 

Once Shi Feng had inspected the array, he began to dismantle it 

Dismantling a magic array wasn’t particularly difficult, although that didn’t mean it was 
easy, either. As long as a player knew how to draw the sealing magic array in question, 
it could be undone. 

Looking at the array, Shi Feng was relieved that he had already become an Advanced 
Magician. Otherwise, he could only watch as a Bloodline slipped through his fingers. 

Finally, after studying for five hours, Shi Feng finally learned how to draw the sealing 
magic array. The barrier around the crystalline pillar began to shatter, and shortly after, 
it fell away entirely, revealing the pillar before Shi Feng. 

The crystal pillar was translucent, and the Bloodline within it shone with a dazzling light 
Due to the magic barrier around the pillar, Shi Feng hadn’t felt anything particular from 
the Bloodline, but now that he had removed the magic array, he could feel an intense 
pressure, the difference between his Life Rating and the Bloodline’s, press down on 
him.

Any Advanced Bloodline could make reaching higher tiers far easier for players. With a 
little talent and effort, reaching Tier 5 wouldn’t be a problem. An Advanced Bloodline 
would even help players when challenging their Tier 6 promotion, which was why God’s 
Domain’s various major powers had gone mad over Bloodlines in the past. 

Without hesitation, Shi Feng strode up to the crystalline pillar and removed the crystal 
bottle. He then inspected the bottle’s Attribute Panel. 

[Elemental Bloodline] 

After obtaining this bloodline, a player will become one of the elements’ favored 
children, gaining increased compatibility with all Spells. Mainly improves Intelligence 
and Vitality, followed by Agility, Endurance, and Strength. 

It really is an Advanced Bloodline! After inspecting the Elemental Bloodline, Shi Feng 
was ecstatic. 

Although the Elemental Bloodline’s Attribute Panel did not indicate the Bloodline’s rank, 
Basic Bloodlines only focused on one Attribute, while Advanced Bloodlines increased 
two. Since the Elemental Bloodline concentrated on two Attributes, it had to be an 
Advanced Bloodline. Moreover, the ability it provided was incredibly powerful, 
increasing a player’s compatibility with all Spells. It was, at the very least, far more 
powerful than any of the Advanced Bloodlines Shi Feng had seen in the Divine Shrine. 

If a magical class player used this Bloodline, their overall prowess would increase. This 
was certainly a top-tier Advanced Bloodline, even more valuable than top-tier 
Fragmented Legendary items. 

Shi Feng carefully stored the Elemental Bloodline before he continued to explore the 
Ancient God’s Maze. 



The maze was excruciatingly complex, and each time he entered a new hall, he had to 
face another group of Elemental monsters. Moreover, these monsters’ Levels were a 
notch above the first group he had faced, all Level 75 or higher. 

However, after equipping the Twilight Blade, Shi Feng’s combat power had risen 
significantly, and as a result, he was able to kill these stronger monsters faster than he 
had the first hall’s Elemental Guards.

Rather than stone 
pillars, this hall’s pillars were made of Mana Stone. However, due to the hall’s poor 
lighting, Shi Feng could only see 60 yards around him. 

A 
deafening roar then assaulted his ears, and the entire hall trembled violently at the 
sound. 

The roar faded, and before Shi Feng could regain his composure, a bright light 
illuminated the area. 

In the hall that could fit hundreds of thousands of people, a 60-meter-tall Bronze Dragon 
loomed before Shi Feng. The Bronze Dragon’s incredible aura was so powerful that it

The weakest Tier 5 Dragon was an apex existence 
among other Tier 5 beings, and even during the Gods’ era, the Dragon race had been 
one of the most powerful. Even Gods and Demons were afraid of Dragons. 

Meanwhile, among Dragons, there were Dragon Kings. Dragon Kings’ Bloodline was 
beyond the reach of ordinary Dragons. At Tier 5, they could even contend with Tier 6 
Gods. 

If a Tier 5 human NPC encountered a Tier 5 Dragon King, they’d have no hope of 
surviving. If they were wise, Tier 6 God- ranked players would take the long way around 
a Tier 5 Dragon King. Trying to fight such a being head-on would be the epitome of 
foolishness. 

