“Shi Feng, Zero Wing’s 
member who we sent to Star Lake City previously, has performed excellently in the Star 
Lake Legion’s selection, coming in 100th place on his first attempt at the test. If Zero 
Wing can secure Crying Sea City’s Medium Shipyard, it is likely to grow into a 
hegemonic power in the future. If Zero Wing has the Green God Corporation’s resource 
assistance on top of that, it is 100% certain to become a hegemonic power.” 

“Zero Wing indeed has a lot of potential,” Xia Qingying said, nodding as she read Zero 
Wing’s information. “Although it has only been established recently, its development in 
the Miniature Ancient World is rapid. Zero Wing also has an expert like Black Flame. 
With Black Flame’s recent achievement, he should get into the God List’s top 10 in the 
next update if nothing unexpected crops up. Moreover, Zero Wing can more or less be 
considered a local power of our world, so it indeed qualifies to be nurtured by the Green 
God Corporation.” 

“Isn’t it too early to make a decision, Vice President Xia?” a young, handsome man 
suddenly spoke up. “Zero Wing might have good potential, but the Green God 
Corporation’s resources don’t fall from the sky. We cannot afford to waste the resources 
we’ve had to go to great lengths to earn in the Greater World.

They didn’t think the young man was overstepping his boundaries 
by speaking against Xia Yingqing. After all, the young man was Jiang Yao, the new Vice 
President appointed by the President. Moreover, Jiang Yao earned this position by 
making a considerable contribution.

Currently, 
Thousand Scars had already climbed to the 41st rank in the Star Lake Legion selection 
and completed the Paimon Corporation’s test. Now that she had become an internal 
member of the Paimon Corporation, she had a very high chance of joining the 
corporation’s middle management in the future. 

As for the Miniature Ancient World’s side, the Flower of Seven Sins had achieved 
meteoric growth when it came to its experts. Currently, the Flower of Seven Sins 
already had more than fifty God-ranked experts and several fourth-floor experts. It even 
had two monsters on the main continent who were nearly as strong as the top 10 
monsters on the Miniature Ancient World’s God-ranked Expert List. The Flower of 
Seven Sins’ comprehensive strength was vastly superior to Zero Wing.

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As night fell in the Dead Soul Sea, a fleet of 30-plus Advanced Ships docked by a small 
island. 

The Dead Soul Sea was a Level 125-plus map, and the sea monsters found here were 
mostly at Level 127 or above. Moreover, unlike sea monsters in other places, the Dead 
Soul Sea’s sea monsters were incredibly nimble and hard to kill. Even the various 
hegemonic powers’ main fleets would be reluctant to spend time in this place, let alone 
spend a night on an island in the Dead Soul Sea. 

Once night fell in the Top of Two Worlds, many sea monsters would leave the sea to 
rest on islands. Because of this, the density of sea monsters one would come across on 
islands at night would be at least ten times greater than during the day. So, very few 
players would be willing to spend the night on an island. 

Yet, the players of this fleet of Advanced Ships behaved oppositely. They showed great 
enthusiasm when they saw the sea monsters emerging from the sea, their behavior 
making it seem as if the sea monsters were talking treasure troves. 

“We’ve collected 97 Legacy Stones so far, Big Sis Omen. Three more, and we can 
synthesize a Legacy Crystal,” Summer Wolf, who had already reached Level 121, 
excitedly reported to Death Omen, who had just single-handedly defeated over a dozen 
Level 127 Grand Lord ranked sea monsters. “Once we have the Legacy Crystal, you 
can use it to get promoted to Tier 4, and the Flower of Seven Sins will have its second 
Tier 4 expert!

Miniature Ancient World, Crying Sea City’s harbor: 

As the morning sun shined its rays on the harbor, the various powers’ teams gathered 
at the harbor and summoned their ships one after another, instantly causing the 
spacious harbor to become crowded. 

Among the many ships floating at the harbor, a 60-meter-long warship stood out like a 
sore thumb, the ship’s majestic frame causing the surrounding players to drool. 

A warship was significantly bigger than the average ship. It was a tool specialized for 
combat out at sea. 

Even a Common Warship possessed firepower rivaling multiple Advanced Ships. In 
addition, it also had a defensive barrier that was far superior to that of Advanced Ships. 
It was a war machine capable of going up against Mythic sea monsters. 

However, the warship parked at the harbor clearly wasn’t just a Common Warship. After 
all, the warship’s twofold mana barrier was not something one could find on any 
Common Warship. 

“What is Vice President Xia thinking? Why did she have our Gray Goose Team bring 
the corporation’s sole Bronze Warship to assist Zero Wing?” a Level 124, Tier 3 male 
Guardian Knight complained as he looked at the surrounding players looking in his 
direction. However, he had long since gotten used to receiving such attention, so he 
turned to a Level 124 female Cleric with short hair and grinned, saying, “Feather, I 



heard from Xiaoxiao that Zero Wing’s main force has not only her younger sister in it but 
also her junior sisters and brothers. I wonder if they’ll be surprised if they see Xiaoxiao 
now?” 

In response, the Cleric named Crow Feather chuckled and said, “Surprise will be an 
understatement. I bet they’ll be utterly dumbfounded if they see how strong Xiaoxiao 
has become. Aside from Zero Wing’s Guild Leader Black Flame, nobody else in Zero 
Wing will be a match for her.” 

Before Wu Xiaoxiao joined the Green God Corporation, her combat standard was only 
at the Flowing Water Realm. Now, though, not only was Wu Xiaoxiao only one step 
away from reaching the Domain Realm, but she also had combat power rivaling Tier 4 
players of the same level.

It’s practically comparable to the various hegemonic powers’ main force!”

“If we are talking purely in terms of equipment standards, even the various hegemonic

The various hegemonic powers have fully 
equipped their main forces in eight-piece Epic Equipment Sets. Zero Wing couldn’t 
possibly have geared its main force members in Fragmented Legendary items, right?”

Access to the Miniature Ancient World had only been opened not long ago, so eight-
piece Epic Equipment Sets were already considered the best equipment players could 
get their hands on.

A Fine-Gold Immortal Set might not be as valuable as a Fragmented Legendary item, 
but it was definitely rarer than Fragmented Legendary items.

Immortal Equipment was different from Epic Equipment. A player geared in Immortal 
Equipment would not have to worry about engaging Mythic monsters in a melee.

They could keep fighting for long periods without having to 
return to a city to get their equipment repaired. 

