"For thousands of years, I have seen many Demon Spirit Gemstones, and many people contracting with 

Demon Spirit Gemstones. I can assure you, your spiritual force far exceeds that of ordinary people. If 

you practice Ghostly Eye Covering, which I studied, and fully develop and train your spiritual force, you 

have a great chance to successfully contract with that Imperial Seal. As for how you can come into 

contact with the Imperial Seal, that’s a matter for you to resolve yourself. To achieve such a great 

fortune, naturally, you must make some sacrifices."

Li Xiu opened his eyes, green 

light scattered from them, condensing into points of green light in front of him.

Before long, hordes of Frenzied Beasts charged up from the mountain below, coming from all sides, 

leaving it unclear how many Frenzied Beasts the forest harbored. 

 

Observing his environment, Li Xiu knew it was too late to flee, but he had no intention to run.

Wood?" the tree face said with a deep voice. 

 



"Haven’t I told you, in this day and age, Demon Spirit Wood is no longer a secret? I’ve even seen a large 

ship built with Demon Spirit Wood that can sail across the Black Death Sea. What’s a mere Demon Spirit 

Wood?" Li Xiu, seeing that all his stabs had left no mark, paused his hands. 

 

"Build a ship with Demon Spirit Wood?" The tree face’s expression changed slightly, "You’re talking 

nonsense. To build a ship with Demon Spirit Wood would require capturing countless Demon Spirits to 

grow it. Even if you had so many Demon Spirits, there wouldn’t be enough seeds." 

 

"I didn’t ask you to believe me; I’ve seen it, so what does your belief matter?" Li Xiu continued studying 

the vase and the Blood Bamboo inside, feeling that this Blood Bamboo must be connected to the Vase 

Monster in some way. 

 

"Hmph, even if you’ve truly seen a ship made of Demon Spirit Wood, it definitely wasn’t grown by the 

Land of Immortality unless it’s something from the Demon Kingdom," the tree face seemed to agree 

that Li Xiu had no reason to lie and changed his tune. 

 

"Didn’t you just say that Demon Spirit Wood was something created by the Land of Immortality? How is 

it now from the Demon Kingdom?" Li Xiu shrugged. 

 

"What do you know? The technology for growing Demon Spirit Wood by the Land of Immortality was 

derived from the remaining records of the Demon Kingdom," the tree face said bitterly. "I was the one 

who originally researched this technology, but that old bastard was so insidious and sly that he used it 

on me, trapping me alive in the Paradise Elixir Bottle, neither able to live nor die." 

 

"Since the bottle is called the Paradise Elixir Bottle, it must have the power to make people immortal. No 

wonder you could survive inside; you should thank those who put you in the bottle, gifting you the great 

fortune of immortality," Li Xiu laughed. 

 

"If you like, when you’re on the brink of death, I’ll put you in the Paradise Elixir Bottle, so you can also 

enjoy the great fortune of immortality," the tree face said sinisterly. 

 

"So this bottle can really bestow immortality?" Li Xiu was surprised. 

 



"More than just immortality; it’s like sharing longevity with the sun and moon, life with heaven and 

earth," the tree face laughed in a spine-chilling way, "The Paradise Elixir Bottle was unearthed from a 

relic in the Demon Kingdom. Originally, it contained mysterious seeds. Only those seeds can grow 

Demon Spirit Wood. There were only so many seeds, and even if they were all successfully grown, there 

wouldn’t be enough Demon Spirit Wood for a large ship." 

 

"So, the large ship made of Demon Spirit Wood I saw must also be a relic from the Demon Kingdom," Li 

Xiu said as he examined the Blood Bamboo in the Paradise Elixir Bottle, "Where did the Blood Bamboo 

here come from?" 

 

"It naturally grew here. After the Paradise Elixir Bottle was found, all the seeds were extracted, but one 

seed remained rooted to the bottom, and it was left alone. That old bastard calculated against me, 

trapping me in the Paradise Elixir Bottle. The Blood Bamboo kept growing, piercing into my body, 

consuming my flesh and blood to grow, while the energy it emitted sustained my life... If I hadn’t 

encountered this Spirit-Eating Tree and thought of using it to transfer my consciousness, I’d be trapped 

in that Paradise Elixir Bottle forever, neither able to live nor die..."
