"However, Mo Ruhai was exiled by the Mo Family, so even if he returns to Longevity City, he cannot
return to the Mo Family, which is why he wanted to take your invitation card, hoping to join another
faction and find a new supporter.”

"Wait a minute, what four major families? Aren’t there only six Commanders who can recruit members
in Longevity Heaven?" Li Xiu frowned.

"The six Commanders are responsible for recruiting from the outside, but before the Longevity
Association was established, Longevity Heaven already had eight major families. However, with the
passage of time and changes in power, now only four major surnames remain in Longevity City. But that
doesn’t mean the other four families completely disappeared; they’ve just merged into the existing four
major surnames."

"Currently, Longevity Heaven’s four major surnames are Li, Mo, Han, and Sun. The Li family is the
lineage of the President of Longevity Heaven.

Many of the members and super members who joined later want to marry into the four
major families, so their descendants can live in Longevity City, enjoy the benefits of Longevity Heaven
from a young age, and undergo trial taker training earlier."

"Isn’t the Wan Family one of the four major surnames?" Li Xiu asked, a bit surprised.



"The Wan Family was originally one of the eight major families but later declined. They weren’t
originally surnamed Wan either.

Vice President Bai
takes charge of the Demon Armor group and some internal affairs, while Vice President Han is elected
by the four major families, representing them and comes from the Han Family."



"The ten elders are personally selected and appointed by the President, enjoying very high treatment
and honor, but usually don’t hold much actual power, often doing the dirty and tiring work of guarding
the Trial Gate. However, becoming an elder grants a chance to reach the Super Spirit stage, so many are
willing to strive for it, although elder positions aren’t easily attainable."
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After Sha Chu’s detailed explanation, Li Xiu roughly understood the main structure of Longsheng Tian,
but figuring out the intricate network of relationships wasn’t that easy.

There must be countless connections between the four great families and the various groups. The
entangled interests and power struggles within even Sha Chu found hard to comprehend.
