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Mo Wuya and the Undying both believed that a Magic Armor Master couldn’t possibly compete with a 

Trial Taker like Jing Li. They were destined to be slain by Jing Li. 

 

Just as they were speaking, Jing Li moved his palm. 

 

At the instant Jing Li unsheathed his blade, the Demon Eye Magic Armor simultaneously erupted with an 

unparalleled radiance, while Demonic Light gleamed like a beacon within his eyes. 

 

In the next moment, Mo Wuya and the Undying widened their eyes in surprise. 

 

All they heard was a snapping sound, as Li Xiu, donning the Demon Eye Magic Armor, actually clasped 

his hands together to catch the long blade swung by Jing Li. 

 

"Such bad luck... managing to catch Jing Li’s blade... Was it coincidence or luck?" The Undying didn’t 

believe this was a premeditated calculation. That blade moved so quickly, who would dare intercept it 

like this? Anyone with proper sense wouldn’t attempt such a thing. 

 

"Not sure," Mo Wuya was equally astonished. 

 

Li Xiu’s ability to catch Jing Li’s blade was already shocking enough, but the fact that Jing Li’s blade was 

indeed caught, unable to move further, was even more astonishing. 

 

Jing Li was a fully-fledged Super Spirit, an unmatched existence among Super Spirits, and yet his blade 

was blocked by a piece of Demon Armor, which seemed utterly inconceivable. 

 

"Could it be that the Magic Armor team has recently achieved a massive breakthrough, having 

developed Magic Armor capable of perfectly contending with Super Spirit Testers?" 

 

Both men looked on in disbelief, while Li Xiu and Jing Li remained in stalemate. 

 



Li Xiu clamped Jing Li’s blade with his hands, and the Demon Eye was already overloaded. White smoke 

began to rise from his body, as the internal Energy Source was being squeezed to the point of melting. 

 

Yet he still felt the power on the blade constantly intensifying, and the Demon Eye Magic Armor was 

nearly unable to withstand it. 

 

Even if Li Xiu could enforce overload, the Energy Source was ultimately finite, and the strength of the 

Magic Armor was also limited. 

 

Although he had never encountered opponents able to challenge the Magic Armor beyond overload 

before, Li Xiu now clearly understood that even if the Demon Eye Magic Armor were to explode, it 

couldn’t defeat the formidable Jing Li standing before him.

Li Xiu remained expressionless, his gaze cold and sharp, as a strange transformation began occurring 

between his hands. The violet-black smoke on the blade seemed to seep into the Demon Eye Magic 

Armor, staining the arm guards the same color. 

 

Moreover, that color spread rapidly, soon dyeing the arm armor of the Demon Eye Magic Armor the 

same hue. 

 

The color swiftly spread across the Demon Eye Magic Armor, causing the Demon Patterns on it to 

undergo peculiar changes.

Li Xiu did not respond, as it was his first time combining the Magic Armor Skill with a Trial Taker’s Super 

Spirit Skill. 

 

The Hand of God combined with Bottle Suction forcibly absorbed Jing Li’s Light Energy into the Magic 

Armor, controlling this Light Energy to merge with the Demon Eye Magic Armor’s own Light Energy. 

 

If the Magic Armor were strong enough, Li Xiu could perfectly combine these dual energies. 

 

Unfortunately, the Demon Eye Magic Armor was not strong enough. Just enduring its own Light Energy 

overload explosion was already overwhelming enough, and now with the absorbed Light Energy, the 

Demon Eye Magic Armor was seriously damaged. Not only was white smoke escaping, but cracks had 

begun appearing in some areas. 

 

Li Xiu knew he couldn’t wait any longer. He coldly eyed Jing Li, and suddenly, light burst from the hands 

clasping the long blade. 

 

A terrifying burst of Light Energy emanated from both hands simultaneously; one energy originating 

from the Demon Eye Magic Armor itself, and the other absorbed from Jing Li. 

 

The two bursts of Light Energy stood opposite to each other: one positive, one negative; one yin, one 

yang; one firm, one gentle, yet remarkably harmonious under Li Xiu’s control. 

