Since the Snow Needle Immortal Bud could only grow in his family’s environmental territory, showing 

Chen Mobai the attitude of the Snow Peak Bai Family, even if the Snow Needle Immortal Bud was 



nominally under the Five Elements Sect, his plan was for it not to be transplanted and still have it under 

their care. 

 

Little did he know Zhuo Ming’s Earth Mother Cultivation was so formidable. 

 

But by that time, it was too late for regrets. 

 

Still, the Snow Peak Bai Family did not walk away empty-handed. 

 

Chen Mobai specifically gave ten Taoist Talisman Papers to Bai Dingxian, each of which could be 

exchanged unconditionally at the Five Elements Sect for one Foundation Building Pill. 

 

Within the next hundred years, the Snow Peak Bai Family would not have to worry about Foundation 

Building Pills. 

 

Within his regret, Bai Dingxian immediately exchanged five Foundation Building Pills on the spot to 

placate the family Elders unhappy with him over the matter.

My friends and I opened a Mysterious Frost Company that 

uses a Formless Puppet to refine the Five Elements Essence, all of which is extremely pure and easy to 

refine. Do you want me to get you some, so you can achieve Foundation Establishment Completion in 

the shortest time?” 

 

After giving her the tea leaves, Chen Mobai thought of his own condition at her age, already preparing 

resources for Core Formation, and couldn’t help offering to help her complete the realm of Foundation 

Establishment first.

She’s now even 

taken charge of the Military Department and is just waiting for the Immortal Gate’s change-over to 

officially take over as the new Righteous Law Hall Master. 

 

“So, you have already achieved the Heavenly Water Spirit Root. Are you planning to switch to a different 

cultivation technique? Tell me about it, I can give you some advice.” 

 

Chen Mobai spoke again, wanting to showcase his usefulness. 

 

“Uncle Chen, I’m at a late stage. I need to build a strong foundation for both Foundation Establishment 

and Core Formation, so according to my grandma’s wishes, I’m going to continue practicing Five 

Elements Cultivation.” 

 

Upon hearing this, Chen Mobai felt a mix of surprise and anger: “Why waste time continuing with Five 

Elements Cultivation?”

My Water Spirit Root, though it’s surpassed 80, I’m also planning to 

transform it into an Ice Spirit Root. Once both Ice and Water Spirit Roots are over 80, if I then switch to 

practicing the Liu Yu Scripture, I could utilize up to eighty or ninety percent of my Pure Yin Body. As long 

as I manage to practice the Liu Yu Scripture, I’m confident I have a two or three in ten chance of Nascent 

Soul Formation, and there’s even a glimmer of hope for Divinity Transformation.”
