After absorbing the territory of Xuan Xiao Taoist Palace, if the Five Elements Sect wants to advance 

further, contact with the Eastern Land core is essential. 

 

With a large-scale teleportation array directly to the Seven Great Immortal Cities of the Eastern Land, at 

least the Five Elements Commerce Association can definitely thrive, and Yue Zutao wouldn’t have to 

spend over a decade on a round trip. 

 

After careful consideration, the benefits outweigh the disadvantages. 

 

Having settled the most crucial content, Zhang Pankong took Chen Mobai’s map as he needed to 

conduct a field inspection of the locations to place the two large-scale teleportation arrays.

and after visiting some residents of Northern Abyss City, they quickly realized the problem with their 

own situation. 

 

They couldn’t guarantee the cultivators’ safety. 

 

In Northern Abyss City, once you buy a house, if you don’t violate the rules set by the Five Elements 

Sect, the sect will ensure your safety against any threats. 

 

Furthermore, the Five Elements Sect severely cracks down on rogue cultivators, relentlessly pursuing 

them to the Ends of the Earth, to the death; even if a Five Elements Sect disciple commits such acts, they 

are directly dealt with, without mercy.

Primordial Void Dao Child Zhang Pankong stayed behind, as he needed to more thoroughly inspect 

various aspects of the large teleportion array’s setup. The location was chosen to be the previously 

excavated miniature Lingshi mine, but it required using Earth Vein spells to level and reinforce the 

ground. 

 

Chen Mobai assigned Yi Shaoqing from the Formation Division to Zhang Pankong to satisfy all layout 

requests for the teleportion array. 

 

Ren Qiu from Sky Meal Building and Yu Shuji from the Star Heaven Dao Sect also took their leave. It’s 

said that the Star Extreme Great Elder had brought back many delicacies from Central State and 

overseas, intending to host a lavish feast for several Nascent Soul Superiors from the Eastern Earth Holy 

Land, inviting Ren Qiu to oversee the cooking. 



 

After seeing off the guests one by one, the bustling and lively Northern Abyss City started to gradually 

return to its quiet state due to the grand ceremony. 

 

However, with the commencement of work on the Fourth Grade Spirit Vein required for the large 

teleportion array, the area designated as a new district drew the attention of all idle Immortal 

Cultivators in the Eastern Wilderness. 

 

The generous benefits offered during past projects developed by the Five Elements Sect attracted many 

loose cultivators, eager to become part of this project and contribute their labor. 

 

Even the major families of the Eastern Wilderness were trying their connections to secure the lucrative 

segments in advance. 

 

While Chen Mobai was enjoying his new marriage with Qing Nu, all these matters fell on E Yun’s 

shoulders. 

 

E Yun, having established himself in Northern Abyss City, was well aware of the intricacies involved. He 

personally managed the development of the new district, ensuring the initially volatile market prices 

returned to normal levels.

If it were another Nascent Soul Major Faction, it wouldn’t even be considered; the Nine Heaven 

Immortal City certainly wouldn’t agree. 

 

Nonetheless, Chen Mobai waited two months before the official connection of the large teleportation 

circle of Mirroring Mountain with the Eastern Land was achieved. 



 

After the teleportation circle was fully connected, Ye Qing and Zhang Pankong also teleported to 

Northern Abyss City. 

 

Chen Mobai personally entertained them, expressing gratitude for this matter. 

 

He took out mature Rank-4 Immortal Peach Fruits and spiritual wine brewed from the peach fruits. 

 

These were all natural, and didn’t have the impact of dan poison on cultivation level growth, so Ye Qing 

and Zhang Pankong gladly tasted them. 

 

For Nascent Soul Cultivators, these Rank-4 peaches could save them a year or two of meditation and 

cultivation of True Qi, making them decent spirit fruits. 

 

Seeing Ye Qing and Zhang Pankong, seemingly unfazed after tasting the immortal peach fruits, Chen 

Mobai sighed inwardly, acknowledging their status as Taoist Children of the Holy Land, whereas these 

things were precious only to someone like him from the Eastern Wasteland Village. 

 

Actually, Chen Mobai did possess something that could awe them, such as Enlightenment Tea. 

 

Though he only had Rank-3 Enlightenment Tea on him, it could still allow Nascent Soul Cultivators to 

enter a Taoist realm for a few minutes. 

 

However, in the Tianhe Realm, he always believed in keeping a low profile with his wealth and acting 

cautiously. 

 

No matter that in front of these two Taoist Children, over time through communication, he deemed 

them rare individuals with the Way, he didn’t want them to know about the existence of Enlightenment 

Tea. 

 

Especially since the local people left a poor impression on him, if Ye Qing inadvertently revealed the 

tea’s existence, cultivators from the two Great Holy Lands might come seeking it, putting Chen Mobai in 

a tough position: to give or not to give. 



 

"Sect Master Chen can visit Nine Heaven Immortal City anytime; when my master returns from 

seclusion, I can bring you up Tongtian Peak to meet him." 

 

Ye Qing said this upon his departure, causing Chen Mobai’s heart to tremble, pretending to be jubilant 

as he nodded repeatedly. 

 

"Certainly, certainly." 

 

Yet internally, he resolved never to step into Nine Heaven Immortal City. 

 

After the large teleportation circle seamlessly connected the three regions of Eastern Wasteland, 

Dongyi, and East Land, many cultivators of the Wuxing Sect applied to go to East Land to broaden their 

horizons, led by Nu Jiang and Sheng Zhaoxi. 

 

Having been sheltered in the Dongzhou Frontier all their lives and growing up hearing stories about the 

East Land from Ancestor Hunyuan since joining the Wuxing Sect, they have long yearned for it. 

 

It was inconsequential for Sheng Zhaoxi to leave, but Nu Jiang shouldered the significant responsibility 

of guarding Wind Rain Hamlet, so before departing, he had to apply to Chen Mobai.

Chen Mobai and Qing Nu finally completed the initial draft of the basic curriculum for the Six Great 

Academies in the arts of Technique, Pill, Instrument, and Array, which would next be verified through 

teaching. 

 

Jiang Zongheng was in seclusion, Ding Ying went to Golden Light Academy, and now Lian Maozhi was in 

charge of Longevity Academy. 

 

Initially, Lian Maozhi pursued education simply because he envied Jiang Zongheng for becoming a 

disciple under Chen Mobai, wanting to imitate him.

Chen Mobai spoke truthfully. After all, in the Immortal Gate, he needed to constantly maintain his 

genius persona. 

 

The waves from having successfully achieved Nascent Soul Formation had subsided over the years, and 

comprehending Void Teleportation was just the right way to elevate his popularity.