Fortunately, this Bronze Dragon King was sealed within a magic array. Otherwise, Shi 
Feng wouldn’t have even had time to run. With a wave of his claw, the Bronze Dragon 
King could send Shi Feng on a free trip back to White River City. 

This is the final test? 

After seeing the raging Bronze Dragon King behind the magic barrier, Shi Feng shifted 
his attention to his surroundings. The hall contained a second magic array, and within it 
sat a resplendent box. 

Most players might not think much of this box, but Shi Feng, who was unusually familiar 
with God’s Domain, realized that this box had been made with Seven Luminaries 
Crystal. 



Seven Luminaries Crystal was incomparably valuable to both players and NPCs. It was 
one of the reasons that so many major corporations invested in God’s Domain. 

Nothing else in the hall grabbed Shi Feng’s attention. Unlike the previous halls, this one 
only contained a Guardian Boss.

Since players could obtain the treasure by taking the oath, it’s conditions were 
undoubtedly quite strict. However, whether or not a player could accept these conditions 
remained unknown. By denying players the oath’s details, players couldn’t determine 
the conditions’ severity. This also ensured some sense of fairness to the Bronze Dragon 
King’s situation. If players knew the oath’s conditions, they wouldn’t bother with the 
Dragon’s blessing. 



“Human, what is your choice?” the Bronze Dragon King demanded in a deep tone after 
ten minutes had passed. 

After taking in a deep breath, Shi Feng replied, “The first option!” 

Whether it was the Gods and Demons’ oath or the Bronze Dragon King’s contract, the 
risk was too great. On the off chance that he couldn’t fulfill the conditions, he would 
have to delete his account and start all over again. He didn’t dare take such a gamble. 

“What? The first option?” Shi Feng’s decision stunned the Bronze Dragon King. “Are 
you sure that is your choice?” 

 

Chapter 2063 – Suppressed Swordsmanship

This was when players had realized the horror of high-intellect monsters in the past. 
The humanized monsters’ superhuman-like combat standards had even surpassed that 
of Domain Realm experts. In fact, the two weren’t even on the same level. 

“Human, according to the Gods and Demons’ rules, I will not use my full power against 
you. Moreover, you have 300 chances to succeed. You simply need to survive against 
me for three days,” the Bronze Dragon King said as he smiled at Shi Feng. “If you don’t 
have any more questions, let the slaughter begin!” 

Shi Feng’s expression darkened as an unprecedented chill wrapped around him. Almost 
instinctively, Shi Feng activated Void Shield, and his mind went on maximum alert.

But at the end of the day, that’s all he was, a peak expert Although they earned the 
various superpowers’ attention, they weren’t powerful enough to threaten a 
superpower’s very existence.

Because of this, most visiting players were either merchant players or independent 
players. Guilds rarely visited the Sea of Illusion. This was also why adventurer teams 
ruled over the area’s several major cities. 

Meanwhile, Blue Coral City was the Sea of Illusion’s largest city. 

First-time visitors were almost always surprised by what they found here. 

The majority of the player population consisted of merchant players, while the rest were 
mostly independent players. There were very few players wearing Guild Emblems. 

“Buying tons of Sea Tribe Weapons for 50 Silver each! Also selling Purplefire Crystals!” 

“Selling Ocean Pearls! Get a 5% discount for buying more than 100 pearls!” 

“Urgently selling three Sea Tribe Weapons for 1 Gold, 70 Silver!” 

Players busied themselves as they set up stalls along the city’s streets, selling a large 
variety of items. This wasn’t typical of cities in normal kingdoms and empires. 

Sea Tribe Weapons? Shi Feng slowed to a halt when he heard the advertising players. 

He vaguely remembered that Sea Tribe Weapons had been popular for a time during 
his previous life. They had once been items that all naval players had desired. 

The Sea Tribe Weapons could be traded to the Sea of Illusion’s NPC forgers to 
commission crafted weapons, which would allow players to exhibit greater combat 
power in battles at sea. Weapons that had been made with Sea Tribe Weapons were 
15% to 20% stronger than normal weapons of the same rank, a considerable 
improvement. 