Hence, whether a team possessed Immortal Equipment or not would affect its ability to 
grind and explore significantly. 

“Guild Leader Black Flame, as per our agreement, we will lend this Bronze Warship to 
you for the next three days. The Gray Goose Team will also be assisting you throughout 
this period,” Colorful Lunarite said after seeing Shi Feng signing the God’s Domain 
Contract she had prepared. “Once these three days are up, we will collect the warship 
immediately, so I hope you can understand. As for the Greater World’s entry slots, Vice 
President Xia will have them ready in three days.

Hexagram Protection: Erects a magic array that greatly strengthens the Mana of up to 
six people within a 1,000-yard radius. Enhancement works up to the Tier 4 standard. 
Magic array costs 1,000 Magic Crystals per minute to maintain. 
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“You can rest assured now, right, Team Leader Lunarite?” 

Shi Feng smiled when he saw Colorful Lunarite’s gaze fixed on the Magic Tactical 
Vehicle. 

“I see why you aren’t afraid of Divine Hunters and Morning Light now…” Colorful 
Lunarite said, realization dawning upon her as she swept her gaze across the Zero 
Wing members aboard the warship. 

Mana was the foundation of everything in God’s Domain. For players, the stronger their 
mana, the stronger their Skills and Spells would become. 

Apart from not having any Tier 4 Skills and Spells, the Zero Wing members present 
were no longer any different from actual Tier 4 players. Meanwhile, a force of 100 Tier 4 
experts was not something any power in the current Miniature Ancient World could go 
up against. 

Yet, funnily enough, the various powers thought that Black Flame was Zero Wing’s only 
Tier 4 expert. 



Should Crying Sea City’s various powers try to take action against Zero Wing out in the 
fields, the outcome would definitely shake the entire Miniature Ancient World. 

Subsequently, Zero Wing’s members could be seen effortlessly slaughtering the Level 
130 Grand Lord ranked sea monsters in the Bipolar Sea. Because of the difference in 
tiers, the level suppression effect was practically negligible.

This situation was because of the Spirit Devourers’ nature. Spirit Devourers could not 
only devour all life, but they could even devour the souls of players to grow and evolve. 
Meanwhile, the more souls they devoured, the greater their numbers would become. 



In the history of the Greater World, many ancient kingdoms, ancient empires, and even 
apex races had suffered annihilation at the hands of Spirit Devourers. At one point, 
Spirit Devourers as a race had become so powerful that they had devoured all life and 
civilizations on numerous God’s Domains… 

Back then, if it weren’t for the Greater God’s Domain’s apex powers joining hands and 
sacrificing over half of their forces to combat the fully-grown Spirit Devourers, the 
situation in the Greater God’s Domain of today would definitely be different.

4 Spells. Even though their team had switched to focusing solely on defense, the Magic 
Tactical Vehicles’ durability was still decreasing steadily. 

Rather than risk losing four Magic Tactical Vehicles, it’d be wiser to risk only two 
instead. After all, they should be able to keep themselves alive with just 12 players with 
Tier 4 mana. 

“No, this number is just right,” Shi Feng said, shaking his head. Then, he turned to look 
at the Paimon Conglomerate’s team, which was rapidly advancing toward the temple, 
and continued, “Any less, and we’ll have trouble competing with the other side.” 

If they were simply looking to stay alive, he naturally wouldn’t take out four Magic 
Tactical Vehicles and risk losing all of them. After all, he didn’t have an unlimited supply 
of these powerful war weapons. He could only exchange a limited number of Magic 
Tactical Vehicles each month. 

However, his current goal was to rescue the Dragon Princess. This meant that a clash 
with the Paimon Conglomerate’s team would be inevitable. 



While it was true that their team had many players with Tier 4 mana, the combat 
standards of Su Qianliu and the others were significantly inferior to the Paimon 
Conglomerate’s geniuses.

Not even the God List’s top five experts would dare to act arrogantly in 
front of the conglomerate’s genius team, let alone ordinary titled experts. 

Yet, the moment Death Omen took her first step, an arm suddenly appeared in her path, 
blocking her advance. 

“Commander Meteor?” 

Death Omen looked at the person blocking her path, her mind failing to understand 
what Meteor was trying to do. 

However, at the same time as Death Omen posed her question, she also noticed a 
strange situation. 

Whether it was the Crimson Sword Emperor Meteor or the Divine Shield Star Snail, 
neither wore their previous look of nonchalance. Instead, replacing their calm 
expression was a solemn one. Even their eyes carried strong hints of alertness. This 
was a reaction they would normally only make when they were going up against experts 
capable of threatening them. 

While watching Laura Crader slowly making her way over, Meteor said in a low tone, 
“Don’t act rashly. This person isn’t simple.” 



“Not simple?” Death Omen was surprised. “Could it be that even you are not confident 
in dealing with her, Commander Meteor?” 

“I can’t be sure without fighting her,” Meteor said. “But I am certain she is not weaker 
than Black Flame.” 

“Not weaker than Black Flame?” When Death Omen heard Meteor’s evaluation, she 
couldn’t help but take another look at Laura Crader, her mind in disbelief. 

Death Omen had already witnessed Black Flame’s strength. He was a monster capable 
of surviving the full-powered attack of a Tier 5 Demon King despite being only a Tier 4 
player. This was a feat not even Meteor and Star Snail could accomplish. 

Honestly, Death Omen already had a hard time accepting the fact that Zero Wing had 
such a monster in its midst. Yet, now, she was being told that the Asura Mercenary 
Alliance’s Laura Crader was also a monster on Black Flame’s standard?

Colorful Lunarite gaped in shock when she saw this development from a distance. She 
never thought Meteor would choose to fight Laura Crader in a one-on-one duel. 

The Paimon Conglomerate’s team held a significant numbers advantage. Logically, 
even if Laura Crader was now a Tier 4 Sword Emperor, she could, at most, hold Meteor 
back by herself, while the Paimon Conglomerate’s team’s remaining nine Tier 4 experts 
would have free rein. Meanwhile, these nine Tier 4 experts would be more than enough 
to annihilate Zero Wing’s team. So, there was no need for Meteor to go through the 
hassle of challenging Laura to a duel. 

The only reason Meteor would take such a course of action was that he felt that Laura 
Crader alone was strong enough to pose a significant threat to his team, and Colorful

Meanwhile, according to the corporation’s report, so long as Meteor successfully 
executed Thousand Threads, even paragons like the third-ranked Saint Nine would 
have to do their best to avoid it.

Who are you?” 