 

The spiraling bursts of Light Energy surprisingly caused Jing Li’s blade to rotate as well.

Li Xiu tore off the already ragged Demon Eye Magic Armor from his body and gripped the 

Spiritual Mace in his hand. 

 

"I want to kill you wearing Demon Armor; as you are now, I’m not interested." Jing Li suddenly swung his 

knife at Sha Chu. 

 

The Sword Light Slash landed on the ground in front of Sha Chu, carving a deep trench: "Did you not 

hear me tell you to get the Demon Armor?" 

 

"It doesn’t matter whether I have the Demon Armor or not; there’s no need for such a fuss." Li Xiu spoke 

as he gripped the Spiritual Mace and walked towards Jing Li. 

 



Jing Li frowned as he watched Li Xiu approach, and just as Li Xiu was about to reach him, Jing Li suddenly 

turned, sheathed his knife, and walked away. 

 

"Next time, when you’re wearing Demon Armor, I will come to kill you." With that, Jing Li left without 

looking back. 

 

"This guy is really strange, picking and choosing who to kill." Li Xiu glanced at the already tattered 

Demon Eye Magic Armor on the ground: "This actually saves me the trouble; no need to repair it now." 

 

"It’s quite a miracle you survived under Jing Li’s blade." Sha Chu walked over and said, watching Jing Li’s 

retreating figure. 

 

"Who is he exactly? I’ve never heard of anyone like him in the Four Great Families or the Six Groups; 

with abilities like his, he should be at the Commander Level, yet he’s so unknown." Li Xiu now 

questioned about Jing Li’s background. 

 

"He was a Commander for a few days before, but it was brief, and now he’s not." Sha Chu explained Jing 

Li’s background. 

 

"He’s really a ruthless character." Li Xiu shook his head, "Take those scraps with you, let’s head to the 

Demon Armor group; I need to get another set of Demon Armor." 

 

"You’ll need to get another set; Changshengtian’s Demon Armor is quite formidable, being able to 

contend with someone at Jing Li’s level; you should carry several sets with you." Sha Chu commented 

while picking up the scraps on the ground: "Jing Li will be back, and next time he won’t leave so easily." 

 

"Things always need to be resolved." Li Xiu didn’t say anything more and, after Sha Chu gathered the 

scraps, mounted the Pegasus and headed straight to the research institute. 

 

The Demon Eye Magic Armor is still not strong enough, inferior to the Divine Spirit Magic Armor; if it 

were the Divine Spirit Magic Armor, it might hold out until he could kill Jing Li. 

 

Of course, using that Spiritual Mace might make it a bit simpler. 



 

The reason Li Xiu is reluctant to use the Spiritual Mace easily is not because he doesn’t want to, but 

because when using the Spiritual Mace, the "spiritual" character on it is certain to shine, and if the 

President of Changshengtian found out, Li Xiu worried he might be mistaken for the "spiritual" character 

in the Divining Celestial Secret. 

 

Moreover, this thing doesn’t have Demonic Light and can only be used in close-range combat, which is 

quite inconvenient to use. 

 

Therefore, unless it’s a matter of life and death, Li Xiu prefers not to use the Spiritual Mace in front of 

others. 

 

Upon arriving at the research institute, Lei Qingfeng and Qiu Tianyu immediately came up to him. 

 

"Commander, Professor Xu has been eagerly anticipating your visit, there are some issues with the 

Divine Spirit Magic Armor that need your input to resolve..." Qiu Tianyu said. 

 

"Let’s not talk about that now, I need to change into a new set of armor." Li Xiu gestured for Sha Chu to 

place the pile of scraps on the floor. 

 

"What is this?" Qiu Tianyu and Lei Qingfeng were both taken aback, not knowing what this pile of ragged 

things was. 

 

"Demon Eye Magic Armor." Li Xiu stated. 

 

Qiu Tianyu and Lei Qingfeng’s eyes widened immediately: "This is Demon Eye Magic Armor?" 