Only, trying to craft a high-quality naval weapon was not easy, and the production 
success rate wasn’t 100%. If one wanted to commission a Level 60 Secret-Silver 
Weapon, they’d need three Sea Tribe Weapons, and the production success rate would 
only be 50%. A Level 60 Fine-Gold Weapon would cost 5 Level 60 Sea Tribe Weapons, 
and the success rate was only 30%. To put it simply, the higher the desired weapon’s 
quality was, the more Sea Tribe Weapons a player would need, and the lower the 
production success rate would be. Meanwhile, players could only acquire Sea Tribe 
Weapons by killing the Level 50-plus members of the Sea Tribe. Hence, complete naval 
weapons were incredibly expensive on the market. 



Of course, Sea Tribe Weapons had another purpose, and Shi Feng knew it. 

Purchasing Secret Laws! 

Secret Laws were extremely rare in God’s Domain, even rarer than combat techniques. 
They also provided players a significant boost. Secret Laws were a type of Berserk Skill, 
but unlike normal Berserk Skills, which were prohibited in certain areas, Secret Laws 
could be used anywhere like combat techniques. They could even be used when 
Silenced 

However, Secret Laws were a huge burden on the user’s Stamina and Concentration. 
The more powerful a Secret Law was, the more Stamina and Concentration it would 
consume. In addition, players didn’t have to master a Secret Law to use it. Only, using 
an unmastered Secret Law would drain more resources than usual. 

The worst part was that Secret Laws would drop automatically when players died! 

Even so, countless experts in God’s Domain coveted Secret Laws due to their many 
benefits. 

Secret Laws provided a boost to physique and allowed players to exhibit more of their 
combat power. Moreover, Secret Laws gave players a clearer idea of their flaws. 

These were the reasons that players had coveted Secret Laws. They were even more 
valuable than combat techniques. 

Meanwhile, Sea Tribe Weapons could be exchanged for one of these precious Secret 
Laws. Although there were limited copies of the Secret Law available and the process of 
acquiring one was particularly troublesome, Shi Feng didn’t mind. 

He might have had some trouble purchasing a few copies if he had tried before visiting 
the Ancient God’s Maze, but he shouldn’t have any issues now. 

One needed to fulfill two conditions to purchase copies of the Secret Law. First, they’d 
need to locate the NPC that sold them; then, they’d need to obtain the required items for 
payment. The NPC only accepted a combination of Sea Tribe Weapons and Elemental 
Cores.

Normally, players only purchased Sea Tribe Weapons for 50 Silver each. Even players 
that set up stalls to sell the weapons asked for less than 60 Silver. With someone willing 
to spend so much on each Sea Tribe Weapon, players were bound to notice. 

A short moment later, a large group of players crowded around Shi Feng to sell their 
Sea Tribe Weapons, rapidly depleting Shi Feng’s funds. 

In less than an hour, Shi Feng had spent more than 2,000 Gold, purchasing 4,352 Sea 
Tribe Weapons. He had basically purchased every Sea Tribe Weapon in Blue Coral 
City.

They hadn’t dropped anything beyond some ordinary materials, 
not even a single piece of Common Equipment. Although the monsters’ loot was 
terrible, the EXP they granted was astounding. After killing several hundred monsters, 
Shi Feng had finally risen from Level 70 to 71.

However, when 
Shi Feng inspected the man with Omniscient Eyes, he discovered that the NPC was 
actually a Level 180, Tier 5 Divine Mage. 

If players gave in to their greed and tried to rob this NPC, only death would await them, 
a particularly cruel death. 

“Young adventurer, are you the one who has awakened me?” Horace asked as he 
watched Shi Feng with eyes swallowed by dark-blue flames, his gaze chilling. 

“Yes, Lord Horace.” Shi Feng nodded respectfully.

Chapter 2080 – Epic Rank Reward 

An Epic Quest? Shi Feng was slightly astonished when he heard the system 
notification. 