Her Mana Body is at 120% Completion Rate? When Death Omen heard Meteor’s 
words, she turned to look at Laura Crader as if she were looking at a monster. 

The Mana Body was a player’s foundation. The greater the control a player had over 
their Mana Body, the greater the strength they could exhibit. Normally, a peak expert 
would be fortunate if they could unlock their Mana Body to 100% Completion Rate 
shortly after getting promoted to Tier 4. 

As for going beyond the 100% limit, to do so would require players to modify and 
improve the method they used to control their Mana Body, making their method better 
suit themselves. 

However, breaking the Mana Body’s 100% limit was not an easy feat. Achieving further 
improvements after breaking the 100% limit was an even more challenging task. 

Typically, peak experts could, at most, develop the Completion Rate of their Mana 
Bodies to 105%. Moreover, reaching this Completion Rate required a lot of time and 
effort. As for fourth-floor experts, their progress would generally hit a wall after they 
reached 110%. 

Moreover, the higher the rank of a player’s Mana Body, the more difficult it would be to 
improve.

Information on 
these Seven Luminaries Crystals would spread across the Miniature Ancient World 
sooner or later. At that time, thousands of powers would flock to this place. After all, 
nobody could resist the temptation of half an Elementary God’s Domain’s daily 
production volume of Seven Luminaries Crystals. So, they needed to start making 
preparations as soon as possible. 

Meanwhile, Colorful Lunarite, Su Qianliu, and the others experienced another round of 
surprise when they saw Meteor’s team retreating. Colorful Lunarite, in particular, had 
her evaluation of Zero Wing and the Asura Mercenary Alliance thoroughly renewed. 



After witnessing Shi Feng’s and Laura Crader’s strength, it wouldn’t be an exaggeration 
to say that the Asura Mercenary Alliance had two experts capable of rivaling the God-
ranked Expert List’s top three players. Not even the Higher God’s Domain’s hegemonic 
powers possessed such strength in the Miniature Ancient World.

Demon King Firenze said gloatingly as 
he launched one Tier 5 Spell after another at Shi Feng. 

Even though Shi Feng was fully focused on evasion and did not make any excess 
movements, his HP had still fallen to 10% in no time. He also didn’t have any time to 
consume a Regeneration Potion, so it was only a matter of time before he got killed. 

This is my limit. 

Shi Feng revealed a bitter smile when he saw that Godslayer’s duration was about to 
end. 

Originally, Shi Feng thought that he would have a chance of surviving if he broke the 
chains binding Dragon Princess Kalisha. 

Unfortunately, Kalisha remained asleep even after her restraints were broken. The only 
changes that took place after the chains broke were the temple’s space becoming 
increasingly stable and the temple’s mana becoming increasingly denser. Dense 
Eternal Energy had even started to flood the temple, allowing Shi Feng’s mind to 
achieve unprecedented clarity.

However, before Firenze’s Spells could hit Shi Feng, a loud heartbeat suddenly echoed 
throughout the temple. Then, the entire temple fell silent, and the mana powering 
Firenze’s three Destruction Spells stagnated. At the same time, sweat began appearing 
on Firenze’s ferocious face as he anxiously turned his crimson eyes toward the origin of 
the heartbeat. Firenze had gotten so anxious that he had even forgotten to maintain his 
Spells, which, in turn, caused the three Destruction Spells to disintegrate. 

Immediately afterward, Shi Feng also turned to the source of the heartbeat. 

At this time, Kalisha, the Dragon Princess who remained suspended in midair 
motionlessly this entire time, suddenly opened her eyes. When those indescribable 
silver eyes opened, both Shi Feng and Firenze subconsciously took a step back. They 
felt as if their lives were firmly held by this pair of eyes at this moment, and their life and 
death were no longer in their control. 

Meanwhile, the instant Kalisha awakened, a system notification also entered Shi Feng’s 
ears.

“In that case, 
you might as well let me see you off one last time. It won’t be a disgrace for you to die 
by my hands.” 

After saying so, Firenze promptly began chanting a Spell. 

Subsequently, with each syllable Firenze spat out, the lighting in the temple gradually 
darkened. At the same time, dark mana began flooding the temple and expelling all 
other elements of mana from the temple. 

Shi Feng’s expression turned grave when he saw this scene. 

Shi Feng was well aware that Firenze had not gotten serious in the slightest when 
fighting him previously. The Demon King was only messing around and using a bunch 
of ordinary Tier 5 Spells against him. Now, though, Firenze was serious. 

Dark Tide. 

This was a Tier 5 Curse capable of rivaling Tier 6 Spells. This one Spell could eradicate 
all life within a royal capital with a population of tens of millions. It was a Spell that could 
neither be blocked nor dodged. 



If Firenze was allowed to complete this Spell, Shi Feng would no longer have to worry 
about completing his Legendary World Quest. After all, nothing would be left of his 
character’s Tier 4 Immortal Soul if he got hit by this move. His character would cease to

As the density of the dark mana in the temple continuously increased, Kalisha suddenly 
appeared in front of Shi Feng. 

Is she really only at Tier 4?

Normally, not even a Tier 5 existence’s Movement Speed was fast enough to escape 
Shi Feng’s perception.

Players who signed a Soul Contract would have 
to permanently contribute a portion of their soul to the contractor to gain a portion of the 
contractor’s power. 

In the Greater God’s Domain, many players lacking strength would often go down this 
path to achieve further growth. However, this external power could only provide players 
with a considerably limited boost in strength. Normally, it would be no different than 
receiving a God’s blessing. At most, the recipient would see an increase in their 
Physique and Basic Attributes. Moreover, these bonuses would become negligible once 
players reached Tier 6. 

While receiving a small boost in strength was better than nothing, the price of obtaining 
this strength was massive. 

Firstly, players would permanently lose a portion of their souls. Not only would this 
increase the death penalty they suffered by several times, but it would also increase the 
amount of EXP they needed to level up by two or more times. 



Secondly and most importantly, when the contractor of a Soul Contract died, the 
contractee would also follow them to the grave. 

Of course, a Soul Contract wasn’t completely without its benefits. 

The stronger a contractor was, the greater the power players would gain when they 
were at a low tier. This was also why many players would willingly strive for the various 
Evil Gods and Demon Gods. 

“Of course, you can also choose not to enter a contract with me,” Kalisha added as she 
looked at Shi Feng, her bright lips curving into a playful smile. “But in that case, you’ll be 
dying here with me. I can see that you carry a not-so-small secret on you. Are you really 
willing to start over?” 