 

They couldn’t believe this pile of trash could be Demon Eye Magic Armor, thinking Li Xiu was joking. 

 

"Yes, it’s the Demon Eye Magic Armor, it’s damaged, and I need to replace it with a new set." Li Xiu said. 

 



Seeing Li Xiu wasn’t joking, the two quickly rummaged through the pile of scraps, finally recognizing it 

and truly realizing it was the Demon Eye Magic Armor. 

 

"Commander... how did the Demon Eye Magic Armor become like this..." Qiu Tianyu cautiously asked. 

 

"I had a fight with someone, and the armor got damaged." Li Xiu said while walking towards the 

research institute’s warehouse. 

 

He had already decided which set of armor he wanted; that particular set might allow him to last longer 

in battle. 

 

"A fight with someone could damage the armor this badly?" Lei Qingfeng and Qiu Tianyu could hardly 

believe it but dared only to think about it silently. 

 

"Commander, who did you fight with?" Lei Qingfeng asked. 

 

"Jing Li." Li Xiu casually replied. 

 

"Jing Li!" Lei Qingfeng and Qiu Tianyu’s eyes widened, looking at Li Xiu in disbelief, "You fought Jing Li 

and came back alive?" 

 

"Nonsense, can I come back if I’m dead?" Li Xiu pointed at the warehouse door and said, "Open the 

door." 

 

"Commander... isn’t this inappropriate... the Demon Eye Magic Armor isn’t even yours, changing it like 

this doesn’t seem right?" Qiu Tianyu said with a wry smile. 

 

"I’m still the Commander of the Technician Group; you took the Divine Spirit Magic Armor for research, 

and the Demon Eye Magic Armor is damaged; I don’t even have a set of armor on me, is that 

reasonable?" Li Xiu glared at him. 

 

Qiu Tianyu helplessly opened the warehouse door and walked in with Li Xiu. 



 

Without hesitation, Li Xiu walked to the innermost row of armors, grabbed one of them, and turned to 

leave. 

 

Previously, when they introduced these armors, Li Xiu hesitated between Divine Spirit Magic Armor and 

this set; now was the perfect time to choose this one. 

 

Those other ones like the Thousand-Handed Guanyin, Suicide Bomber, and Artificial No. 13 didn’t seem 

reliable; the Furnace Guardian seemed more dependable. 

 

The Furnace Guardian didn’t have remarkable other features, but its material was incredibly resilient; it 

was said to be made of some nearly uncuttable Super Spirit Material, forged in a high-temperature 

furnace. 

 

The entire molding process of this set of armor was completed in that high-temperature furnace, 

resulting in the Furnace Guardian being like a solid block of iron after being forged, unable to be 

activated or dismantled, not even smashed open, which is why the Super Spirit Demon Core and Super 

Spirit Gemstone inside haven’t been extracted yet. 

 

Li Xiu intended to use this armor to battle Jing Li once again; not dealing with Jing Li is an ongoing 

problem. 
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Bringing the Furnace Guardian back to Courtyard No. 7, first he summoned the injured Jedi Knight and 

the Dragon Vein Spirit to check their injuries. 

 

The Jedi Knight’s injuries were not light, but they weren’t fatal either. With resources, recovery 

shouldn’t be difficult. 

 

The Dragon Vein Spirit had numerous injuries, but the wounds inflicted by the large bird weren’t too 

serious, and should recover easily. 

 

The more severe injury was the slash by Jing Li, which was quite serious. To fully recover, it likely 

requires a large amount of resources. 



 

Moreover, Li Xiu didn’t know which gemstone the Dragon Vein Spirit needed for its attributes, which 

was quite troublesome. 

 

Without the corresponding gemstone or resources on hand, Li Xiu could only gather them back first and 

wait until he obtained resources to exchange for the gemstone they needed and then treat their 

injuries. 

 

Placing the Furnace Guardian to the side, Li Xiu took out the items he picked up in the bird’s nest, and 

gave the golden bracelet and collar to Sha Chu, asking her to exchange them for resources first. 