He had never heard of Horace giving out an Epic Quest in the past. He had only known 
that this NPC wanted Sea Tribe Weapons in a bid for vengeance against the Sea Tribe. 
The quest in the past had only been an Advanced Hidden Quest, requiring 1,000 Sea 
Tribe Weapons to complete, and a player had to finish the quest before they could trade 
with Horace. 

Now, not only was the quest Epic rank, but its completion also required 3,000 Sea Tribe 
Weapons. This massive changed ruined his plans. 

In the past, the activation quest had awarded the Ocean’s Heart Design, an 
Intermediate Magic Array Design. Although Ocean’s Heart was only a Barrier-type 
Magic Array, it could suppress sea monsters to a frightening extent Ocean’s Heart was 
even effective against Mythic monsters and extremely useful to Guilds trying to develop 
their naval prowess. The Ocean’s Heart’s Magic Array Scrolls had sold for astronomical 
prices in the past. 

Of course, now that the quest had changed, its reward would be different as well. 

It seems I’ll have to come up with a different method. Shi Feng sighed deeply as he 
handed Horace 3,000 Sea Tribe Weapons. 

The various major powers on the main continent had already reached a developmental 
bottleneck. As a result, these powers had begun to complete over the sea’s resources. 
Fortunately, Zero Wing already had its own Shipyard, many advanced speedboats, and 
control of several coastal towns and naval cities. Immortal Light, Zero Wing’s 
subordinate, had also been developing its naval strength under Shi Feng’s orders and 
was now a significant power at sea. However, with how quickly the various major 
powers were developing, Zero Wing would struggle to maintain these advantages. 

Shi Feng had wanted to rely on the Ocean’s Heart to accelerate the Guild’s 
development at sea, but now, he had no choice but to look for other avenues. 

As Shi Feng gave Horace the Sea Tribe Weapons, the NPC’s eyes glowed with 
excitement 

“Wonderful! There are indeed 3,000 Sea Tribe Weapons here!” Horace nodded in 
satisfaction, his hand abruptly flashing with a bright glow. When the light subsided, he 
held an ancient tome. “I went to great lengths to obtain this book. Hopefully, you can 
make good use of it. If you obtain more Sea Tribe Weapons in the future, you can find 
me to trade them. 

When Horace finished speaking, not only did Shi Feng obtain the tome, but he also 
earned an abundance of EXP. Not only did he instantly level up from 71 to 72, but he 
also gained two additional Legacy Skill Points from completing the quest. The quest 
rewards were incredible. It was much harder to level up after reaching Level 70, and Shi 
Feng’s hidden class required twice as much EXP as normal players. 



An Ancient Forging Book? Shi Feng’s eyes widened in shock when he inspected the 
book he had earned from Horace. 

Ocean’s Heart didn’t have much use to individual players, but the magic array was quite 
important to Guilds. If possible, he wanted to trade 3,000 Sea Tribe Weapons for the 
array design. 

However, after seeing the Ancient Forging Book, this thought vanished. 

In God’s Domain, Ancient Forging Books were akin to Alchemy Secret Journals. Not 
only were they unique items, but the weapon or equipment designs they contained were 
also extraordinary. An Ancient Forging Book was almost as valuable as an ordinary 
Epic Forging Design. 

Shi Feng immediately opened the Ancient Forging Book, eager to discover what item it 
would help produce. 

Amazing! I struck gold this time! Shi Feng could not help his growing elation as he read 
the tome’s contents. 

The Ancient Forging Book Horace had given him didn’t contain one weapon or 
equipment piece design. Rather, it contained the designs to produce the Dark-Gold Set 
Equipment, Crystal Light Set. Although it was only a Level 60 to Level 80 set, it was an 
eight-piece set equipment, possessing more set effects than its six-piece counterparts. 

If a Level 60 player equipped the Crystal Light Set, their combat power would be on par 
with a player wearing a six-piece Level 65 Dark-Gold Set Equipment. 

At this stage of the game, the various superpowers could only dream of owning six-
piece Level 65 Dark-Gold Set Equipment Anyone seen wearing such a set would even 
earn peak experts’ envy. 