“Fine. You win,” Shi Feng said begrudgingly. He couldn’t help but feel that the Main God 
System was messing with him. 

However, the Ancient Abyssal God’s Legacy was not some bargain-bin Legacy. If he 
were to lose it, no amount of regret could make up for it. 

“That’s more like it. Let’s begin immediately, then.” Kalisha smiled and nodded. Then, 
seeing as Firenze was about to complete his Spell, she quickly drew an ancient divine 
pattern on the back of Shi Feng’s right hand. “My power is a little special. It cannot 
enhance your body directly, only your weapon. Fortunately, it seems that you are 
carrying a good weapon with you.” 

As soon as Kalisha finished speaking, a new notification appeared before Shi Feng. 

System: You have signed a Soul Contract with Dragon Princess Kalisha. You have 
obtained the Ancient Dragon’s Power. When Ancient Dragon’s Power is activated, you 
may choose to upgrade the rank of one weapon temporarily. As Dragon Princess 
Kalisha is currently at Tier 4, the chosen weapon can only be upgraded up to the 
Legendary rank for 10 minutes. (The first use of Ancient Dragon’s Power will not cost 
anything. Each subsequent use will cost one God Crystal.)

Typically, a party 
of six Tier 4 players would be needed to raid such a monster. 

However, before the Blaze Wolf Chief could take further action, two twofold magic 
arrays suddenly appeared under its feet. Subsequently, ice vines emerged from the 
ground and restrained the Blaze Wolf Chief while lightning bolts descended from the 
sky. 

Tier 4 Barrier Spell, Ice Prison! 

Tier 4 Curse, Lightning Waterfall! 

“Nicely done, Xiaoxiao! This Blaze Wolf Chief is done for now!” 

After the two Spells took effect, a Level 129, Tier 4 female Great Wizard emerged from 
a patch of grass near the Blaze Wolf Chief. The Great Wizard was currently surrounded 
by dense ice-type mana and lightning-type mana. She was none other than the caster 
of Ice Prison and Lightning Waterfall. 

This other female Great Wizard wore an icy-green robe paired with an icy-green mage’s 
hat, and under the hat was a delicate face. At a glance, she looked roughly the same 
age as Wu Xiaoxiao. Yet, unlike Wu Xiaoxiao, the girl wore a golden four-leaf emblem 
on her robe, symbolizing that she had already conquered the World Tower’s fourth floor.

“I admit that Purple Melody has many experts, but how 
many of these experts can you get to help you? Do you truly think the Twin Saints 
Alliance is afraid of you?”

The Seven Luminaries Teleportation Crystal was indeed an incredibly valuable treasure.

I noticed that 
you were quite surprised to see him just now.”

“He’s a famous figure from your God’s Domain?” Midsummer’s eyes brightened when 
she heard Wu Xiaoxiao’s answer. “Is he strong?” 

Midsummer was aware that Wu Xiaoxiao came from an isolated God’s Domain. From 
what she heard from Wu Xiaoxiao, the God’s Domain she came from was incredibly 
weak. 

However, from what Midsummer could tell, Wu Xiaoxiao possessed incredible talent. 
Two days ago, Wu Xiaoxiao had even conquered the World Tower’s third floor, 
becoming one of the few Superior Adventurers in the Ancient River Kingdom.

Legacy, but it also housed a Divine Artifact. Hence, the Ancient River Kingdom’s annual 
Rookie Competition would always attract countless Tier 4 players under Level 140. 
Many titled experts would even lower their levels and tier to Level 140, Tier 4 just to 
participate in the competition. 

The Ancient River Secret Land was also why the Ancient River Kingdom’s Ten Great 
Paragons refused to ascend to higher tiers even after many years had passed. 

Because of the fierce competition, not even ordinary fourth-floor experts could get into 
the preliminaries’ top 100. In past competitions, even the weakest player in the top 100 
would be a titled expert. 

“You don’t have to worry about this. I have a way to get you two into the top 100. I can 
even give you a fighting chance against those paragons,” Shi Feng said, smiling. 

Others might not know what secrets the Ancient River Secret Land housed, but he knew 
some of them. 

The trials awaiting players in the Ancient River Secret Land weren’t a test of strength. 
Instead, it was more so a test of the Completion Rate of players’ Mana Bodies. 

Moreover, the reason the Dragon Princess had teleported him to the Ancient River 
Kingdom should be because of the Ancient River Secret Land. 

After he had arrived in the Ancient River Kingdom, the Seven Luminaries Codex still did 
not show any reactions. So, the only explanation he could come up with for this situation 
was that the Codex’s fragment was hidden in the Ancient River Secret Land, the most 
mysterious place in the Ancient River Kingdom.

After waiting in line for over an hour, Shi Feng’s party finally welcomed their turn. 

After the Level 180, Tier 4 NPC soldier inspected Shi Feng’s party with an Identification 
Skill, he said, “I have verified your identities. It will be nine Silver Mana Coins for all 
three of you to enter the city.

As for Gold Mana Coins, rumors mentioned that the value of one Gold Mana Coin was 
comparable to one unit of Seven Luminaries Crystal. Of course, nobody would be so 
foolish as to trade Seven Luminaries Crystals for Gold Mana Coins.

At the heart of Gazing Moon City, inside the Twin Saints Alliance’s Guild Hall… 

Roughly half an hour after Shi Feng’s party entered Gazing Moon City, a Level 150, Tier 
5 Ranger hurriedly entered a private room inside the Twin Saints Alliance’s Guild Hall. 

The mana in the room was in a liquid state. Currently, there was a Tier 4 young man 
with messy hair sitting cross-legged in the middle of the room. If one observed this 
young man carefully, one would notice that the mana his body radiated was already 
close to achieving a solid state. This scene was astonishing as the density and strength 
of this mana shouldn’t belong to a Tier 4 player. 

“What is it?” the savage-looking young man asked in a dissatisfied tone as he looked at 
the Tier 5 Ranger. 

“Those three people have entered Gazing Moon City, Lord Saint Three,” the Level 150 
Ranger hurriedly reported. “Should we take action now?” 
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“Black Flame? The God List’s fourth-ranked Asura Sword Emperor?” Saint Three’s lips 
curled into a sinister smile when he heard the Tier 5 Ranger’s report. “How interesting. I 
thought that useless Uncaring Arrogance was joking with me when he told me this 
name. I didn’t think it would be true.” 