 

In Longevity City, Jing Li couldn’t act recklessly, and his target was Li Xiu, having nothing to do with Sha 

Chu. 

 

After Sha Chu left, Li Xiu took out the Ink Jade Short Tube, holding it in his hand for study. 

 

After studying it for a good while, he still couldn’t figure out what this thing was. 

 

"Could it be a telescope?" Li Xiu placed his eyes against the black crystals on both ends, looking into the 

sun, but all he saw was darkness, completely non-transparent. 

 

"Taking such great risks and even destroying the Demon Eye Magic Armor, only to end up with such an 

unknown object, this is a huge loss." Unwilling to give up, Li Xiu continued his research. 

 

He wanted to find a flashlight to see if he could shine light into it, perhaps to discover something. 

 

After looking around, he couldn’t find a flashlight, and feeling too lazy to buy one, he directly released 

the light energy of the Forbidden Spear, illuminating it from one end of the black crystal. 

 

The fluorescent white light did shine in, but it could only enter a little before disappearing, without 

penetrating through the other end, and nothing could be seen inside. 

 



However, the tip of the black crystal illuminated appeared clean and transparent; it was unclear why the 

light disappeared shortly after entering. 

 

"Is the light not strong enough?" Li Xiu pondered, changing the light energy of the Forbidden Spear to 

his own Ultimate Light, shining the transparent light on one end of the black crystal.

must first decipher all these characters." Li Xiu quietly pondered, "There should be some research on 

Demon Kingdom script within the Land of Long Life, but I don’t know where." 

 

Li Xiu put away the short tube and was about to go out to find out where to research the Demon 

Kingdom script when he opened the door and saw Li Qingyi about to knock. 

 

Fortunately, Li Qingyi reacted quickly, or his finger would have knocked on Li Xiu’s forehead. 

 

"What’s this? Coming to hit me right at my door?" Li Xiu said with a smile. 

 

"Shouldn’t I hit you?" Li Qingyi didn’t wait for Li Xiu to invite her in, she directly walked into the 

courtyard, sat down on the jade stool inside, and gestured for Li Xiu to close the door. 

 

Li Xiu had no choice but to close the door and sat down opposite Li Qingyi. 

 

"Why should I be hit?" Li Xiu asked with a smile. 

 

"Didn’t I tell you to be careful lately? Why did you go to the Trial Gate again?" Li Qingyi asked. 

 

"Elder sister, I need to live, I need to eat, I need clothes, I need to feed the magic spirit, all these require 

money. If I don’t go to the Land of Trial, where do I get money?" Li Xiu said, spreading his hands. 

 

"You are now a Commander, and every month you can receive some resources, enough for your usual 

needs. Can’t you wait a bit to feed the magic spirit?" Li Qingyi paused and then continued, "And when 

you became a Commander, there was a batch of Commander benefits, should be enough for you for a 

while. Do you really have to go to the Land of Trial right now?" 

 

"Commander benefits? What Commander benefits?" Li Xiu had only been a Commander for a few days 

and hadn’t yet received the monthly resources, which he knew about, but he had never heard of any 

Commander benefits. 
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"Didn’t you receive the Commander’s welfare?" Li Qingyi was slightly taken aback, then seemed to 

understand and said, "No wonder, these matters are all overseen by Vice President Bai. It’s quite normal 

for him not to notify you to collect it." 

 

"That fat guy is trying to pocket my money again, I can’t let him get away with that. I’ll go to him later. 

What does the Commander’s welfare include?" Li Xiu asked with a smile. 

 

"Generally, it’s a Super Spirit Demon Core and a Super Spirit Gemstone, along with some regular demon 

cores and gemstones. These are the benefits of becoming a Commander, but some Commanders are 

willing to exchange these resources for a Demon Spirit Ring or a contract, choosing one of the two. The 

Dragon-slaying Dagger that Han Mingshou used was obtained by exchanging his Commander’s welfare,"

But it’s impressive that you managed to fight 

against Jing Li using Demon Armor and survived. Jing Li is very powerful, and his Symbiotic Contract is 

terrifyingly strong; it’s exceedingly rare to reach the one hundred percent Super Spirit Limit. At the 

Super Spirit Stage, he is undoubtedly the top, and even I am not confident I could withstand his blade." 