Of course, the Crystal Light Set had harsh production requirements. At the very least, 
one needed to be a Basic Master Forger to forge the set, and the required materials 
were extremely rare. For example, the set required a lot of Fine Titan Ore, Mana 
Stones, and Advanced Magic Cores, all of which were incredibly difficult to procure at 
this stage of the game, even for the various large Guilds. 

However, material gathering was a secondary concern. The high production cost was 
far more important 

If Shi Feng calculated the cost according to current market prices, each production 
attempt would cost roughly 800 Gold. Furthermore, A Basic Master Forger wouldn’t 
have more than a 30% success rate when trying to forge the set. Even Intermediate 
Master Forgers would only have a 35% success rate, while Advanced Master Forgers 



would have a 40% chance. Even if one were lucky, they’d still spend nearly 2,400 Gold 
to produce one Crystal Light Set… 

Although Zero Wing earned a lot of Coins each day, most of those Coins had to be 
spent on paying back debts. Shi Feng still needed to pay back the astronomical 
construction cost for Silverwing Town’s airport.

Stamina Gemstones. Even so, they had made a fortune, earning the various large 
Guilds’ envy.

City. 
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Chapter 2081 – Stormy Winds 

Star-Moon Kingdom, White River City: 

Although White River City was not the kingdom’s capital, its popularity overshadowed 
Star-Moon City as the main headquarters of the kingdom’s number one Guild and home 
to the Candlelight Trading Firm, which continued to introduce one new product after 
another. At this point, White River City had become the kingdom’s capital in the hearts 
of Star-Moon Kingdom’s players. 

Since White River City was the only city in the kingdom to be promoted, it’s fame had 
reached new heights. Tons of players from foreign cities and countries visited the city 
every day, and it had become almost as prosperous as an ordinary empire’s imperial 
capital. 

Over a dozen Level 64 players in gorgeous equipment had gathered on the second floor 
of White River City’s Auction House. They all wore the same Guild Emblem as they 
watched the fight in the Auction Arena.

“As expected of a small kingdom. Although the local players’ equipment standards are 
quite good, their combat standards are terrible.

Holy Reincarnation was also a veteran first-rate Guild, strong enough to rival the 
Bloodbath Family. It was also the second strongest Guild, after King’s Return, in the 
Glory Empire. 

While the various kingdoms and empire’s powers gathered in White River City in 
anticipation of the Auction House’s struggle, Shi Feng worked on crafting the Crystal 
Light Set in the nearby Candlelight Trading Firm. 

Although up to ten players could learn the Crystal Light Set’s production method from 
the Ancient Forging Book, it was an eight-piece Dark-Gold Set Equipment. Not even 
Basic Master Forgers like Melancholic Smile and Cream Cocoa would have much 
success with forging the set.

Meanwhile, successfully forging a Dark-Gold Set Equipment was a massive threshold 
for Lifestyle players. 

During God’s Domain’s ancient times, weapons and equipment had only fallen into two 
categories: ordinary and extraordinary. 

More categories had only been added after the Ancient Gods had fallen. Ordinary 
equipment split into Bronze, Mysterious- Iron, Secret-Silver, Fine-Gold, and Dark-Gold 
ranks. Extraordinary equipment had been broken down into Epic and Legendary. 

Dark-Gold Weapons and Equipment were considered the peak of ordinary equipment 
Hence, they were extremely difficult to obtain and produce. 

Without a larger power’s support, an ordinary expert player would be limited to Dark-
Gold Weapons and Equipment at best 

Meanwhile, Dark-Gold Set Equipment was at the very apex of ordinary equipment, the 
best available without any flaws. No matter how high one raised their theoretical 
production success rate, a single mistake would result in failure. There was no room for 
error when crafting Dark-Gold Set Equipment. One could argue that crafting Dark-Gold 
Set Equipment was even more difficult than producing Epic items since the latter 



allowed for some mistakes. Only, the theoretical production success rate was much 
lower compared to Dark-Gold Set Equipment 

As Shi Feng began to inspect the Crystal Light Set before him, the sound of a system 
notification reached his ears. 