“He is merely a titled expert from a small world, Lord Saint Three. Setting aside the fact 
that he is inferior to the third-ranked Lord Saint Nine, so long as you give me the word, I 
will bring him to immediately,” the Tier 5 Ranger said confidently. In addition to being a 
titled expert, he also had an overwhelming advantage of twenty levels and one tier over 
the expert named Black Flame. 

“Inferior to Saint Nine?” Saint Three laughed when he heard the Ranger’s words. “Do 
you know that Saint Nine lost to someone in that small world you speak of?” 

“Someone defeated Lord Saint Nine? Could it be the God List’s first-ranked player?” the 
Tier 5 Ranger exclaimed. 

The experts on the Miniature Ancient World’s God-ranked Expert List would rarely clash 
with each other. They were only given their ranks because of the strength they 
displayed. 

Even so, if he were to name someone who could defeat Saint Nine, the only person he 
could think of would be the God List’s first-ranked player. 

“No, it’s not that person,” Saint Three said, shaking his head. Then, he snickered and 
continued, “He got defeated by a peerless genius nurtured by the Paimon 
Conglomerate. From the reports, the other party is called Meteor. There is also a person 
named Star Snail who should be roughly as strong as Saint Nine.” 

The Tier 5 Ranger was surprised by this news, and he couldn’t help but be awed by the 
Paimon Conglomerate’s strength. 

It should be known that Saint Nine was a rare genius that the Twin Saints Alliance 
would only see once every several decades. If not for Saint Three, a genius that would 
appear only once every century, appearing out of the blue, Saint Nine would most likely 
be preparing to take over the Twin Saints Alliance already. 

Yet, out of the internal geniuses the Paimon Conglomerate had dispatched to the 
Miniature Ancient World, there was actually one who could beat Saint Nine and another 
who could match Saint Nine. 

“However, from a piece of insider news I got from the Paimon Conglomerate, Meteor 
has lost to Black Flame and a female Swordsman. Although the Seven Luminaries 
Alliance has yet to update its ranking list, the God List’s top three should see Black 
Flame and that mysterious female Swordsman in it,” Saint Three said with a fervent 
look. “So, do you understand what I want to do?” 

“A public execution!” the Tier 5 Ranger answered almost instinctively. 

“That’s right!” Saint Three said in delight. “I will publicly execute that Black Flame in the 
Ancient River Secret Land and let the various conglomerates’ internal geniuses know 



who is the real genius! As for those two women, so long as they leave Gazing Moon 
City, find an opportunity to kill them and retrieve my Seven Luminaries Teleportation 
Crystal.” 

“Understood!” The Tier 5 Ranger bowed before leaving the room.

Nighttime, Gazing Moon Hotel: 

The Gazing Moon Hotel was the most luxurious hotel in the heart of Gazing Moon City. 
Meanwhile, the hotel’s top-floor VIP room was also the most expensive hotel room in 
the city. It cost ten Gold Mana Coins just to stay in the room for one night, yet the 
average Tier 5 expert didn’t even earn five Gold Mana Coins per day. 

“I had to bankrupt myself to rent this room for three days, Brother Black Flame…” 
Midsummer said as she placed her hand on her money pouch with an agonized look on 
her face. 

She had never dared to dream about staying in one of the Gazing Moon Hotel’s top-
floor VIP rooms before. Out of the many years she had spent in the Greater God’s 
Domain, never had she spent more than five Silver Mana Coins a night renting a hotel 
room. Yet, Shi Feng had not only helped her break this record, but he had even gotten 
her to rent this extravagant room for three whole days. 

If they couldn’t earn any money during these three days, they would be so broke that 
they wouldn’t be able to afford any food or accommodation. 

When Shi Feng, who had changed into a gray boilersuit, saw the anxious expressions 
on Midsummer’s and Wu Xiaoxiao’s faces, he chuckled and said, “Don’t look at me like 
that. I called you two here for something good.” 

“Something good?” Midsummer looked at Shi Feng skeptically. “What is it?” 

Chuckling, Shi Feng answered, “I’m taking you two to go mining!” 

Upon hearing this, both Midsummer and Wu Xiaoxiao immediately rolled their eyes at 
Shi Feng. 

They were staying in the most expensive hotel room in Gazing Moon City, yet Shi Feng 
was now telling them to do the least profitable job in the Greater God’s Domain. This 
was already beyond extravagance. 

Gazing Moon City might be situated on top of a mountain range, but the ore veins 
surrounding it weren’t particularly valuable. They were mostly Copper and Iron veins. 
There wasn’t even a single Grade 3 ore vein nearby. Players would be fortunate if they 



could earn even a single Silver Mana Coin after toiling for an entire day. Because of 
this, only NPCs would be willing to work as a Miner in Gazing Moon City. 

“You’ll understand once you see it for yourself,” Shi Feng said, shaking his head and 
chuckling when Midsummer and Wu Xiaoxiao glared at him. 

After saying so, Shi Feng took out an ancient bronze key from his bag. The key radiated 
a nine-colored glow, and Shi Feng turned it in mid-air after taking it out. 

Immediately, a space-time passage the size of a person appeared in the middle of the 
room. This was none other than the entrance to the miniature world formed by the 
Primal Ore Vein. 

“A Primal Ore Vein!?” 

Midsummer and Wu Xiaoxiao were dumbfounded when they saw the space-time 
passage. 

They weren’t ignorant little girls. 

So long as one spent some time researching in God’s Domain’s various libraries, one 
would find information on all sorts of ore veins. 

Meanwhile, out of the various ore veins in God’s Domain, the best and safest one would 
have to be the Primal Ore Vein. 

According to rumors, a Primal Ore Vein was a world of its own. Meanwhile, the amount 
of Seven Luminaries Crystals a Primal Ore Vein produced each day could rival half the 
daily production volume of an Elementary God’s Domain. So, gaining control over a 
Primal Ore Vein would be akin to gaining control over half an Elementary God’s 
Domain’s wealth. 

So, it was only natural they would be surprised to learn that Shi Feng possessed a 
Primal Ore Vein. 

“Don’t be so surprised. This Primal Ore Vein is damaged, so I’m not sure exactly how 
many Seven Luminaries Crystals it can produce,” Shi Feng said with a bitter smile when 
he saw the two girls’ sparkling eyes. 

Currently, whether Midsummer and Wu Xiaoxiao could reach the Ancient River Secret 
Land’s depths depended entirely on the Primal Ore Vein before them. 