 

Li Qingyi said this not to boost herself, but because she excelled at defense, and if even she couldn’t 

withstand it, it would be even harder for those Super Spirit Testers who were not skilled in defense. 

 

"No wonder he’s so strong, it turns out he has a one hundred percent Super Spirit," Li Xiu noted. 



 

That 

person is truly fearsome. You shouldn’t leave Longevity City for now to avoid giving him another 

chance," Li Qingyi advised.

Even within Longevity City, the Demon Text Institute is a unique institution, and not everyone is 

qualified to learn Demon Text there. 

 



Demon Text relates to many things in the Demon Kingdom, like the Light Condensation Technique, 

which requires translation from Demon Text. 

 

Mastering Demon Text, even if your rank is not high and you are not a Trial Taker, you can still achieve 

considerable status and benefits in Longevity City. 

 

Like Dong Tianjun, nominally he and Professor Xu should be at the same level, but their treatment and 

status are worlds apart. 

 

Even the patriarchs of the four major families are polite to Dong Tianjun, calling him "sir" with respect. 

 

After all, those from the four families will want to learn the Light Condensation Technique, and they’ll 

rely on people like Dong Tianjun. 

 

The books are translated by him, and a single mistranslation can cause serious problems for 

practitioners. 

 

Moreover, the Light Condensation Technique has both good and bad aspects; even a Light Base S-level 

Trial Taker may not discern it, needing someone knowledgeable to guide them. 

 

Although the four families have long sent people to learn Demon Text, not everyone has the talent for 

languages, nor patience and diligence to study dry texts. 

 

Most prefer becoming Trial Takers rather than learning the obscure Demon Text. 

 

Within Longevity City, Dong Tianjun is the expert of experts, his high status is imaginable. 

 

If not for Li Xiu being the Commander, even if Dong Tianjun were angered, he wouldn’t have lent the 

Demon Text Dictionary or allowed him to take the "Universal Buddha Light". 

 

If a regular Trial Taker did the same, Dong Tianjun wouldn’t even respond, let alone say a single word

Of course, even if Li Xiu is the Commander, without displaying profound Demon Text mastery, Dong 

Tianjun wouldn’t have lent him the dictionary and the book.

"A Light Condensation Technique." Li Xiu said casually. 

 

"What? A Light Condensation Technique!" Sha Chu exclaimed in shock, "How do you have a Light 

Condensation Technique?" 

 

"Borrowed from the Demon Text Institute." Li Xiu replied. 

 

"The Demon Text Institute is willing to lend you a Light Condensation Technique? I thought this was 

impossible to take out, right? I heard only beings surpassing S-level have the right to access it, and it 

must be studied only inside the institute, not taken out." Sha Chu said in astonishment. 

 

"Well, I am a Commander, naturally different from others." Li Xiu smiled. 

 

Sha Chu nodded: "That’s true, but why is the book all in Demon Text? Is there no translation?" 

 

"No need for a translation, I have the dictionary right here. Just check the dictionary yourself." Li Xiu 

said, patting the dictionary beside him. 

 

"The Demon Text Institute actually lent such an important thing like the dictionary to you?" Sha Chu was 

even more surprised, knowing how crucial a dictionary is to a language. 

 

It’s said that the core results of many years of research by the Demon Text Institute are in this 

dictionary. 

 



"Even with the dictionary, translating Demon Text’s Light Condensation Technique is not easy. Don’t just 

look at it yourself and get it wrong, and I heard this technique can only be cultivated by Trial Takers 

surpassing S-level..." Sha Chu said. 