System: Crystal Light Set has been successfully forged. Forging Proficiency increased 
by 200 points. Obtained 10,000,000 EXP.

Even forging ordinary Dark-Gold Weapons and Equipment awarded very little 
Proficiency after reaching Intermediate Master Rank.

Lingsha could not help but ask. 

Moreover, her 
good friend, Aqua Rose, was a member of the Guild. If another power stole White River 
City, which served as Zero Wing’s main headquarters, Zero Wing would suffer for it. 

“None. Even if our Guild lends Zero Wing a hand, I’m afraid that holding White River 
City would still be impossible,” Unknown King said, shaking his head. 

“Not even our help could change the situation?” Mu Lingsha was surprised. 

Although Unyielding Soul had been declining, it was still a veteran first-rate Guild. 
Ordinary first-rate Guilds still were no match for its strength. 

“You’re severely underestimating the participating superpowers. Although we are a 
superpower as well, their backgrounds and foundations are many times stronger than 
Unyielding Soul’s.

The spectators in the Auction Arena itself tensed as they quietly watched the massive 
globe of water that had appeared above the arena. 

The gigantic globe displayed the qualifying round’s rules, which were unlike those of 
any competition previously held in the Auction Arena. 

The previous competitions had been fighting tournaments or betting matches between 
players. The rewards had been subpar, and very few players had been interested in 
taking part, although any player could join these competitions.

It should’ve had a fighting chance since it dispatched 40 or 
so more players than the participating first-rate Guilds, but after this round, Zero Wing 
will likely have far fewer members in the official competition than the first-rate Guilds.”

However, Yi Luofei remembered Graceful Moon displaying combat standards that 
hadn’t even rivaled those of first-rate Guilds’ peak experts, much less Refinement 
Realm experts like Sky View, Elegant Insanity, and Howling Earth. 

Yet, this female Summoner suppressed all three Refinement Realm experts by herself. 
Graceful Moon’s new-found strength shocked Yi Luofei. 

Moreover, this situation wasn’t like Yi Luofei’s defeat against Zhao Yueru during the 
ranking battles. Zhao Yueru had relied on superior Basic Attributes and Spells to win, 
but as a true Void Realm expert, Yi Luofei recognized that the same couldn’t be said for 
Graceful Moon. Graceful Moon’s success was simply a result of her impeccable ability 
to control her summoned creatures. 

“Not only have her Basic Attributes risen, but her combat standards have skyrocketed 
as well. It seems Zero Wing still has some secrets,” Yan Tianxing, FFF’s commander, 
commented as he watched Graceful Moon with squinted eyes, a hit of surprise flashing 
in his gaze. 

After the FFF adventurer team had secretly joined the Flower of Seven Sins, the 
adventurer team’s upper echelons had gained a lot of detailed information on the 
various superpowers.

Although the Curse lowered the player’s Basic Attributes by 50%, it increased the linked 
summoned creatures’ Basic Attributes by 20% of the player’s normal Attributes. 

Suddenly, golden magic circuits flashed on the Steel-armed Ape and Rock Guardians 
as their auras became even more intense. Before anyone could react, the four 
summoned creatures exploded into action and charged at Graceful Moon’s enemies.

Howling Earth the Strength of a High Lord of the same level. Even without a healer, he 
should be able to contend with a Great Lord of the same level for quite sometime. 

Yet, a Level 70, Great Lord ranked Steel-armed Ape had killed Howling Earth in just five 
moves. Moreover, the Steel-armed Ape hadn’t used any techniques or Skills. It had 
relied on brute force to kill its enemy… 

“Damn it! How many Epic items does she have on her?!” Elegant Insanity stared at the 
female Summoner in astonishment. 

At first, the Steel-armed Ape had only displayed enough Strength to make Howling 
Earth stumble, but after receiving 20% of Graceful Moon’s Basic Attributes, its Strength 
had increased so drastically. Since the Steel-armed Ape hadn’t used any Skills thus far, 
Graceful Moon’s Basic Attributes must be so incredibly high that a mere 20% was 
enough to give a Level 70 Steel-armed Ape the Strength of a Level 65 Grand Lord!