There were 99 Hidden Constructions in the Starlight Realm, and the value of each of 
these Hidden Constructions surpassed even the total value of an entire country in the 
Greater God’s Domain. Because of this, the existence of Hidden Constructions was 
widely known in the Greater God’s Domain. 



Only 40 out of the Starlight Realm’s 99 Hidden Constructions were found during Shi 
Feng’s previous life. Out of these 40 Hidden Constructions found, one of them was 
situated in Gazing Moon City. Meanwhile, its name was the Hundred Refinement 
Building! 

However, even though Zero Wing’s base of development was in Gazing Moon City 
during Shi Feng’s previous life, Zero Wing wasn’t the one that obtained the Hundred 
Refinement Building. Instead, it was found by the Midnight Tea Party, an adventure 
team that eventually became known throughout the entire Greater God’s Domain! 

Meanwhile, as its name suggested, the Hundred Refinement Building allowed players to 
conduct 100 assisted training simulations. Of the 99 Hidden Constructions in the 
Starlight Realm, the Hundred Refinement Building ranked 39th. 

As for the simulations the Hundred Refinement Building offered to players, they weren’t 
ordinary combat simulations. Instead, the establishment helped players simulate the 
perfect state of their Mana Bodies 100 times. It was akin to players receiving heavenly 
assistance in the development of their Mana Bodies. 

However, players could only enter the Hundred Refinement Building once in their 
lifetime. Even if they deleted their accounts and created new ones, they couldn’t enter 
the establishment for a second time. 

Meanwhile, the cost of purchasing the Hundred Refinement Building was 10,000 units 
of Seven Luminaries Crystal. Moreover, the player seeking to purchase the Hidden 
Construction needed to have an Epic Mana Body at a 90% Completion Rate or above. 

Currently, Shi Feng had already met the Mana Body criteria. All he was missing were 
10,000 units of Seven Luminaries Crystal. 

If he were to mine for Seven Luminaries Crystals by himself, he definitely couldn’t 
harvest enough to purchase the Hundred Refinement Building before the Ancient River 
Kingdom’s Rookie Competition started in six days. However, as he didn’t dare to 
casually reveal the Primal Ore Vein’s existence to just anyone, he had no choice but to 
get Midsummer and Wu Xiaoxiao to help him. As for whether the Primal Ore Vein could 
generate 10,000 units of Seven Luminaries Crystal in six days, that was entirely 
dependent on luck. 

“Let’s head inside if you’re ready.” 

When Shi Feng saw that Midsummer and Wu Xiaoxiao had already changed into 
boilersuits, he stepped into the space-time passage. 
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Primal Ore Vein’s miniature world: 

“Incredible!” 

As soon as Midsummer and Wu Xiaoxiao stepped out of the space-time passage, they 
were immediately shocked and awed by the sight before them. 

The Primal Ore Vein’s miniature world was a magnificent mountain range sitting under 
the starry sky. Meanwhile, sparkling Seven Luminaries Crystals could be seen all over 
the mountain range. At first glance, it was as if the mountain range was made up of 
Seven Luminaries Crystals. 

“So, this is the world formed by a Primal Ore Vein?” 

When Midsummer and Wu Xiaoxiao looked at the scene before them, they more or less 
understood why even upper-ranking hegemonic powers would do everything they could 
to seize any Primal Ore Vein they came across. 

However, seizing a Primal Ore Vein was incredibly difficult. 

Unlike other ore veins found in the fields, Primal Ore Veins were located inside isolated 
miniature worlds, and only those with the key could enter these miniature worlds. 

Although the key wasn’t a bound item, it wouldn’t necessarily drop just because its 
owner was killed, either. Not to mention, the key didn’t need to be kept in a player’s bag 
space. Players were free to store it wherever they wanted. So, it was nigh-impossible 
for even upper-ranking hegemonic powers to seize a Primal Ore Vein by force. 

This was also why the various powers highly desired Primal Ore Veins. 

Owning a Primal Ore Vein would be equivalent to owning a stable supply of Seven 
Luminaries Crystals. Powers wouldn’t have to worry about this supply getting snatched, 
and they wouldn’t have to send large amounts of manpower to protect it. All they 
needed to do was to store the key in a safe and hidden location. 

In the Greater God’s Domain, some powers would even be willing to trade a fully 
occupied Elementary God’s Domain for a Primal Ore Vein. 

An entire Elementary God’s Domain! 



It should be known that the average hegemonic power would only have one fully 
occupied Elementary God’s Domain. In other words, one Primal Ore Vein was 
essentially equivalent to all of an ordinary hegemonic power’s assets. 

Shi Feng sighed in relief when he saw the state of the Primal Ore Vein. 

Although nearly half the entire mountain range was damaged, looking like something 
had pierced it, the mountain range’s ambient mana was incredibly dense. Meanwhile, 
the density of a Primal Ore Vein’s ambient mana directly correlated to the amount of 
Seven Luminaries Crystals it could produce each day. The denser the mana a Primal 
Ore Vein could generate, the greater the volume of Seven Luminaries Crystals it could 
produce. 

Fortunately, despite being damaged, the density of the mountain range’s ambient mana 
was only slightly lower than an intact Primal Ore Vein’s ambient mana. So, harvesting 
10,000 units of Seven Luminaries Crystals within six days shouldn’t be out of the 
question. 

“We’re limited on time, so let’s begin right away. If you get tired, return to the room to 
rest immediately; don’t push yourselves. Otherwise, it’s going to affect your mining 
efficiency,” Shi Feng said to the two girls before promptly approaching a nearby Seven 
Luminaries Crystal. 

The process of mining ores in God’s Domain was simple. No particular Skills were 
required. Players only needed to have the appropriate mining tools. Although mining 
tools would lose durability with use, players would receive Mining Proficiency in return. 
Meanwhile, the higher a player’s Mining Proficiency, the more efficient they could mine 
ores. 

Compared to mining ores, locating the ores themselves was the biggest problem. 

It was especially true for players looking to mine Seven Luminaries Crystals. Because of 
their rarity and preciousness, searching for naturally-occurring Seven Luminaries 
Crystals in a vast mountain range was an incredibly troublesome process. 

The good thing was that most of the Primal Ore Vein’s Seven Luminaries Crystals were 
located on the surface. This significantly reduced the mining difficulty, and they should 
be able to mine at high efficiency even with only three people. 

When Midsummer and Wu Xiaoxiao saw Shi Feng going into action, they grew excited 
and went to work as well. 