 

"You’re right. The previous Light Condensation Technique indeed could only be practiced by Trial Takers 

of Light Base level above S-level, so I borrowed the dictionary and ’Universal Buddha Light’, planning to 

research a version of the Light Condensation Technique that ordinary Trial Takers can cultivate." Li Xiu 

said. 
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"Is this possible?" Sha Chu widened her eyes, "Longevity City has been around for so many years, and 

I’ve never heard of anything like this. If it were possible, someone should have already figured it out, 

right?" 

 

"Anything is possible with effort. Maybe they failed because they took the wrong approach, limited by 

existing systems, whereas someone like me, who doesn’t adhere to these systems, might be able to 

forge a new path," Li Xiu chuckled. "Once I develop a suitable Light Condensation Technique, you can try 

it out. It might allow you to advance faster than regular Trial Takers." 

 

"Alright, I’ll wait for your Light Condensation Technique," Sha Chu looked at Li Xiu with a complicated 

expression. 

 

She felt as if her understanding was repeatedly reshaped by Li Xiu. Initially, she thought Li Xiu was just 

someone with a knack for football; then, she discovered he was a Magic Armor Master with 

extraordinary abilities. Subsequently, she found out he possessed multiple Top-Grade Demon Spirits and 

advanced quickly. Now, he was delving into Demon Texts to develop a Light Condensation Technique, 

almost inhuman. Humans naturally have limited energy and intellect, yet somehow Li Xiu was excelling 

in everything he attempted. 

 

"If he really can develop a Light Condensation Technique suitable for low-level practitioners, it would be 

an upheaval more frightening than the Magical Tournament. This storm would alter not just the outside 

world but inevitably shake the very foundations of Longevity City..." Sha Chu looked at Li Xiu, her 

expression complex. 

 

"Feeling a bit hungry, could you get me something to eat?" Li Xiu stretched and said. 

 



"I bought some vegetables and canned food; how about I make you a stir-fry with canned vegetables?" 

Sha Chu suggested. 

 

"Is that edible?" Li Xiu had never heard of such a dish. 

 

"Of course it is! Underestimating me, huh? Once I make it, you’ll be craving it again..." Sha Chu said as 

she left Li Xiu’s study. 

 

For several days, Li Xiu stayed home, researching Demon Texts. 

 

The entire Longevity City awaited Li Xiu’s departure from Longevity City, but he remained indoors, 

leading many to believe he was afraid and dared not face Jing Li again. 

 

Li Xiu ignored these assumptions, focusing on his research into Demon Texts and the Light Condensation 

Technique. 

 

The reason for his intense focus on the Light Condensation Technique wasn’t a purely altruistic desire to 

benefit society but a personal issue. He struggled with leveling up; each attempt to advance to the next 

level was hindered, and perhaps the Light Condensation Technique could resolve this. 

 

Before long, Li Xiu had deciphered teachings from various texts, one of which was named "The 

Technique of Silent Disbelief in Mystical Forces." 

 

Of course, this was Li Xiu’s translation, and the original meaning likely pointed to a technique created by 

a skeptic of gods. 

 

Li Xiu had translated it into "The Technique of Silent Disbelief in Mystical Forces," as it was easier to 

remember.

With these Light Veins, humans would truly possess their own Light Energy System, rather than relying 

entirely on Symbiotic Contracts. 

 

To construct Light Veins, the primary requirement is a Light Base-level body, capable of absorbing Light 

Energy autonomously. Without this condition, any Light Condensation Technique is purely 

hypothetical—not feasibly trainable. 

 

It’s similar to how a mage cannot sense magic elements; practicing magic is futile. 

 

Ordinary people can sense Demonic Light, but without the ability to absorb it, it’s useless. 

 

To enable low-level Trial Takers to practice the Light Condensation Technique, this issue must be 

addressed first. 

 

Li Xiu had previously considered this, proposing to use the Bottle Suction Super Spirit Skill to solve the 

dilemma. 

 

However, upon further reflection, even if the Bottle Suction Skill could resolve this issue, only Li Xiu 

could utilize it—others lacked access to Bottle Suction, leaving the problem unsolved.