Seven Luminaries Crystals were a hard currency in God’s Domain. They were much 
more valuable than even Gold Mana Coins. Although rumors stated that one Gold Mana 
Coin was just as valuable as one unit of Seven Luminaries Crystal, players would 
usually have to spend ten Gold Mana Coins just to buy one unit of Seven Luminaries 



Crystal. Even then, rarely would anybody be willing to sell their Seven Luminaries 
Crystals at such a price. 

After all, rather than sell Seven Luminaries Crystals for a bunch of coins, it’d be much 
better to use the crystals to hire Tier 5 and Tier 6 experts. With just 5,000 units of Seven 
Luminaries Crystals, one could hire the services of a Tier 6 expert for one month. 

So long as they had several Tier 6 experts guarding them, not even the Ancient River 
Kingdom’s six ruling hegemonic powers would risk attacking them unless absolutely 
necessary. 

In a sense, Seven Luminaries Crystals were power in the Greater God’s Domain. Some 
international merchant alliances in the Greater God’s Domain could even destroy entire 
kingdoms or stand toe-to-toe with upper-ranking hegemonic powers by relying only on 
the Seven Luminaries Crystals they earned. 

A moment later, Shi Feng arrived before a Seven Luminaries Crystal and began mining 
it carefully. Then, thirty seconds later, the large crystal transformed into a finger-sized 
crystal that held two units of Seven Luminaries Crystal. At the same time, the sound of a 
system notification also entered his ears.

System: Mining Proficiency +10, Apprentice Miner (10/2,000). Obtained 0.5% EXP.

How lucrative. Each crystal mined grants 0.5% EXP. Leveling up here will be at least 
ten times faster than leveling up outside. No wonder the various upper-ranking 
hegemonic powers’ and apex powers’ geniuses can level up so quickly. Shi Feng was 
surprised when he read the system notification. 

Upon reaching Level 120, even Tier 4 experts would need two or three days to level up 
once. Moreover, this time would only increase as players reached even higher levels. 

Yet, now, he obtained 0.5% EXP just from mining Seven Luminaries Crystals once in 
the Primal Ore Vein. This place was paradise for players seeking to level up. 

When Midsummer and Wu Xiaoxiao finished mining their first Seven Luminaries Crystal, 
they, too, were dumbfounded by the rewards they got. 

If they were given 0.5% EXP for each Seven Luminaries Crystal they mined, they would 
only need to mine 200 crystals to level up. This was simply unbelievable. 

It should be known that leveling up in the fields was an incredibly tedious process. 
However, even peerless geniuses couldn’t avoid this process. After all, geniuses might 



possess great talent, but they could only become a powerhouse if they had the 
necessary level. Without reaching a certain level, players couldn’t even get promoted to 
higher tiers. 

If geniuses could spend less time grinding for levels, they could spend more time 
developing their techniques or searching for better weapons, equipment, and Legacies. 
They also wouldn’t have to worry about dying. 

It wouldn’t be an exaggeration to say that the value of the Primal Ore Vein’s leveling 
benefit was comparable to the Seven Luminaries Crystals it produced. 

After discovering this unexpected benefit, Midsummer and Wu Xiaoxiao began mining 
with even greater enthusiasm. 

Although neither of them was in a hurry to get promoted to Tier 5, the sooner they 
reached Level 140, the more time they would have to spend on creating a strong Mana 
Body. This, in turn, would give them a greater advantage after they reached Tier 5. After 
all, an integral part of a Tier 5 player’s strength was the Mana Body they created. 

The strength of a Mana Body Tier 5 players created for themselves would affect their 
combat power significantly. Depending on the quality of the Mana Body created, the 
difference between two Tier 5 players could be as large as the difference between a 
Tier 3 player and a Tier 4 player. 

Subsequently, time passed by rapidly. Half a day had already gone by in the blink of an 
eye, and Shi Feng’s group of three had harvested all of the Seven Luminaries Crystals 
they could find in the mountain range’s inner and outer zones. The trio harvested 2,100 
units of Seven Luminaries Crystals in total. This far exceeded the total daily income of 
the Ancient River Kingdom’s superpowers. At the same time, the trio also saw their 
levels increasing by two. More specifically, Shi Feng and Midsummer had reached 
Level 131, while Wu Xiaoxiao had reached Level 129. 

However, mining was very Stamina-demanding. Even Shi Feng, with his Basic 
Attributes that rivaled Superior Mythic monsters, had to stop and rest after mining for 
half a day. 

Unlike Midsummer and Wu Xiaoxiao, Shi Feng did not choose to enjoy the free meals 
that came with the VIP room while waiting for his Stamina to recover. Instead, he chose 
to log out of the game to rest his mind.

God’s Domain Association: 



When Shi Feng returned to the real world, he was greeted by a series of message alerts 
before he could even get out of his virtual gaming cabin. He received well over a 
hundred messages, and they were sent to him from more than a dozen people. 

Did something happen? 

When Shi Feng looked at his unread messages, he saw that the majority of them came 
from Su Qianliu and Hidden Soul. Each of them had sent him more than 30 messages 
consecutively, so something urgent must have happened. 
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The afternoon sun’s glaring rays shone brightly into Shi Feng’s room. While eating the 
God’s Domain Association’s complimentary lunch, which would typically cost 200 Star 
Coins, by the window walls, Shi Feng read through the many messages he received. 

How surprising. It’s been only a day, yet so many changes have happened in the 
Miniature Ancient World, Shi Feng thought, astonished by the messages Su Qianliu and 
Hidden Soul had sent him. 

The majority of Su Qianliu’s messages were inquiries about his safety. After all, he had 
gone up against a Tier 5 Demon King in the temple. Tier 5 Legendary monsters were 
incredibly rare in God’s Domain. Every one of them was a walking disaster, and raiding 
a Legendary monster typically required a team of 20 Tier 5 players or a 1,000-man 
legion of high-level Tier 4 players. Moreover, this was after factoring in the use of 
various tools. 

So, for a Tier 4 player to fight a Tier 5 Demon King without any support was no different 
than suicide. 

Aside from expressing her concerns, Su Qianliu also mentioned Laura Crader’s 
unexpected appearance and how the Glimmering Sword had single-handedly repelled 
Meteor and the other geniuses from the Paimon Conglomerate. Afterward, Laura had 
even escorted Zero Wing’s team safely out of the Land of Ancient Dragons. 

As for Hidden Soul, her messages had arrived only a few hours ago. 

Whether it was Shi Feng’s performance against the Demon King Firenze or Laura’s fight 
with Meteor, news of both had already spread across the entire Miniature Ancient World 
and caused a huge sensation. Even the Seven Luminaries Alliance had hastily updated 
its God-ranked Expert List. 



However, the God-ranked Expert List wasn’t changed simply because of Shi Feng and 
Laura. Aside from the first-ranked player, everyone else on the list saw a drastic change 
in their ranks. This was because the Seven Luminaries Alliance had begun to record the 
various conglomerates’ internal geniuses on the God-ranked Expert List, which the 
alliance did not do previously. 

Meanwhile, as soon as the new God List appeared, everyone in the Miniature Ancient 
World was shocked. 

Out of the original top 10 players on the God List, the only ones that remained in the top 
10 were the first-ranked player and the fourth-ranked Asura Sword Emperor. Everyone 
else was removed from the top 10. Moreover, not only did Shi Feng’s position on the list 
not increase, but he had even fallen to seventh place. 

The Miniature Ancient World’s various powers felt great pressure from this sudden 
change. The fact that the various conglomerates’ internal geniuses were revealing 
themselves to the public now meant that these conglomerates intended to invest in the 
Miniature Ancient World. This was not good news for the various powers. 

Aside from the various conglomerates’ behavior, another thing that surprised the 
various powers was the Asura Mercenary Alliance. 

Out of the top ten positions on the God List, the Asura Mercenary Alliance occupied two 
of them. Aside from the seventh-ranked Asura Sword Emperor, there was also the 
eighth-ranked Glimmering Sword. This situation instantly caused the Asura Mercenary 
Alliance to become a hot topic. Some hegemonic powers have even started to consider 
strengthening their partnership with the mercenary alliance. 

However, the most astonishing piece of news Hidden Soul brought to Shi Feng would 
still have to be the Desolate Star Corporation’s willingness to establish a Trade Center 
in the Abyssal Star Primordial City. 

Players unfamiliar with the Greater God’s Domain might be foreign to the concept of 
Trade Centers in God’s Domain, but anyone who had interacted with the various foreign 
powers would understand the value of a Trade Center.

The 
benefits of using a Mana Body Training Scroll would carry on throughout the rest of a 
player’s career in God’s Domain. Trying to buy one such scroll for only 200 Gold Mana 
Coins was practically a dream.

Originally, Shi Feng already had a huge need for Seven Luminaries Crystals because of 
his quest to collect 300 God Crystals in three months. Now, he had to collect another 
89,000 units of Seven Luminaries Crystal on top of that. 

It should be known that the Primal Ore Vein’s production volume was about 4,000 units 
per day. Even if they worked without rest, they would still need 23 days to collect 89,000 
units. 

It seems I’ll have to hire some NPCs. Shi Feng sighed. 

Although players could hire NPCs to mine ores on their behalf, the cost would increase 
depending on the value of the ore vein. Simply put, the NPCs would take a cut of the 
ores they mined. In the case of a Primal Ore Vein, the NPCs would take 30% of the 
ores they mined. This price was no different than highway robbery. 

This was why powers that owned a Primal Ore Vein would usually have their own 
members do the mining rather than wasting over 1,000 units of Seven Luminaries 
Crystal each day to hire a bunch of NPCs. Their members could even get the benefit of 
leveling up quickly while mining in the Primal Ore Vein.

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Chapter 304 – Legendary Control 

Initially, only a trace of Eternal Energy was present in the isolated combat room. 
However, as time continued to pass, the Eternal Energy in the room grew denser and 
denser. 

In less than a minute, the entire combat room was shrouded in a thin layer of light-
purple mist. 

What dense Eternal Energy! My brain activity has doubled at the very minimum! Even 
my affinity with mana has improved by two whole levels! This effect is unbelievable! 

Shi Feng mentally exclaimed time and again when he sensed the Eternal Energy 
enveloping his body. 

Typically, one could only find Eternal Energy in the many Legacy Lands of Gods found 
across the Greater God’s Domain. Even so, the Eternal Energy found in these Legacy 
Lands usually only existed in trace amounts. At most, it could give players an easier 
time learning their Legacies. However, the amount of Eternal Energy present in this 
room was roughly triple the amount found in the various Gods’ Legacy Lands. 



It should be known that Eternal Energy could be used to forcibly increase a player’s 
brain activity. 

Meanwhile, an increase in brain activity could bring various improvements to players. 
Not only would this change enhance their thinking speed, but they could also multitask 
at much greater efficiency. Players would also see a significant improvement in their 
control in various aspects. 

If a player’s brain activity was doubled, it’d be akin to a person having an eureka 
moment. In such a state, it’d be difficult for a player not to improve. 

Not to mention, the dense Eternal Energy in the room also helped to increase players’ 
affinity with mana by two whole levels. 

To put this into perspective, if an ordinary player could initially only vaguely perceive the 
existence and manipulate this mana as if they were wielding a greatsword with one 
hand, then after having their mana affinity enhanced by this room’s Eternal Energy, 
they’d become a genius who could clearly perceive mana and manipulate it as if they 
were a master calligrapher wielding a feather pen. They could manipulate mana to their 
hearts’ desire with little to no effort. 

Eternal Energy was also the biggest difference separating ordinary hegemonic powers 
from upper-ranking hegemonic powers.

Although he had 
developed his Mana Body to the legendary 120% Completion Rate, it couldn’t serve as 



In terms of 
complexity, a Legendary Mana Body was vastly superior to an Epic Mana Body. 

If he were to equate magic arrays to gears, an Epic Mana Body would be made up of a 
few hundred gears, while a Legendary Mana Body would be made up of upwards of 
1,000 gears. 

Even with his previous life’s experience, he had only managed to develop his 
Legendary Mana Body to 110% Completion Rate before reaching a roadblock. If he 
wished to progress his Legendary Mana Body by even 1%, he would have to invest a lot 
of time and effort into researching the proper way to control it.

As an icing on 
the cake, she even possessed an Epic Mana Body. 

Unfortunately, despite her talent and efforts, she hit a dead end after developing her 
Epic Mana Body to 110% Completion Rate, and increasing it by even one more percent 
felt like an impossible task for her.

Once their homeworld integrated with the Greater World, it wouldn’t matter how much 
money or influence they previously possessed in their homeworld. None of it would 
matter, and they would have to start from scratch in the Greater World.

Time flowed rapidly, and three days went by in the Hundred Refinement Building in the 
blink of an eye. 

Inside one of the Hundred Refinement Building’s combat room, Shi Feng sat cross-
legged as he started his final assisted simulation.
